Tha Board of Review of the National Trotting
Assoclation ended Its labors yesterday afternoon
at the Murray Hill Hotel and adjournad to meat
again In Chicago next apring. One of the last
acts of the turf tribunal was to elect A new mem-
ber of the Board from Californin. The man chosen
was J. F, Fitzpatrick, a well known horseman of
the sunny slope,

As on all but one of the previous days of the
maeting the members of the Bonrd spent most of
thelr time yesterday consldering unimportant cases.
One of thele declalons, however, Is likely to create
a big stir in the trottng horse world, as it con-
cerns the officials of one of tha leading driving
elubs In the Great Western Clreult. In 1508, the
judges of the Loulsville meeting fined three well
known drivers for laying up heats In the race for
tho $,000 Douglas Purse, W, W, Foote, the driver
of the sensational young trotter John Nolan (2:08),
was fined $600; George W. Saunders, the driver
of Mattla Patterson, (2:0813), was fined $100, and
Fred Keyes, the driver of Cavacalla (2:10), was fined
$50. A few days afterward the Loulsville ofMcinls
declded to remit all these penalties, and they were
not collected,

This act'on was In direct violation of the Natlon-
al Trotting Assoclation code, which provides that
the judges of a raca have no power to remit or
modify fines once Imposed. When the record books
and accounts of the Loulsvilla association came
to Hartford after the meeting Secretary Gocher
brought to the attention of the Board of Raview
the fact that the Kentucky organization was in
default. The Board accordingly orderad that Pres-
