A CALL TO DR. PURVES,

FIFTH AVENUE PRESRYTERIAN PASTOR-
ATE OFFERED TO HIM,

IMPOSSIBILITY OF SECURING A UNANI-
MOUS CALL FOR MR, MORGAN LEADS
TO THE CHOICE OF THE PRINCE-
TON THEOLOGICAL PROFESBOR,

Princeton, N, I, Dec, § (8pecial).—A committee
of elght men from the Fifth Avenue Presbyterlan
Church, New-York, to-day called upon Dr. George
T. Purves, pastor of the Flrst Preshyterian
Church of this place and professor of New Testa-
ment exegesis in the Theologieal Seminary, and,
It is said, consulted with him regarding a call
that has been extended to Dr, Purves to become
pastor of the Fifth Avenue Church. As soon as
the seminary authorities learned the situation
they held a meeting and appointed & committee
to walt upon Dr. Purves and urge him to re-
maln in Princeton, arguing that his field of labor
here was of too great Importance to leave it

A mass meeting of the seminary students was
also held this afterncon, and resolutions were
drawn up expressing to Dr, Purves thelr per-
sonal esteem and respect for him and apprecla-
tlon of his services both as a professor and ns a
pastor, and asking him to remain with them.

These resolutions were presented to Dr. Pur-
ves to-nlght by a committee of twelve students.
He was considerably moved by them. As yet
he has made no decision In the matter. Both
the thenloglcal seminary and the university will
endeavor to keep him in Princeton,

Dr, Purves was graduated from the University
of Pennsylvanla and from Princeton Theo-
logical Beminary. Before coming to Princeton
to his professorship he was pastor of a church in

Pltishurg, He s & popular preacher among the
astudents.

H. Edwards Rowland, chairman of the Pulpit
Committee of the Bession, was at home last
night when a Tribune reporter called at his
house to see If the foregoing dispatch was cor-
rect, but he refused to see the reporter. A ser-
vant took the dispatch to Mr. Rowland, who
read It over and gent the following message:

“Tt is not true that a committee of elght called
on Dr, Purves, and as to the mass meeting of
students T have no knowledge whatever.” Mr.
Rowinnd was careful to say that there was no
committee of "elght.”

That was all the Information nbtalnable at Mr.
Howland's home.

When Robert E. Bonner, & prominent member
of the church, was seen and read the dispatch
he sald:

“I am dellghted at this announcement. T
was not on the ecommittee, and do not know
when it went out to Princeton, but I was in-
formed a few daye ago that Dr. Purves was be-
ing considered in connectlon with our vacant
pulpit. As a matter of fact, the Pulpit Com-
mittee beeame aware soon after it took favor-
able aetion on the name of the Rev. G, Camp-
bell Morgan that there was an absolute impos-
glbility of getting a unanimous call for Mr. Mor-
gan. The committee knew that as soon as A
eongregational meeting was called this opposi-
tion would make itself manifest, It l= also a
fact that Mr. Morgan would not have come at
all 1f the call had not been unanimous. Had
the enll been unanimous he would undoubtedly
have come to us. To a large element In the
church Mr. Morgan represented the Moody
school of church methods, and it was felt that
this Influence should be checked to some extent
in the Fifth Avenue Church.

“Dr. Purves was the first man consldered for
the vacancy last spring. The only thing that
made the church hegltate then was the fact that
Dr. Purves physleally 18 not the strongest type
of preacher, He resigned a pastorate with &
salary of $£5,000 a year in Pittshurg to go to
Princeton In order that his work might be
lighter. That was geveral years ago, and since
then he has steadlly galned In strength untll
now I understand he {8 feeling first rate. He
will receive & upanimous call, T am sure, if it
& settled beyond doubt that he Is wiliing w
come, .

“As to his physical endurance, that Is a mat-
ter that can safely be left to Dr, Purves him-
self. He is a consclentlous man, and If he de-
cldes that he i strong enough to assume the
duties of a large parish like the Fifth Avenue
Fresbyterlan Church, he will, no douht, carry
out hls plans. He ls greatly teloved at Prince-
ton. Mrs. MeCogh told me when 1 gaw her a
ghort time ago in Princeton that we must not
take Dr, Purves away from them out there, be-
cause they thought so much of him, I know of
geveral wealthy familles which will return to
the Fifth Avenue Church just as soon a8 It
known definitely that Dr. Purves {8 to be called.

“The soclety needs some such man as he.
Warszawlak matter was unfortunate, and the
snclety Is not in the flourishing condition that
ot was once. It will require hard work for 8
number «f years to come to get the church In
the shape that It ought to be in, but I know
of mo one better qualified than Dr. Purves to
unite our people.”

“Does this remove Mr, Morgan from further
conslderation?” Mr. Bonner was asked.

“1 should judge so, As I said hefore, A unAn-
fmous call for Mr. Morgan was {mpossible, The
eommittee sounded the congregatlon and con-
vineed |tself of this fact.”

The eub-committee of the Pulpit Committes
last week expected to make some sort of an-
nouncement at the servics In the Fifth Avenue
Church this morning.  Mr. Rowland, when séen
on Friday, declined to say what the announce-
ment wouid he. Other members of the com-
mittes Intimated that the statement would be
an important one, and it s lkely that it has
reference to the dropping of the name of the
Rev. Mr. Morgan In view of there being a doubt
abeut a call to him belng unanimous,

In view of the fact that the Pulpit Committee
has heen moving with great deliberation of late,
it {8 lkely that Dr. Purves will accept a call to
the church if the eall 1s unanimous.
