RAILROAD MACHINE SHOPS BURN,

THE EMPLOYES BAVE MOST OF THE REC-
ORDS, AND THE FIRPBOAT VAN
WYCK HELPS.

Th'o machine shops of the Long Island Rallroad
on Newtown Creek, near Borden-ave., in the Hunt-
er's Point section of Queens Borough, were de-
stroyed by fire lnst evening. The bullding was nn
old one, bullt of wood. It was 125 feot long, 20 feet
wide and 20 feet high. It was filled with valuable
machinery, Tha west snd was occupled by the
engine dispatcher's office. In this sectlon of the
bullding were many valuable records and papers
pertaining to the running of engines and to work
done In the shop, Including patterns and plans,

The fire was discovered In the extreme east end
:vf :he bullding a few minutes before 6§ o'clock.

)wing to the nge of the bullding, and everythin
heing ol m.tnlm'!'. the flames wﬁ:nd ramﬂlv;. ,\g
alarm was sent In for the Flre Depariment, hut
only one engine could get to work. The nearest
hydrant Wik In Horden-ave.,, cight hundred foet
away. The fireboat Van Wyck steamed up the
f-!w»l-c. and soon had five blg streams on the bulld-
ing, but the fire had attalned such headway hefore
the Van Wyek arrlved that, although the firehoat's
ptreams quickly guenched the flames, the bullding
was practically destroyed. While the fire wnas burti-
ing the rallroad employes formed a salvage hrigade
and rescued most of the papers and records in the
west end of the bullding.

Paymaster Willlam J. Jarvis, of the rallrond com-
WY gald the loss would prohably bhe hetween

15,000 and $20.000, although he could not tell defl-
nitely. The wooden hullding burned so rapidly that
It Is thought much of the machinery might he
saved, a5 the heat may not have heen great enough
to tnke the temper out,

A BANITARY COMMITTEER MAKES A VISIT WITH
HEALTH OFFICER BLACK.

Health OMeer Black, accompanied by Magistrate
J.srrob Brenner and School Commissioner Samuel
Goodsteln, made nn Investigntion of the Browns-
ville Ghetto yesterday, which may lead to Im-
portant results. Among other pleees which they
visited was the Brownsville market, In Helgont-
ave, between Oshorne and Thatford sts. 1t Is the
custom of the Jewlsh butchers to display thelr
slenks and chops on the sldewnlk, where the dust Is
uwllowed to permeate the exposed meat, It Is the
intention of the Health officers to put a stop to
this practice, and a dogen or more merchants
have already been pluced under arrest. On thelr
tour of inspection the party also vislted several
vgwoentshnps.” One of them wne In Thatford-st.
Upon entering the room a strong odor of steamed
cloth wae potteed. It appeared that the bosses
had antlelpated the visit by an attempt at house-
rk\;mlnﬁ, 1o other places the ofMclals found giris
ot work with serub )ln% brushes and mops. The
sanitary condition of the factories was far from
satlsfactory. In Watkins-st. It was found that the
thllors hnd made a pretence of cleanliness by
stufing all the clippings and lint under the most
convenlent bench. Dr, Black gave peremplory or-
dere to hiave these plles of refuse cleaned out.
Presjdent Grout has also taken steps toward In-
vestigating the sanitary conditlon of the Twenty-
sixth Ward. In a letter which he wrote to Dr.
Rlack {«:h-rduy he snld:

“in the Twenty-sixth Ward there are 4,023 houses
not ronnected with sewers, and which, 1 presume,
are making use of cesspools. This war is sup-
plied with water from the Long Island Water Sup-
ply Company, whose wells are on lowar ground
than the larger part of the territory mentioned,
therefore drawing water 1o some exient from the
drainage of this territory. The Interests of the
oity demand that ﬂ'lrw‘jlﬂ‘lﬂ‘!\l conditions in the
ward should be Improved.”

JUETICE MAREAN DECIDES THAT THEY WOULD
IMPAIR THE VALUE OF PROPERTY.

A doclslon upholling property restrictions under
which nine-tenths of the suburban property of
Prookivn Ix sold was rendered yesterday by Justice
Marenn, in the Equlty Term of the Bupreme Court,
in granting an injunction restralning Henry Brown
double tenement houses with
stores underneath In Borough Park. The action
wisg brought practically In the Interests of ex-
Bepator Willlam 1. Reynolds, as  president of
Borough Park., It was muintained that the pro-
posed hulldings would be a nuisance, and also that
the erection of these bulldings would be a viols-
tion of the terms of the cantract of sale, In that
it was Intended to bulld them near the streat line,
and nat twenty feet back, as wps mentioned in the

contrnet,

In rendering his declsion Justice Marean declared
that the buildings would serfonsly Impalr the value
and use of the adjoining property. An injunetion
agninst the defendant will be granted, but It will
not he made perpetual, as the character of the
nelghbiorhomsl may change A time may come
when a permanent restrietion may prove Injurious
to all enneerned. The injunction Is granted u8 Lhe
defendnnt, Brown, fntends 1o bulld up to the street
line, and because the stores on the first floor would
lower property values in the nelghborhomi,

REPORT ON FISH AND GAME.

THE COMMISSION RE_PI..IES TO CRITICISMS
AND ABKS FOR 55,000,

Trenton, Dee. 15 (Special),.—The annual report of
the Btate Fish and Game Commission was sub-
mitted to Governor Voorhees to-dny. The report
notes the fallure of the lnst Legislature to ap-
propriate $500 which was asked for by the Com-
mission, to he used tn stocking the waters of the

Btate with fish and the uplands and meadows with
Tll‘nn. The Commissioners say that they find It

iMoult to see where such a sum could have beon
exponded with more profit to the cltizens of the
Btute. The appropriation Is expected by the Com-
misslon from the next Legisinture.

Tn reply to the criticlsms that the Commission
Aaid not falrly distribute the fish and game among
the seversl countles of the Btate the report puts
forwnrd o number of defences. Where any ground
for sucn eriticiem existed, the report stales, It was
due to the fact that in some countles the people
were more anxious for fish amd game than in
athers. The Commission has deemed it proper, so
far us possible, to attend to those making appll-
catlons who were wllllng to look after the welfare
of the allotment. even though some sections of the
Btats were slighted In the distribution. In_ divid-
Ing the fish and game the polley followed by the
Commission was (o treat all allke, making gener-
ous allowanees wherever the country to be cov-
ored was pecullarly adapted to the development of
the particular specles, The prinecipal dizappoint-
ment wns experienced by those who expected fish
from the Great Lakes or who had sapplied for
busw, plekerel and perch  The work of removing
fish from Lake Erle to New-Jersey ls at best a
precarfous undertaking, &o far as the fish are con-
cerned, and losses cannot he entirely guarded
ngainst, After eo long a Journey the ?hh. when
they arrive {n this Btate, are frequentily In such
n weakened and unhealthy condition as to prevent
further removal, r this reason oftontimes they
ars placed In the nearest sultable waters, It belng
the principle of the Commisslon that it ls better
to have n plentiful supply In one place than to
have nong at all anywhere,

The report says that quall have increased In the
State, but ps 1o ringneck phensants nothing deafinite
could be stated, these birds having been under
protection only a few months.

The report suys that It 18 algn too early to de-
tarmine whether the introduction Into the State
of the plke, perch, white bass and chonnel eatflsh
has been a success or a fallure. "pon the subject
of_r:turu'i'on propngation the Commisslon says:

NO CHECK ON VALENTINE

HE APPEARS TO HAVE HAD FULL OPPOR
TUNITY TO WRECK THE BANK

TESTIMONY TAKEN BY THE RECEIVER OF THE
MIDDLEEEX COUNTY BANK SHOWS HOW
THE INSTITUTION WAS MANAGED,

Edwurd 8 Campbell, recelver for the wrecked
Middlesex County Hank, at Perth Amboy, took
testimony at Newark yesterday In the matter of
the preferred claimse of several creditors who
had deposited Ir the bank after the directors
are alleged to have known it was Insolvent.
These Include the Essex County National Bank,

HM00; Newnrk Nationa! Banking Company,
$15,204; Lehigh Valiey Railroad Company,
$1.108; Raritan Hollow and Porous Brick Come
pany, 3620, J. M. Fox, of Passaic, $1,020
Crosby & Hill, of Perth Amhoy, £1,027; George
C, Brown, 3MM, and John Hisdorf, $1.50. The
last named creditor sald that on July 13 he
borrowed 1,409 from the savings (nstitution
and the check for that amount was credited to
him by President Watson, of the Middlesex
County Hank. The following day the bank was
closed. John Littlejohn, of Croshy & HIll, made
deposits on July 10, 11, 12 and 14, the last date
after bank nours. Joseph W, Fox deposited on
July 14 a check for £1,004), He was unable to
stop payment on the following day, when the
bank closed.
_Deputy State Banking Commissloner Thomas
K. Johnsan testified that he recelved a letter on
July 14 from Preshlent Uriah B, Watson, of
the bank, stating that the carhier had disap-
peared, and requesting an examination of the
bank and of the Perth Amboy Bavings Bank.
The letter wag dated July 12, He had written
to Mr. Watson directing his attention to the
large loans made e directors on questionable
securities, such ns second mortgages and de-
preclated stocks, and eriticlsing the loans. to
the c_"a.shle-r, which amounted at that time to
£12,275. Mr. Johnoon's comment in his letter
was that ft was difficult to see what the money
wag needed for unless it was for stock specula
tion. He advised the directors to compel the
cashier. to pay hig indebtedness to the bank
#nd adopt a reguiation to prevent such practices
in the future, In another letter to Mr. Watson
Mr. John<on had sald that the practice of loan-
ing such large sums to the cashler should not
In-‘tnl#ratfd In any reputable bank.

U'riah B. Watson, president of the bank, tes-
tifled that the last meeting of the directors be-
fore the bank closed was held Friday, July 7.
Nothing was then sald about the bank's Aif-
cultles, Mr. Watson was questioned about the
loang, and sald they were generally good. When
asked about a loan of 820,000 to Henry N. Yard,
he acknowledged that Interest had not been
pald in three or four years. The loan was se-
cured by some property at Ocean Beach. The
witness told of another loarn on which no In-
terest had bheen pald In six years, The sum
of $11,500 was loaned to Valentine, and the se
curity was placed In the gafe to which Valen-
tine had access,

“Phen what you did," President Watson was
asked, “was to make a loan and glve the secur-
ity into the hands of the borrower?”

“Yes, sir,” said President Watson,

President Watson and the other directors de-
nted that they knew the bank was Insolvent
when they were taking deposits just before the
bank closed Its doorse

President Watson sald in reply to questions
that the cashier had charge of the check books;
that he, Mr. Watson, never saw them, bu
gometimes saw the stubs. He had not consid-
ered It necessary to compars the checks and
slt:;bs, He had sometimes examined the secur-
ties,

Thomas K. Johnson, Deputy State Banking
Commissioner, was asked !f he had Inquired of
the directors or Mr. Watson why they had made
no inguiries at the Natlonal Park Bank as to
the hank balances there as soon as Valentine
disappeared. He did not think he made such
inquiry.

When asked when the hank was first insol-
vent, Mr. Johnson replied that he could answer
that question better if he had been allowed to
continue his examination of the hank, but a re-
celver was appuinted, and he was compelled to
gtop.

The last draft by Valentlne on the Natlonal
Park Bank was on June 28 When asked if ha
now thought the Middlesex County Bank was
{nsolvent at that time, Mr. Johnson said: b ¢
should think so; yes™

The witness sald In reply to a question that
there was nothing to make him belleve that the
directors knew the hank was ingolvent hefors
the doors were cloged. They had, however, the
same facilities to learn the actual condition of
the bank A= he had, and If they had so desired
they could have found out.

Patrick Convery, of the bhank, saldl examina=
tlons were made quarteriy by the Board by ref-
srence to the statement book. This was mada
up by the cashler. The cashier called off figures
from his own private account, and one of the
Board would check them off on the statement
bank which the cashler had, This wos the quar
terly examination.
