vana with the reorganization of the school sys¬

tem and the correction of abuses In the adminis¬
tration of Justice. It Is significant of the now

(iovernor (Jeneral's practical sagacity that ho
should have determined to begin his rule with a

demonstration of the far reaching utility of

good roads, having In view also the Immediate
advantage of giving employment to a large
number of men who need it. The condition of
ii« highways has been pronounced a fair test of
a country's civilization. In the case of Cuba a

pretty extensive improvement of the roads may
precede a general recognition of the necessity
and Hie benefit, for a military government with

a man of high intelligence and capacity at the
head of it possesses superior facilities for get¬
ting desirable things done. It does not have to

wait until public sentiment demands what it

wants to furnish.
in consideration of his circumstances It would

not be astonishing If the operations of General
Wood in Cuba should come ere long to be cited

as impressive object lessons for the instruction
of our own people concerning the profitableness
of good roads as an investment. We hope It

may be so, for illustrations of the fact are wel¬
come from any source. It Is true that, one mile
of properly constructed and well kept highway
is far more convincing to those who use it than
the most accurate account of what has resulted
from building a hundred miles of the same sort

in some distant region. Nevertheless descrip¬
tion and argument have been persuasion enough
to start a progressive movement, or els.« it

would never have been started at all, and from a

centre of Improvement light does spread, how¬
ever slowly. It must be admitted that in this
country the process of diffusion has been slug¬
gish, keen and observing as its people are.

Komething has undoubtedly been accomplished
lr. the State of New-York under the latest stat¬
ute, though relatively little. Massachusetts has
done more, and New-Jersey, perhaps, most of all
States in this direction. And the leaven is un¬

mistakably at work.
The most encouraging feature of the case is

that there Is never a stop backward. No doubts
arise to disturb the faith and diminish the satis¬
faction of those who have once been convinced
that good mads pay. The testimony of wit¬
nesses who are m a position to know is decisive
on that point. They say that literally without
exception men who hare seen believe and there¬
after never waver. It follows that the number

and impairment of health appears to have
come t.. a deplotable deadlock. The State
Sewerage Commission is divided in opinion con¬
cerning It. There is no disagreement as to the
argent need of relief. Any one who should
dispute that need would set himself down as a

madman. Th.« dispute is ov.r tin« manner In
which relief is t,, be secured. Tl,e majority of
tin« Commission is reported to be in favor of
requiring each town or city that discharges
sewage Into that river or any running stream
first to purify such sewage so as to make it
innocuous and Inoffensive. Th.- minority, on
the other hand, strenuously ¡n«i<ts that tin best
plan is to divert the whole rolume of %t
from the river Into a great trunk sewer, which
shall carry it down and discbarge it into some
of the tidal waters of New-York Harbor.
Between these tu., plana, it appears to us, the

choice should i... made without a moment's
hesitation in favor of the former. That plan
means cleansing. The other means continua¬
tion of the fouling, with the results thereof
pegged .m t«. some one els,., n ¡s admitted that
Peterson should not send down its sewage to
befoul the Passalc Hiver at Passai.« and
elsewhere. What rieht has it and what right
have all the eitles and towns in that re¬

gion to send down a filthy Hood Int.. Arthur
Kill, to he a nuisance to th.« people who dwell
along Its shore«'.' Those people have a right
to the use of th. Kill for boating, fishing and
bathing, and thej «lu.ni.l be protected in that
right against the stench and filth and poison
of the output of Patereon «ewers. The prin¬
ciple of robbing I'eier !.. pgy Paul may be con
renient, but it ¡« not moral, and in the long
run it is not profitable. There is nothing more
certain that that such a [.Ian. If adopted, would
be a mere makeshift it would s.v.n prove un¬
satisfactory. It is by no means Inconceivable
that it would be prohibited as Illegal.
The effect of it. moreover, on the Passalc it¬

self is t.. be considered. At certain seasous, ac¬
cording to official authorities, as much as 70
per cent of the flow <.f that stream at Dundee
has passed through the sewers and fîralns of
Peterson.

To question the practicability
of such a system. espei-Ially in places so favor-
ahlv situated for Its operation as are the cities

and towns along the Pasttlc, Is oqulvalent b»

questioning the practicability of electric traction
for streetcars. It would be an unsjx'.ikable rc-

proscfa to New-.Iers»\v to let the present state

of affairs In the Passalc continue Indefinitely.
It would be scarcely less a reproach t«) seek a

remedy by patting the nuisance on to some one

else. The way to cleanse the river Is to clean-«'
It. not to befoul some other water.
