THE ANNUAL EXHIBITION OF THE
ACADEMY OF DESIGN,

The regular autumn show of the Academy of
Design, a little helated this vear, opeas In new
quarters In the gallerles of the Fine Arts
Building in Fifty-seventh-st. Tt ig an interest-
fng transition, No doubt there CRESITIENS
among the academiclans for the creation of
‘heir new huilding on Morningside Helghts hut
in the mean time the diginterestod ahserver
eannot help noting with pleasure the offect of a
typica! Academy display within walls neeus-
tomed te < ther eolleetions. Imagination, perhaps,
plave Ite part “ine exhibition of Ameriean piet-
ares f8 not 8o very unlike »pother. But the Aeac-
emy would not he the Academy its exhibi-
tlons did not wear an nspect of thely own, and
there s a novel atmosphere In the Fine Arts
Rullding that s distinetly nttractive After
many vears, during which the Hanging 'om-
mittee has Bad ta Ao the hest it conld with un-
manageable wall spaces, It s good to see the
three hundred paintings contributed thla season
nearly all placed with ndvantage to themselves
and to the Improvement of the ensemble.

In one respect this exhibition repeats most of
{ta predecessars In the samea gallerice—portralt-
ura fills In it a commanding position.  The older
and the young-r echonls ara both repre gented,
the former hy Mr. Danle! Huntington and Mr.
Eastman Johnson, the latter b Mr W. H Hvde,
Mr. W. J. Rice und several nthers In the fAirat
gallery the latter artiste provide the centros of
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the various long panels, and do =0, jt may he
eaid, in excellent fashion.

In this productinn finish I8 carried to excess, but
if the spectator can Ignore the poligh which
given a meretriclous affeet he will derive A more
agrecable sensation from
textures Iin the back of the old chalr. Thes=e
are palnterlike in the best sense of the term,
and make us regret the more those too elegant
touches which have been lavished upon the face
and halr. The Jraught=manship s correct, pure,
but it s too mechanical and sgtiff. The labored
givle 18 in sharp contrast to the brendih and
polidity of Mr Easstman Johnson's three por-
traita, twn hanging near by and one placed di-
rect]ly across the long gallery.

Figure compositions are not very numernus.
Mr. Barse, in "“The Awakenlng,” arrests atten-
tlon by virtue of his suggestive eomposition and
generally capable workmanship, Lut the shad-
ows are painted with a somewhat dry, stac-
cato touch, apd there are unhealthy notes of
rolor, both In the flesh and In the draperies.
Mr. W. St. John Harper, also, in “The Silent
Enow,” spolls the effect of a grod design and
nf the light and alr he has put into the work
by eolors innocent of quality. In faect, gond
color, properly managed, is the one thing for
which we Inok In vain among the figure picocs,
Mr. Behrevvogsl's spirited military subject and
Mr. Gaul's Interesting study in much the same
fleld would be among the best things in the show
if only thefr tones were not so hard  And when
we find tolerably good color it s damaged by
defects In other directions Witness Mr. Huas-
gam's "Flower Shop,"” which nesds but to have
maore suave draughtsmanship and tones more
transparent to become a really charming paint-
ing. or Mr. Bell's engaging Interfor with a harp
player, “At Twillght" whereln a scheme of
much delicacy and feeling Is damuged by the
poor drawing of the model's profile. Again, Mr,
John Donaghue's “Syivia™ trembles an the hrink
of heing an altogether satisfactory performe
arce—and does not quite fulfil the artist's alm
The vwine-red drapery Is painted with skill and
taste, the head and face with genulne feellng,
hut In just those points where subtlety and
tenderness are essenitial Mr. Donaghue ajipears
tn have heen unahle te shake off a certain
rigidity of manner. The only pleture In *which
design, atmosphere and draughtsmanship are
fused into an attractive unit Mr. Miller's
page from old English tavern life, "The Card
Plavers.” This may have surfices too glitters
ing, but the effect is nevertheless artistie, he-
rauge It s harmoniou=s and is secured ohviously
by authoritative means.

There are several fine landscapes and sea
pinces. Among the former we note Mr. Apple-
ton Brown's winter scene, "The MIl Pond”; the
poetic “Valley at Sunset,” hy Mr. C. W, Eaton:
Mr. Ochtman’'s luminous “Moanlight on the
Sound”: the silvery canvar hy Mr. . H. Eaton,
“Aleng the River'"; the pleture of “"Hollyhooks"™
inte which Mr. John F. Welr has poured some
rxquisite gentiment as well as veraclous anlor;
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Murphy and Miss Pheebe A. Bunker—to whom
the Norman W. Dwodge prize has deservedly
heen given—and the sparkling “Long Island
Road,” In which Mr. Irving R. Wiles seems to
have put to good purpnse hints gathered from
Bignor Boldinl. An honorable mentlon should
be given to Mr. Beal's “Training Ship Essex at
Newport,” the treatment of the rigging and of
the water being uniformly spontaneous and
slire,  But there are two other sca pletures
which, with one landscape, should have a place
apart, The first of these 1a Mr. . H. Bogert's
“Appreaching Storm,"” which might, perhaps,
never have existed 1f Dupré had not Hved to
give the mrtjut some ldeas on the subject, but

Patthast, Who has just heen elected an assoclate
of the Academy and shows by this work how
well he deserves the honor. It s a bold, Indi-
vidualized palnting, brimming over with move-
ment, with true gympathy for the theme at-
tacked, and camtaining some admirable color,
1t seems unfortunate that while Mr. Potthast is
_able to paint & pleture Hke this ane he should
care 1o waste his time over canvases lke “The
Ox Team." 'There is thorough and clever wirk-
manship in this, byt pot an atom of beauty,
Mr. Will 8. Robinson, the last of the trio, is
willing ta sacrifice realism to beauty.  There Is
danger In the practice for artists insufficiently
gifted, but the painter of “A Villuge in Pleardy”
phows that on this accuslon st aAny rate he can
afford to let the veritles go by the board, His
tree trunks are weak: his handling of follage 18
weaker; hut the general effect commands high
prajre. Here 18 a4 man who has felt the per-
vaglve charm of his motlve, who has detected
the Mdden loveliness In the grovp of old tiled
roofs shadowed hy masses of trees; the scene
has left an Impression upon him that s new
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and strong, he has perceived all the sensuous
and msthetic relations of the mere facts hefore
him, and he transfers to his canvas the essence
of it all. “A Village In Vicardy” has faunlts—
the faults of ipnexperience—but Mr, Robinson
has the root of the matter In him and is to he
congratulated, Thers a reception at the
Fine Arts Bullding to-day. On Monday the gal-
leries will be open to the public. They will not
elose until Saturday. January 27 and on the
intervening Sundavs admis<ion will he free.
