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FUNERAL OF GENERAL LAWTON.

THE HBODY PLACED ON THE TRANSPORT
THOMAS, WHICH SAILS FOR THE
UNITED STATES.

Manila, Dec, %0.—The funeral of General
Henry W. Lawton, who was killed at San
}iateo on December 18, was held this morning
with Impressive ceremonies. The body was con-
veyed from the Pace Cemetery down to the
Luneta, to Pasiz, and thence to the transport
Thomus, which salled thls afternoon.

As the hody was removed frobm the vault
Chaplain Marrin read prayers. The personal
staff of the General was augmented by Color
Sergeant Simon, Trumpetsr Haberkam and Pri-
vates Okum a&nd Mohrhusen. . The latter. who
were closely connected with General Lawton's
recent cumpalgns, bore the coffin from the vault
to & caisson drawn by six horses, which was
waltlng at the gate, The funeral procession was
composed of the Land of the 20th Regiment,
General Hall and his staff, two troops of the
4th Cavalry, which were with General Lawton
ut the time of his death; a battery of artillery,
& number of clergymen, the calgson, coversd
with flowers; the personal staff of the General,
on foot; (Generals Wheeler, Bates, Forsythe,
Kobbe and Schwan, and Rear Admiral Watson,
In three carrlages; a naval batiallon, Major
General Otis and his staff, the forelgn Consuls,
In full dress, and the members of the Philippine
Supreme Court. Native delegations from the
towns where General Lawton established clivil
governments presented wreaths. Waomen from
the same tuwns walted on Mra, Lawton yester-
day and presented condolences and flowers to
her

Crowds of natives and Amerlcans witnessed
the procesgion. The band played dirges and the
crowds uncoversd, At Pasig the coffin was
transferred to u tug, "taps” was sounded, and
prayers wers offered by Chaplain Plerce, Four
