May start-
ed at 6914c to §9%c, sold between 601,@69%¢c and 68%c,
and closed at 6§%c. January closed at 6%c; July,
e%c. Liverpool closed %d lower. Foreigners were
gellers of futures here. It was said to be against
Argentine cash purchases. The Northwest was sell-
4ng futures. The Northwestern movement showed
an increase. For the first time in weeks North-
west receipts were larger than last year,
cars, against 442, Clearances for the week from
both coasts were only 2,509,000 bushels, and it looks
as if there would be an increase in the visible
supply Monday. “The Modern Miller” said the win-
ter wheat crop situation was favorable. There
was a good deal of liquidation by holders, and a dis-
couraged feeling among bdulls. Shipping sales
were 125,000 bushels, so the sample market was
weak.

Cora lost ¥e to 3¢, partly a matter of sympa-
thy with wheat, partly on increased Western of-

ferings. May opened at 83%c, sold between 33%c
and 32%e, and closed at 32%ec to 33¢c.

The
shipping demand for corn, decldedly sharp Wednes-
day and Thursday, showed a halt to-day. Sales
were possibly 200,000 bushels. Local receipts were
453 cars, with 410 estimated for to-morrow. Liver-
pool was unchanged: seaboard clearances were 697,-
@0 bushels. Clearances for the week were 4,019,000
bushels, Elevator people were the best sellers of
futures.

Oats were easy, to-night’s prices 3c under Thurs-
éay; May, 28%c. Osats just now are doing little
except to follow corn. There was no such shipping
business accomplished as on Wednesday and
Thursday, Local’receipts were 168 cars, with 165
estimated for Saturday. Seaboard clearances were
41,000 bushels.

Flaxseed was strong, although inactive, to-
night's prices 2¢c over Thursday; May, $149; cash,
$15. Receipts, in spite of the high prices, have
peen exceptionally small, only 21 cars at the three
points to-day, against 27 cars last year.

Trere was a dip in provision prices, with a good
deal of seiling by Cudahy, presumably profit taking.
On the other hand, there was a lot of buying by
Armour. Pork to-night is 10c to 12ic under Thurs-
@ay; lard, T3c to 10c under; ribs, 5c to Tic under.
There were 35,000 hogs, with 23,000 estimated for
Saturday. The sentiment to-night is mixed. There
bas been an unusual advance, over $150 a barrel
on pork and over lc a pound on ribs and lard, and
gll within five weeks. The talent is inclined possi-
bly to play for a reaction. Hogs in two months
gre 1,000,000 so far, and no one is very bearish.
