THE COCRT OF APPEALS SUSTAINS THE VALID-

ITT OF ITS FRANCHISES IN THIS CITY.

Albany. Jan. 9.—The Court of Appeals to-day
affirmed with costs the judgment of the Appellate
Division of the Supreme Court, First Department,
In affirming the Judgment of the trial term dis-
missing the action begun by Ferdinand Bohmer.
Jr., against Louis F. Haffen, Commissioner of
Street Improvements in New-York City, the au-
thorities of that city and the Union Railway Com-
pany. This decision confirms the grants made to
th« Union Railway by the Common Council and by
Street Commissioner Haffen. BoJhbct alleged la
his action that the consent of the Common Coun-
cil to the company to lay tracks and use the
streets of New-York City was illegal and granted
in violation o- law, aad tha-t the privileges were
illegal because they wrongfully exempted the- de-
fendant from paying into the city treasury a, tax
cf 3 per cent annually on its gross receipts.

When the case went to trial Justice Truax. the
trial justice, granted a motion dismissing the suit
which is finally affirmed by the Court of Appeals
This decision validates the eeveral franchise-granted by the city to the Union Railway Com-pany. The decision in effect discloses also thatChapter No. 340 of the laws of ISC. which gave the
Union Railway Company the right to run cars in
the city of New-York under privileged conditions?
is not unconstitutional.
