New-York is to receive its regular monthly visit
from the Boston Symphony Orchestra this week.
Three concerts will be given, two in Carnegie Hall
on Wedresday afternoon end Thursdey evening-and
one on Saturday evening in the Academy of Music,
Brooklyn. At the first and last of the three the
solo performer will be Mr. Ludwig Breitner, the
pianist who recently came from Paris for the pur-
pose of meking New-York his home. He has the
reputation of a sterling artist throughout France,
Germany and Italy, and seems determined to de-
monstrate his independence from the humdrum
ways of virtuosi by choosing a concerto hitherto un-
heard in New-York, Edward Schiitt’'s in F minor,
a really stirring and inusicianly work. For the
second concert Mme. Ternina had been. engaged,
but {liness has interfered with her singing, and
Mme. Schumenn-Heink will take hér place. The
first concert will also receive interest from the fact
that it will bring forward a composition by a young
musician who is a native of New-York. - This is
Mr. Rubin Goldmark, a nephew of Karl Goldmark,
who composed “The Queen of Sheba'” and many
other works which bave been heard in New-York.
The young composer was born in this city on Au-
gust 15, 1872. He received his education at the Col-
Jege of the City of New-York, which he left at the
age of seventeen.  ~Whfle in college he studied
music under Mr. Alfred von Livonius. Two years
were passed In Vienna in studying the plano with
Anton Door and theory and composition with the
Fuchs brothers. On returning to America Gold-
mark studied the plano with Joseffy and composi-
tion with Dvorak. in- 1864, on account of his
health, he went to Colorado Springs, where ke is at
present the director of the Conservatory of Music.
Among other compositions are a trio for piano,
violin and “ééllo, a sona‘a for piano and violin, a
romanza for 'cello and a theme and variations for
orchestra played by the late Anton Beidl. The
overture “Hiawatha,” which was performed for

the first time at the Boston concerts last week, -

was$ composed in 18%, while Goldmark was in the
Rocky Mountain region. The title indicates only
the poetic source and suggestion of the subject, no
attempt having been made to employ or embody
Indian folk music, With that subject Mr. Gold-
mark has interested himself since.

Nlccola Spinelli, the composer of “At the Lower
Harbor” (‘A Basso Porto”), which will be given
for the first time in this city by the Castle Square
Opera Company at the American Theatre on Jan-
uary 22, was the son of a Government official of
Turin, Italy, and was born in that city in 1865. At
an early age he was placed in the Conservatory of
Music at Napleg, under Professor Ferrao, a man
thoroughly imbued with the ideas of the modern
school of music, to which we owe “Cavalleria
Rusticana,” “I Pagliacei” and “La Bohéme.” This
influence was distinetly discernible in Spinelll's
first opera, "Cabrilia,” which won the seccnd prize

Concerning the Pittsburg Orchestra, which is to
give two concerts in New-York this season, the first
on Japuary 23, the following announcemnt is made
by the management:

The Pittsburg Orchestra, founded by the Art So-
clety, was organized In the fall of 1895, following the
dedication of Carnegie Institute. Mr. Carnegie’s
gift for education of a noble building that should
contain a music hall was the incentive that
brought the orchestra into life. Though existing in
sympathetic alllance with the great work emanat-
ing from Carnegie Institute, the orchestra is inde-
pendent of it. For three seasons only ten sets of
evening and afternoon concerts were given during
twelve weeks, by an orchestra of fifty, and during
this time the measure of publlc support was trebled;
the fourth season, also of twelve weeks, marked an
increase of plug’ers to seventy. The present is the
fifth season, the players are under contract for
twenty weeks, and during that time elghteen even-
ing and eighteen afternoon concerts will have been
fiven in Carnegie Music Hall, Pittsburg. The even-
ng audiences crowd the hall, nearly all the two
thousand seats being sold for the season, while the
afternoon concerts are well attended. The ex-
penses of the orchestra are guaranteed by a group
of public spirited men, to whom is due the earnest

osition in music the city of Plttsburi holds to-
ay. The conductor of the orchestra is Victor Her-
bert, whose art education, experience, ardent tem-
Keramem and wisely directed energy in the re-

earsal room, are qualities that his players in-
stinctively feel.

Manager Amberg will undertake the experiment
of giving opera performances at the Germania
Theatre at popular prices, beginning to-morrow
evening with “Il Trovatore,” Mr. Juliug Perotti
singing Manrico, and Mme. Moran-Olden, Azucena.
It is Mr. Amberg’'s purpose to give three operatic
performances a week.

Mr. Bispham's request recital will be given in
Mendelssohn Hall on Thursday evening, January
25. The programme for this recital will comprise
those songs most frequently asked for by the
public in response to a voting paper contalning
the names of some sixty songs from Mr. Bispham’'s
repertoire of ciassic and modern composers.

Mr. Paderewski and the Adamowsk! Quartet will
give a récital at Sherry’s on the afternoon of Tues-
day, January 23. A delightful programme has been
arranged. Mr, Paderewski will play once with the
Adamowskl Quartet and will also play solo num-
bers by Rubinstein, 8chumann, Chopin and Liszt,
Two subsequent recitals will be given in private
houses, at which Mme. Szumowska and Mr. Julian
Walker will be the soloists.

in the National competition of 1890, the first honors
being secured by the *“Cavalleria Rusticana' of
Mascagni. “Cabrilia” was soon afterward per-
formed in Rome, where it scored a great, although
a not striking, success. During the period of his
career Spinelli’s interest was awakened in a phase
of existence before unknown to him, that lived by
the lowest classes of Neapolitans, the sallors,
smugglers and fishermen of the distriets surroynd-
ing the quays of the Bay of Naples. Spinelli con-
ceived the plan of writing an opera based upon his
observations of these types. When he discovered
that they had al dy proved an {inspiration for
Goffredo Cognetti's “Scenes from Neapelitan Life,”
he decided to car-v out his idea, and secured Eu-
gene Checchi to supply the lyric version. The im-
mediate trilumph won by At the Lower Harbor”
on the occasion of its first production in Germany
some four yea ago caused some of the musical
revicwers to k Spinelli higher than his former
competitor, Mascagni, and Leoncavello and Puccini
well. The opera was unanimously acknowl-
edged to be a vivid tone picture of the tragic side
of lowly Italian life, which in truthfulness of ex-
pression and brilliant cploring surpassed any
modern composition.
