As the managers looked down on this great ﬂ~&
sembilage of intelligent and thoughtful women, afn
remembered what it meant of help and comfort for
the gick and suffering—as they realized that such a
company of trained women could be gathered to-
gether in most of the large cities of the United
States, fewer in number, but strong in the‘enrnen
purpose of their lives, their thought was, “This 13
the Lord’s doing, and it is marvellous in our eyes.

With the muitiplication of training schools
throughout the country, there seemed danger that
the ranks of the profession of nursing would be
overcrowded, but during the war with Spain the
services of our graduates were constantly demand-
ed in military and naval hospitals, and that de-
mand sti!l continues. Five of our graduates are
doing good work in the military hospitals in Manila,
&nd several are in Puerto Rico and Cuba. e of
our aduates, Miss O'Donald. had the honor of
establishing the first training school for nurses in
Cuba, in the Hospital of Our Lady of Mercies. Her
pupils are Spanish Sisters and some Cuban young
women. She writes that she is much interested in
her new responsibilities. TUntil she acquires the
Spanish language she has a Cuban boy, who speaks
English, te interpret for her.

Two of our graduates are in South Africa. One
has charge of the nurses who went out with the
Canadian regiment, and one is on the Maine.

Last year's graduating class had in the preceding
winter forty-one pupils enrolled, but eleven were
found unsuitable for the work during the months
of probation; three were dropped during the first
year, and five during the second year, four for
cause and one because she was not equal to the
duties and responsibilities of her position.

Forty-five entered the school for the class of 1900;
thirteen left during the months of probation, and
five were dropped during the year, leaving twenty-
seven to graduate. These s ce show that care-
ful selection 1s always necessary among those who
seek to fit themselves for the duties of a nurse.

The managers wish to impress applicants with
the importance of an absolutely honest certificate
of health. No one with a tendency to consumption,
rheumatism. nervous troubles or flatfoot shoula at-
tempt to enter Bellevue Hospital.

Courses of study and lectures a2re the same as
last year. The senior nurses have two classes of
instruction and one lecture a week. The junior
nurses have two classes of instruction and one
lesson In cooking for the sick every week. Six
lectures have heen given by Dr. Carlisle, on “Dis-
eases”: Dr. Garmony, on “Surgery and Emergen-
cles”; Dr. Robert Wyile, on “Obstetrics”; Dr. Pul-
ley, on “Fluids of the Body and Bacteriology,”
and Mi<s Bannister, on “Massage.” Special train-
iIng has been given in the care of the insane. The
cooking Jessons have been givea weekly at the
New-York Cocking School.

There were 698 calls for private nurses during the
year. here were thirty applications to fill posi-
tlons in hospitals as superintendents or as head
gurs\'-s. of which the school was able to supply six-
een,

During the last year thirteen of the graduates
have married and three have died.

PHILIPPINE OOMMISSION REPORT.

POLITICAL CONDITION AND RESOURCES OF
THE ISLANDS TREATED AT
GREAT LENGTH.

Washington, Jan. 16.—The Phillppine Commission
to-day completed Its report and sent it to the Pub-
lic Printer. Proofs of the first section are expect-
ed to-morrow, and it is probable that the first vol-
ume at least can be laid before Congress within a
week. It is regarded by the Commission as desira-
ble that this material be submitted at the earliest
possible moment.

The report is voluminous, and is arranged in an
orderly fashion that will make it particularly val-
uable for reference. It will be divided into several
volumes, and one interesting feature will be a
splendid atias of the Philippine Archipelago espe-
cially prepared for the Commission by the Jesults,
This has been turned over to the Goast and Geo-
detic Survey for reproduction.

The first volume, which is to be brought out im-
mediately, is devoted entirely to the political is-
sues Involved in the acquisition of the Philippines.
It gives the Insiructions of the President to the
Commission, and describes the operations of the
Commission under those instructions. Then follow
chapters on various subjects—Government, cur
rency, the Chinese question, naval requisites, ete.
Of these subjects the one treated at by far the
greatest length is that of government, and that
section of the work with its exhibits will occupy
from one-half to two-thirds of the volume. It de-
scribes the government under three heads—first,
that existing in Spanish times; second, the reforms
desired by competent Filipinos under that system;
third, the plan of government suggested by the
Commissloners on the basis of their experience.

The second volume will be devoted to the re-
sources of the island, and these are sufficiently im-
portant and numerous to occupy a full volume.
Other volumes will follow, containing the great
mass of testimony taken by the Commission in
pursuance of the President's instructions. Alto-
gether, the Commission feels that it has covered
the ground with great thoroughness, and as ite in-
formation has come from all sources, the facts
given in the report cannot be controverted.

ANDREW CARNEGIE DENIES A REPORT.

SAYS HE DID NOT PAY CABLE TOLLS ON
SENATOR HOAR'S SPEECH.

The recent statement by John Barrett, formerly
United States Minister to Siam, that the speech of
Senator George F. Hoar, of Massachusetts, sent by
cable to the Philippines, was the cause of the up-
rising of the natives there and the present war,
was followed yesterday by the report that Andrew
Carnegie had paid the cable tolis in order that the
speech might be sent to the Philippines. These
tolis, it was said, amounted to about $4,000.

When Mr. Carnegie was seen at his home, No. 5
West Fifty-first-st., vesterday he said that he had
not paid the cable tolls on the speech in question.
““There 1= no need,” he added, “for Senator Hoar's
speech to reach the Philippines. Where it should
reach, however, is the American people, and 1
woduld contribute something to accomplish that
end.”

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OBITUARY. TO CONTINUE MAZET'S WORK.

JUDGE JAMES PHELPS.

Essex, Corn., Jan. 18.—Judge James Phelps, for
many years prominent in State and National af-
fairs, died suddenly at his home here during the
night. Heart disease was the cause of death. He
was seventy-eight years of age.

Judge James Phelps was born in Colebrook,
Conn,, January 12, 1822. He was elected to the
State rgislature in 1853 and re-elected in 184

and 1836, In 1858 and 1859 he served in the State
Senate. He was appoipted Judge of the Superior
Court in 1863, resigning fen years later to accept an
appointment as Justice of the Supreme Court. In
the spring of 1875 Judge Paelps resigned from his
seat on the Supreme Court bench, and was elected
to Congress, serving continuously in the XLVth,
XLVIth and XLVIIth Congresses.

DAVID P. BARNES.

David P. Barnes, one of the best known char-
acters in Westchester County, died at his home, in
Harrison, yesterday, seventy-seven years old. For
fifty years he was a resident of White Plains. * Be-
fore the advent of the Harlem Railroad Mr. Barnes
drove the mall and passenger coaches of the Red
Bird Line from Danbury to New-York, and when
the Hariem Railroad extended as far north as
Fordham and subsequently to Willilamsbridge he
drove from White Plains to those places with pas-
sengers and mail.

BILL AUTHORIZING ANOTHER SPECTAL
COMMISSION TO EXAMINE LOCAL
GOVERNMENT.

Albany, Jan. 16 (Special).—Among the bills intro-

duced in the Assembly this morning none, per-
haps, awakened such interest among the New-

York delegation as the measure recommending an-
other commission to inquire into the local govern-
ment of New-York City. The bill in effect re-
establishes the work laid down by the Mazet Com-
mittee. It authorizes the Governor to appoint a
commission o eleven persons, who spall examine
into the local government of the city and on or
before January 15, 190, shall submit a report to
the Legislature At this time It also becomes the
duty of the commission to submit such bill or bills
as may be deemed necessary to revise the city’s
charter.

Counsel is to be employed, and such other per-
sons as are necessary for the performance of the
w'ork. their compensation being fixed by the com-
mission.

This commission shall also have the power to
subpeena and to require the attendance of wit-
nessés, and it may compel the production before
it of any public record or document of said city
or any of its offices or departments. It may ad-
minister oaths and examine thereunder any person
touching the subject matter hereby committed to
its charge. According to the bill this commission
shall possess all the powers conferred by the Legis-
lative law upon a committee of the Legislature or
