RESOLUTION OF THE STATE BAR AS-
SOCIATION—MR. LARREMORE
ON “CONTEMPT.”

Albany, Jan. 17.—The New-York State Bar As-
soclation at its meeting to-day adopted a resolu-
tion that the Legislature be required to provide for
thmphthndtheworlofmlduthesm.
and for full examination and proper action as to
the revision of the code of procedure by a commis-
slon teo be selected by the Governor, the members
to serve without compensation. Tt is recommended
that no action be taken with reference to code re-
vision until the subject can be fully examined and
proper recommendations be made by the commis-
sion so.appeinted.

it was also decided that the Law Reform Com-
mittee should select a sub-committee of five of its
members, of which the chairman of the Law Re-
¢orm Committee should be chairman, to represent
and act for the association In this connection.

The discussion of these questions brought out
the fact that for the last two or three years the
Legisiature has taken no action on any bills pre-
sented by the Revision Commission, and that the
amount appropriated for several years past has
been $22,000.

The association devoted this afternoon to the
consideration of a resolution presented by Tracy
C. Becker, of Buffalo, declaring that the Bar As-
sociation approved of the general scope and pur-
pose of the bill pending in Congress for the
division of the Federal District of Northern New-
York and the creation of a new district of the
parts divided, and asking Congress to pass either
the bill under consideration or a similar measure.
The resolution was warmly debated and was finally
adopted.

The following Committee on the Northern Dis-
trict of New-York was appointed: Tracy C. Becker,
of Buffalo; Charles H. Brown, of Belmont, and
Albert H. Harris, of Rochester.

MR. LARREMORE'S ADDRESS.

Wilbur Larremore, Editor of “The New-York Law
Journal,” read one of the most interesting papers
wof the session on “Constitutional Regulation of Con-
tempt of Court.”

The paper was a plea for the regulation of con-
tempt of court by comstitutional provision. Atten-
tion was called to the fact that the power to en-
force its mandates by conempt proceedings is es-
sential to the very existence of a court. The high-
est courts of many Stated have directly refused to
permit legislative bodies to modify or interfere with
their inherent jurisdiction in this respect. The

tional position, having in the case of the people ex
rel. Munsell agt. Court of Over and Terminer (101
N. Y. 245), recognized the right of the Legislature
to codify the law of contempt and held that the
courts may not exercise any contempt jurisdiction
cutside ¢f that conferred by the statutes. It was

argued that such acquiescence in the legislative as- |

sumption of power logically involved concession of
the right to take away the courts’ power to commit
for contempt entirely, or, at least, to so substan-
tially curtall it, that the courts’ indepéndent author-
ity as & co-ordinate department of the Government
would be lost.
evinced proper self-assertion, it is desirable to have
the matter expressly set right in the constitutions
in order to avoid unseemly friction between the
legislative and judicial departments. In New-York
& constitutional provision is particularly required
in order 1o set the courts on their proper legs. The
rule is quite well settled that legislative bodles do
have power to prescribe the contempt powers of
courts that are created by legislative act and not
directly by conmstitution. It was contended that
there should be a constitutional regulation secur-
ing even to courts of inferior jurisdiction created
by statute the ordinary contempt powers when act-
ing within their jurisdiction.

suspension of the writ of habeas corpus. If a
Governor may pardon, In his discretion, he has the
power to nullify judical acts, and thus the inde-
pendence and co-ordinate character of the Judiciary
wouid be sacrificed. The case of Thomas J. Welch
was referred to, In which Governor Hill, of the
State of New-York, in 181 pardoned a member of
the Board of County Canvassers of Onondaga
County who had been itted for pt for
disobedience of a judicial order relative to the can-
vass of votes for State Senator.

The position was generally taken that the pres-
ervition of the inherent power of the judiclary te
commit for contempt is absolutely essential for the
uphoiding of the judiciary as a separate depart-
ment of the Government, according to the ideal of
American lew, and that coastitutions are the ap-
propriate place for codifying and regulating the
law of contempt, as this furction is a vital one
concerning the essential framework of the State.

Thus, while the original holder receives
in the te the same dividends as before, his
principal increases in value. The same law holds

The manner of fixing the value of good will has
become of vast importance to the people trading in
corporate securities, and finally to the public at
large, ®0 far as it affects indirectly their economic
condition, and. to my mind, the issuance of stock
for good will to the extent it has been done of late
has indirectly been the cause of much of the popu-
lar clamor against the trusts.

TWO FALL DEAD IN CHURCH.

ONE MAN EXPIRES AT A PRAYER MEET-
ING, ANOTHER EXPIRES ON
THE THRESHOLD.

The regular Wednesday night meeting of the
Scandinavians in the Mariners’ Church, Madison
and Catharine sts., was interrupted last night
by the death among them of a man who had
judt been relating his conversion.

THE MARQUIS OF LOTHIAN.

London, Jan. 17.—The Marquis of Lothian, former
Keeper of the Great Seal of Scotland, is dead.

Schomberg Henry Kerr, Marquis of Lothian, was
born on December 2, 1833. He was the second son
of the seventh Marquis, and succeeded his brother

in 1870. He was educated at Eton and at New Col-
lege, Oxford. He was on Sir James Outram’s staff
in Persia in 1857, entered the diplomatic s=ervice
and was Second Becretary of Legation at Frank-
fort in 1862; he held the same rank at Vienna in
1865. Lord Lothian was Secretary for Scotland and
Lord Keeper of the Privy Seal of Scotland since
1574. He was vice-president of the Council of Edu-
cation for Seotland during 1882-'92, and Lord Rec-
tor of Edinburgh University 1387-'88. He was
president of the Society of Antiquaries of Scotland
and of the Geographical Society of Scotland. He
received the honorary degree of LL. D. from Edin-
burgh University in 1882.

WITH THE EAST SIDE POOR.

GOOD WORK THAT THE DIET KITCHEN
ASSOCIATION DOES IN FEED-
ING THE SICK.

The twenty-seventh annual meeting of the New-
York Diet Kitchen Association was held yesterday
afternoon at the assembly hall in the United Chari-
ties Building, Twenty-second-st. and Fourth-ave.
Hamilton W. Mabie presided. The object of the
association is the furnishing of nourishing food to
the sick poor, and four kitchens are maintained for
this purpose. The president, Mrs. Henry Villard,
was unable to attend owing to illness, but her an-
nual report was read by Oswald G. Villard. She re-
gretted that the association was often taken for a
cooking In the year 1889 111,945 quarts of
milk we: sirfbuted, at a cost of $4,%07 32, the total
expenses of the association being $7,536 91.

Dr. Annie S. Daniel, outdoor visiting physician of
the New-York Infirmary for Women and Children,
told some of her experiences among the sick poer.
There were 39 families on the infirmary !ist last
vear, whose average income was $435 a family.
Ordinarily a family lived in a two room apart-
ment, or, rather, two or more familles iived in
such a place, the usual rent being $1 a month.
There were 1,133 workers in these families, but only
123 were classified as skilled workers. Dr. Daniel
added:

In one case I found five familles living in one
apartment. Some of the Jewish women tell me
they can keep a lodger and give him two meals a
day at $3 a month, and make money. The meals
are simply bread and tea. Often some kind of
manufacturing goes on in these piaces, too. I re-
cently saw a woman who held in her lap a ten-
months-old child that had pneumonia, and with one
foot she rocked a cradle that contained a child suf-
fering from measles. And all the time that mother
was working on the everlasting button holes. I re-
cently told one woman she must clean up her room,
and when I called the next day I upbraided her for
not doing it. She said she had not been able to get
moee than four hours’ sleep a night for three
weeks, and she asked me rather savagely If I
would serub the floors if I had to work that hard.
I confessed that 1 would not. These sweatshops
are undisturbed by the new factory law, which, if
it were enforced, would absolutely prevent tene-
ment house manufacturing. There are, however,
only fifty Inspectors for the whole State. You
might not belleve it, but I recently ran across a
case where a woman could not spare the labor of a
child only three years old. Some children at that
age are actually useful in fixing trimmings on
women's dresses.

Dr. Daniel gave an account of some East Side
superstitions, principally one that a corpse must be
driven all around the block and back to the door,
or else the soul will not be separated from the
body and there will be some hitch at the resurrec-
tion. She also sald that one of the growing evils
in that secticn is the policy shop, generally in the
back part of a tenement house, tempting women to
squander their hard earned money. She especially
praised the Diet Kitchen Assoclation for not at-
tempting to solve that impossible problem, *“Is she
worthy?”’ but simpiy asking, ‘“Is she poor and
sick?"*

The Rev. Dr. W. 8. Rainsford, who came in late,
made the mistake that Mrs. Villard in her report
had deprecated,. for he seemed to think that the
assoclation ran a cooking school for the poor. He
denounced the "“infernal frying pan,” which, he
declared, is the greatest enemy to civilization in the
United States.

Dr. A. Jacobi, who followed. confined himself
more strictly to the subject. He heartily praised
the work already done by the association, but he
sald it should do still more, adding:

Tt is not enough to give a double portion of milk
on Saturdays. The poor do not have refrigerators.
And the amount which is given, a quart a day, is
only enough for an infant. And you should have a
greater variety of food in your stores. Food can-
not be digested without salt, yet the person whom
vou help may not have one cent to buy salt. You
should have tea and coffee and sugar. They are
not luxuries, but necessities. Many a poor waif
has been restored by them. Of course, you will
need more money—ask for it. There are peopie
dying eof starvation in this ecity of riches. Your

mission fleld, your China, your Luzon, is right
here. Appeal to the public and you will get the
money. There is a solidarity to-day that should

prevent despair as to the future of the country or
of mankind.

PERVERSE ALDERMEN REFER FPETITION FOR
TAX TO SUPPORT IT TO COMMITTEE

ON CEMETERIES.

Loutsville, Ky., Jan. 17 (Special).—A perverse ma-

HOW FOES MAY DOG THE DOGS.

The dogs of this State are likely to find that their
own barks are worse than their bites. An oppres-
sive Dbill against them has been introduced at Al-
bany, and the very pufpose of the law seems to be
to deny a hearing to the dogs. - It threatens to de-
prive them of life and of the pursuit of happiness
For barking seems to be one of the notions of
happiness of the average dog. The proposed law
is thus probably unconstitutional, but that canpot
be determined till some dog makes a test case. It
will make vengeance against a dog easy, #f it
proves able to stand.

I? a dog barks and disturbs anybody, that any-
body can go to a Magistrate and tell him of it and
pay a dollar, and then, if the Magistrate belleves
him, he can get the dog killed by paying another
dollar. It seems a hard law—a Draconian law.
What is to become of the famous dog waltches, if
a dog who happens to be on watch and sees some-
thing wrong is threatened with death if he gives
an alarm? This law will make more feuds among
the dwellers in the country districts than the lay-
ing out of forty graveyards.

And it will be useless in New-York City. Here, If
a dog troubles you, you go to the Board of Health
and complain, and the dog is thereupon shut up as
a nuisance. And it doesn't cost a single farthing,
except for car fares or a postage stamp.
