MUSTLEAVEBATTERY PARK

PRESIDENT CLAUSEN CONFERS WITH
MR SKITT ABOUT MOVING THE
ELEVATED ROAD.

A conference was held yesterday in the offices
of President Clausen by several representatives of
the Manhattan Elevated Railroad and of the Park
Department. Those present were Vice-President
Skitt, of Manhattan; De Lancey Nicoll, of counsel
for the road, and W. H. Pegran, chief engineer of
the railroad; President Clausen, Secretary Holly,
John 8 De Wolf, the landscape architect, and N.
Jonsson Rose, the landscape gardener for the
Park Department.

Two weeks ago the landscape features of the pro-
posed new plans for Battery Park were referred to
Mr De Wolf and Mr. Rose for an opinion, and
yesterday they reported unfavora.ly on the present
route as proposed. De Lancey Nicoll said that the
present line was fixed as a result of a report of
Frederick Law Olmstead, the landscape architect
of the Parks, on January 7, 187 Mr. Nicoll said
that the report was made on g basis of comparison
of all routes proposed, includifig that of the State-
st. route and just before the structure was bulit.

President Clausen denied this and said that the
report of Mr. Olmstead was only for the present
route and had nothing to do with the other routes.
He continued by saying: -
The Park Department takes the ground that the
elevated road must ger out of Battery Park; this can
be dome from an engineering standpoint; from a
landscape standpoint it ought to be done. and now
from an operating standpoint we will give it an
understanding. A modcincation of the dlae-si.
route is absciutely necessary.

The representatives of theiwo bodies, after much
discussion. agreed to prepare plans which will give
necessary modifications of the State-st. route and
will obviate the existing difficulties. Heretofore the
engineers and architects have considered the plans
impossible, and now it is agreed to submit some
plan that wiil be possible. The privileges of the
railroad have not been revoked in Battery Park.

N. Jonsson Rose, ian pe gardener of the Park
Department, reported t the plan of screening
the presemt structure of the rallroad company with
shrubbery and trees was not practicable and could
not he carried out. John 8. De Wolf, the landscape
ar-hitect of the Department, reported that he could
find no justifiable reason for allowing the elevated
road to remain in Battery Park. i

De Lancey Nicoll charged that President Clausen
was trying to upset the plans formuiated in 1876,
when Mr Olmstéad made a report to the Park
Poard Mr. Clausen had the report of Mr. Olmstead
and read a paragraph in which he said: ““There is
nothing in commor between the pr T influences
of the Battery—that is to say, of turf, trees, birds,
sea breeges and the broad seaward prospect—and
that by which a man would be most affected while
walking between four quivering plers while trains
of cars were passing over him.”

THE VICTIM, IN
WORK AT A STOVE.

A LIGHT WRAPPER, WAS AT

Mrs. Theresa Goodman, thirty-five vears old, of
No. 42 Chestnut-st.,, East New-York, was burned
to death yesterday morning as the result of acci-
dentally raking a live coal from the kitchen fire.

With frenzied shrieks Mrs. Goodman ran into the
street, where Charles Bickel, a neighbor, saw tne
flames destro¥ the wrapper and the woman sink
unconscious to the ground before he was able to
reach her, While an ambulance surgeon was
taking the Injured woman to the hospital she died.

Firemen put out the flames in the house before
much damage had been done. Three children who
had been asleep upstairs woke up to find that their
mother was dead.

ATTITUDE OF THE SOUTH.

EX-GOVERNOR M CORKLE ADDRESSES

We are governed here by what is known in New-
Jersey as a Commission. We have five members,
one from each ward. We are elected for three
years and serve without pay, and in my opinion we
have the cheapest and best government a people
can have.

We have about twenty-five miles of macadamized
streets and about fifty miles of flagstone sidewalks,
about fifteen miles of sewers, consisting of both
brick and pipe, running in all directions through
gm town, and with five outlets into the Hackensack |

Our population is about ten thousand and is rapid- |
ly growing. We have an assessed valuation of be-
tween 35,000,000 and 36,002,000, and a debt of less than
$ per cent, of which the properiy lying along the
line of improvement will pay abou: half, leaving |
the amount the town at large will have to pay |
less than 2%, per cent on the assessment.

We have a Volunteer Fire Department of which
we are fustly proud, with two steamers and two
modern hook and ladder trucks; also five hose car-
riages, with thousands of feet of a0se. Two of gur
firenouses are fitted up with stables, one for six |
horses and the other for five. We are equipped with |
a2 fire alarm system, with gongs In the houses, so |
that our apparatus can get out about as quickly
as in large cities. We have 133 fire hydrants, with i

President Van Duyne was of the
opinion that the percentage pian would saddle u'-S‘on
the city a cost greater than it could bear. r
Van Duyne moved that the bill be recommitted for
report to the Board at its regular meeting, and the
motion was adopted. The bill provides that the
municipality shall sustain only the cost of changes
in the streets.

Threey weeks ago the complainants se.cnnd an
order from Judge Gray restraining the North Jer-
sey Company from paying $00.00 due to the Con-
solidated Traction Company on the lease, and also
enjolning the traction company from paying out its
money as dividends to its stockholders. The money,
nowever, was paid before the
