TRUSTEE ENJOINED FROM ACTING.

HE 1S ACCUSED OF MISUSE OF A FUND INTRUST-

ED TO HIS CARE.

-An injunction was obtained yesterday by Sarah
Jane Quin, through ex-Corporation Counsel Me-
Donald, from Justice Marean, of the Supreme
Court, restraining Grahams Polley, her trustee,
from selling or disposing of any part of a fund of
$40,000 belonging to her, and now in possession of
the defendant as trustee. This money was inher-
ited by the plaintiff, who 1s the wife of William
T. Quin, from her father, and she alleges that
Grahams Polley has used part of the fund for his
own benefit.

1t is alleged by Mrs. Quin that on October 31, 1879,
when she was Miss Polley, she executed in favor
of Grahams Polley and David Polley, who has
since died, a trust deed of her share in her father’'s
fortune, the trustees to invest the amount and pay
the income over to her. The trustees after her
death were to pay it over to such persons as she
might desigrate to recelve it by her will. Before
David Polley died, she says, the trustees had
$10,000 belonging to her in their possession. She
alleges that, with the exception of $7,000, invested

in bond and mortgage, taken to the defendant as
trustee, the defendant has invested the trust fund
in bonds and mortgages, which are taken in his
{ndividual name, except as otherwise stated, “‘or
has converted and applied the trust fund and
estate to his own use, without any Investment of
the same whatever.”

1t is also alleged by the plaintiff that Grahams
Polley is of dissolute habits, is wasting his means
and also the funds and estate belonging to the
trust in dissipation and riotous living, and has
become insolvent or nearly so. She says that with-
in a few days payment was refused the check
sent .by the defendant to her for her interest and
income on the trust fund on presentation to the
bank. Mrs. Quin asks that Grahams Polley -be re-
moved as trustee, that he be compelled to account
and that a recelver of the fund be appointed.

finally inducing her to leave her home on No-
vember 11.

Ex-Reglster Hugh McLaughlin, the leader of
the Kings County Democracy, left Brooklyn yes-

He was accompanied by Mrs. McLaughlin and a
party consisting of ex-Fire Chief Thomas F.
Nevins, at whose home on the Indian River Mr.
McLaughlin stays; Mrs. Nevins, Frank Nevins,
Mr. and Mrs, Joseph Michaels, J. Quaid, Willlam
Henderson, Colonel Thomas A, Kerrigan, Miss
Kerrigan and Mrs. Reed, mother-in-law of James
Shevlin. Although well along in years, Mr. Mec-
Laughlin spends a great deal of his time in the
winter in hunting and fishing, and the outdoor life
seems to agree with him. He s also glad at these
times to throw off all the care and worry of his
political responsibilities, which now seem to wear
upon him.

About fifty of the political leaders and personal
friends of Mr. MclLaughlin were in the Pennsyl-
vania Railroad station at Jersey City to see him
oft. The party went away on the Flerida Special
at 12:45 o'clock.

“The Brooklyn Eagle'" vesterday afternoon print-
ed a remarkable interview which was given to one
of its reporters in the station just before the de-
parture of the train. It was in reference to the
letter sent by Isaac M. Kapper, counsel for Sen-
ator Michael J. Coffey, to ‘‘Boss” McLaughlin, ask-
ing the latter to be present at ‘he session of the
Coffey trial on Friday night, and in regard to the
developments of that session. Among other things
Mr. McLaughlin is quoted as saying:

“What authority has Mr. Kapper to write to me,
I should like to know? His actlon is that of a
loafer and a blackguard. Anybody can send you a
letter. It was only a letter. Only a blackguard
would send a letter in that way.'

When Mr. McLaughlin was asked if it were true,
as stated by Mr. Kapper at the trial on Friday
night, that he (McLaughlin) was compelled to
summon Senator Coffey to his assistance in order
to get a proper recognition for Brooklyn on the
municipal ticket in 187, the ‘‘boss” is quoted as
replying:

“What authority has he for saying that?”

“Mr. Kapper says it did not come from Senator
Coffey, but from another source,” the reporter said.

“Well, then, he lies,’”” responded Mr. McLaughlin,

When pressed to reply definitely to the statement
that Senator Coffey went to Croker at McLaugh-
lin's request the latter replied in his usual evasive
way: .

“I might say that I see an eagle flying up there
over my head, but if it wasn't there what would
my statement amount to? [ am an old man. I
have not had much to do with politics for two or
three years—ho, not in four or five years, for that
matter. When one gets as old as I he doesn’'t want
the excitement of politics.

‘“People say things that I do not care to deny. I
am an old man now, and I want to keep out of
strife. 1 have lived to serve my day and genera-
tion as best I could. My only desire now is for
peace and qulet.”

The published interview caused a great deal of
talk in Brooklyn last night, as the veteran ‘‘boss™
is known as a taciturn man, whom it is almost an
impossibility to draw out for publication. His
friends belleve that the letter of Mr. Kapper and
the methods which the latter has used in defending
Senator Coffey have irritated McLaughlin beyond
bounds.

Dear Sir: Senator Coffey has observed the pub-
lished statement in one of the dally papers this
past week wherein you are quoted as saying that
he had better not cause you to be summoned before
the committee now engaged in investigating
charges of party disloyalty against him, as it
would not be “healthy’ for him if he did so.

As you are about to leave the city, and as Sen-
ator Coffey's counsel have, in the brief time allow-
able, been unable to communicate with Mr, Ma-
gulre, chairman of the committee, for the purpose
of having you officially invited before the commit-
tee, SBenator Coffey directs me to now invite you
before the committee at its session to be held this
evening in the Thomas Jefferson Building at 8
o'clock, where you will undoubtedly be afforded a
courteous hearing and, in so far as Senator Coffey
can demand it, & full opportunity to state the mat-
ters regarding him, the publleity of which would
not be “healthy” or otherwise for him.

WOMAN'S CHRISTIAN TEMPERANCE UNION ASKS

FOR SPECIAL DEPUTY SHERIFFS.

The Woman's Christlan Temperance Union has
asked Sheriff Waiton for assistance in a movement
which has the snpport of several churches of
Brooklyn for the suppression of evil and eriminal
practices among children.
