TO MAKE AIR LINE ROUTE FROM PITTSBURG TO

CHICAGO SHORTER THAN* FORT WAYNE.

Plttsburg, Jan. 21.—"The Commercial Gazette"
will say to-morrow that the VanderKlt Interests

have a plan, practically certain of consummation.
which, by building about fifty miles of new road,

is to provide the greatest trunk line in existence

between Pittsburgh and Chicago. It will be nearly

h dozen miles shorter than the present shortest
line, the Fort Wayne, which If 465 miles long.

This i« planned to be worked out by the cutting
up of the Lake Erie and Western, recently acquired
toy the VanderbiltK. to form divisions of the Pitts-
burg and Lake Krle and the I>ake Shore. Instead
of the present freight route by way of Ashtabula,

Ohio. Involving what amounts to almost a right_
angled triangle In Its course, or by way of Cleve-
lund. involving another had angle, the u«e nf a sec-

f thf Lake Krie and Western and the build-
ingof two connp<-tlriE: link* with the PHtpburg and
Lake Erie nnd the Uike Shore are to provide the
new trunk line whkh willbe almost an air line.

The plan is to build a link from Youngstown tr>
AVron. thus connecting the Pittsburg and Lake
frip with thp Lake Rri* and Western: thrn to use
t v <- Lake. Erie and Western trarks to Spencer, then
to huild a short connecting link across to the South-
ern Division of th" Lak* Shore, use this division to
Toledo and the L?kr- Shore main line from this
point to Chicago. The combined distances will be
iN-.ut 45S milee.

LOCOMOTIVES FOR A FRENCH RAILROAD.
Philadelphia. Jan. 21.—The Baldwin Locomotive

Works has obtained another large order for en-
gines from France. The order, which is for thirty
large ten wheeled passenger engines, Is from the
Paris and Orleans Railway, and is the first order
for locomotives ever placed oy the company with
an American firm. In design and manner of con-
struction these engines will differ.little from the
ten' wheeled passenger engines built by the Bald-
wins for American railways. They willbe heavier
than any at present in use on the Paris and Or-
leans Railway, showing that French railway offi-
cials are awakening to the importance of heavier
motive power and heavier equipment. The engines
are to be shipped by August L The Baldwins have
just shipped five locomotives to the Great Centra!
Railway of England and five to the Gr«-at North-
ern. They are also about to deliver fifteen large
passenger engines for the Pennsylvania Rallway'd
Western lines.
