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BICYCLE SHOW

A SUCCESSFUL EXHIBITION—AUTOMO-
BILE SHOWS PLANNED FOR.

The Blcycle Show at Madison Square Garden was
brought to a close last night with all the pomp and
ceremony that such a successful exhibition de-
served. The management has been excellent
throughout, and riders, dealers:and manufacturers
are more than satisfied with the outcome. That
the show will now be a vearly Institution seems
to be assured, but it is doubtful if motor cars and
automobiles will be a part of the annual exhibit
hereafter. The show this year was conducted by
the National Cycle Exhibition Company, of which
Frank W. Sanger is the president. While it Is
impossible to estimate the profits of the exhibition,
the general opinion among manufacturers is that
they are considerable.

It was estimated last night that the actual pald
attendance for the week was about seventy-three
thousand, which breaks all previous records, If one
excepts the wonderfully successful show of 1896, It
was sald that the expenses of the show were close
to $20,000, and that this amount would be returned
by the rental of the various spaces. There were
242 iplces rented at an average of $30 each. Many
of the visiting dealers and manufacturers left for
their homes last night, leaving the attendants and
clerks to pack and prepare the wheels and acces-
sories for shipment. An hour after the show had
closed most of the handsomely furnished booths
had been dismantied and by to-morrow evening few
wvestiges of one of the most successful industrial
exhibits ever held in this country will be left.

Automobile makers and enthusiasts are already
talking about having a special show for the horse-
less carriage. Arrangements are being made for
an automobile show to be held in Philadelphia In
May, and there is a chance that an exhibition may
be held in the Garden the last week In May. Dates
own be secured for that time, but not before then.
Jt was at first suggested that a show for auto-
mobiles should be held in October, and the publica-
tion of the news in The Tribune caused several
manufacturers to make immediate ‘nquiries for
space. At the show, when it i= held, whether in
the spring or fall, the floor of the Garden will be
taken up, and the exhibition will be given on
“Mother Earth.” Certain hours of the day will be
set aside for exhibition of the different vehicles,
and intending purchasers will be able to ride
about in the machines before buying There may
be some differences with the insurances companies,
as they object to automobiles of the gasolene
type being shown under power in a bullding. One
of the firms that exhibited automoblles at the
show last week had one of its machines stationed
outside the garden in the haads of a capable opera-
tor. When any one wished a practical demonstra-
tion of the virtues of the machine, an obliging
clerk conducted him out into Twenty-seventh-st.,
where he was allowed to take a ride through the
city streets.

The coaster brake attracted a large amount
of attention. The cushion frame did not get the
approbation it should, for the simple reason that
its merits are to be only proved by a trial. The
chainless, however, having been proved by vari-
ous exhibits in the show to be equal to any chain
wheel in wearing qualities, took a great stride in
public favor.

1 am ready to reiterate my assertion made before
the show that the coming season will be one of
the greatest in the history of cyeling. The displays
this year were as artistic as they could be made.
The endeavor was as usual to make the exhibition
of the internal makeup of the wheel as interesting
as possible, without in any way obscuring the main

AUTOMOBILES ON PARADE.

ENTHUSIASTS ON A RUN TO KINGSLAND
POINT.

LUNCHEON AT COUNTRY CLUB AND EN-
TERTAINMENT AT THE WALDORF-
ASTORIA IN THE EVENING.

The members of the Automobile Club of Amer-
ica arranged yesterday to have a day of pleasure
in their new horseless vehicles and to top off the
day with an entertainment at the clubrooms, in
the Waldorf-Astoria, last night. Though the
high winds of the early morning and the bitter
cold probably cauvsed several of the members to

still about a score or more members and their

hour of 10 o'clock vesterday morning, ready to
participate in the run to the club’s country home
at Kingsland Point.

EASTERN CHAMPIONSHIP RACES — NEWBURG

WHEELMEN'S SUCCESS.

Newburg, N. Y., Jan. 27 (Special).—The Eastern
champlonship skating races, which have been held
at Poughkeepsie for several years, were run off to-
day at Downing Park l.ake. The contests did not
seem to attract as many well known skaters as In
the last three years, but th2re were many in
nearly all the contests. About four thousand
persons were present.

The championship co1tests were to have been
held yesterday and to-day, but owing to the high
winds on Friday the programme was changed so
that all the races were run to-day. The New-
York skaters, with one exception, falled to appear.
McClave, who comes from New-York, and who has
won many champlonships, was missing.

At the time for the starting of the races sched-
uled to be run off in the morning the wind was
blowing hard and seemed to bother the contest-
ants conslderably. The ice was In good condition.
The attraction in the morning was the contests
which were to have been decided on Friday. Those
who faced the starting line In the afternoon had
more favorable weather conditions, the wind hav-
ing died down. It was thought that the boys who
came from Montreal would make a good showing,
but they did not carry off all the honors they ex-
pected. The Montreal skaters were James Drury,
B. Spooner and A. E. Pilkie. Drury, however, capt-
ured the 5% metre race, and in this contest Pilkie
finished second.

The novice race went o yvoung Leach, of Chester,
who In the afternoon showed better speed than
some of the older skaters, and finished third from
the 125 yard mark In
Thomas .arried off most of the honors of the day.
He won all the champlonships except the one in
which he fell and one other. Sager, his club mate,
won the 10,000 metre champlonship. All the races
seemed to be at the mercy of Thomas and Sager,
who paced each other from the start to the finish
in excellent style. In the contest which Sager
won Thomas neld a lead until about a hundred
vards from the finish. when Sager made a brililant
spurt and won by about two feet.

In the afternoon the 1,500, the 3,000 handicap and
the 5000 metre races were decided.

As the conditions of the 1,500-metre champlonship
were that the first three across the line in the
heats were to qualify in the finals, the heats were
not well contested. Thomas won the first heat,
and Drury, the Canadian, was third. In the sec-
ond heat the order as the boys crossed the finish-
ing line were F. 8. Gibb, Pilkie and Sager. The
final heat proved to be a struggle between Thomas
and Sager. As soon as the boys neared the last
mark Sager and Thomas sprang away from the
other contestants and Thomas won.

The next race was a handicap, and Thomas and
Sager were on scratch. This contest had many en-
tries, and the boys recelved from 10 to 125 yards
handicap. Leach, who had 125 yards handicap and
won the novice race, paced the bunch until
the last lap. Here Thomas and Sager drew abreast
of him, and the three raced not far apart until the
stretch. Then Thomas shot forward and won, with
Sager second and Leach third. It was only by good
skating that Leach finished among the prize win-

ners.
The last race of the day was the 5,000-metre eham-
gionnhlp, in which Thomas was first to finish, with
ager second and Gibb third. The three prize win-
ners were all members of the Newburg Wheelmen.

HOUSE IN AMSTERDAM-AVE.

A circus, described in the bills with four lines of
adjectives, beginning with “splendiferous” and
ending with ‘“‘mastodonic,” exhibited last evening
to guests at the West End Club, No. 444 Amster-
dam-ave. Although some of the pictures on the
posters were not quite reallzed in the rings, still
the crowd that filled all departments of the coun-
try circus made no complaints, unless upon the
abundance of side shows and freaks. which could
not be closely inspected in the time given.

Carlisle, Penn., Jan. (Spectal).—To-day Cum-
berland County, of which this city is the county
s eat, celebrated her sesquicentennial. In the mat-
ter of the age of the counties of Pennsylvania,
Cumberland stands sixth; Philadelphia, Bucks and
Clinton were founded In 1682, Lancaster in 1729,
- York in 1749, and Cumberland in 1750. The early
| settlers of this county were Scotch-Irish, with
about fifty families of Germans. They established
| themselves around the springs in which the county

abounds.

1 James Le Tart, a Frenchman, who acted as an
i Indlan Interpreter and also as a trader, was the

first white man to have an abode in what is now
Cumberland County. His cabin, near Carlisle, !s
said to have been burned by the Indians. He was
quickly followed by the Scotch-Irish, who settled
on lands to which the Indians' title had not been
fully extinguishad.

Cumberiand County, which was named after a
| maritime county in En;};,nd. was established by an
act passed January 27, 1750, separating it from f.an-
caster County. Many of thenamesof its early settlers
appear on the records of the Revolutionary War.
In the Whiskey Insurrection Washington made his
headquarters in Carlisle. The town was then the
rendezvous of the Pennsvivania and New-Jersey
troops, and he reviewed them here for over a weeRk.
