Mrs. Grace M. Brady, who had brooded over the
suicide of her husband, a young Wall Street broker,
who shot himself in the Lord's Court Baullding,
Willlam-st. and Exchange Place, Manhattan, last
October, was found asphyxiated in her room at
the home of her mother, No. 2! Lincoin Place,
yesterday morning. Four gas jets were turned on
Physiclans said that the young woman had been
dead for several hours.

She was twenty-three years old. In December,
1858, she was married to Frank M. Brady, son ef
James Brady, a merchant, living at No. 168 Lefferts
Place. The young man had been set up in the
brokerage business by his father. and, it §is said.

Th&s. money he lost in unprofitable ventures in
Wall Street and with theatrical companies. He
committed suicide when he learned tha: he had
no funds to pay a draft from a Boston house.

The voters of Jersey City voted yesterday on the
question whether the city should buy the $7.585.000
water plant or purchase water by the million gale
lons. There are about 35000 voters in the city, but
the poiling places were deserted. So small was the
vote at § o'clock, an hour before the polls closed,
that ¥t was estimated that the total vote would not
exceed 5000. Voting was more active during the
last hour, but the election officers were not over-
worked, .
