There was no opposition of any kind, but as
there was nobody present from the Corporation
Counsel's office decision was reserved. A favor-
able decision is expected on Friday.

DBB. M'QIFFERT AXD BROWX PLEASED.

About a month after the disaster, on April 13, a
will of Mlsa Morgan's was filed for probate In the
Surrogate's office, and Hattle Leland, the daugh-
ter of the late Warren Leland, the proprietor of
the Windsor, asked for the appointment of a
npecial guirdlan for Ina Leland Smith. Under the
terms of the will filed Miss Smith, who Is twelve
year* old, Inherits almost the entire estate left
by Miss Morgan, valued at $250,000*. The will di-
rects that Hattle Leland hold the estate In trust
for Ina Leland Smith until she shall arrive at her
majority, when she Is to receive the principal.

The contest to the probate of the will is brought
by Mrs. Fellows, the sister of the testatrix. She
asserts timt no proof has ever been adduced OS
the death of Miss Morgan, and that ahe does not
believe that her sister perished In the fire. Mm.
Fellows also asks to have the will set aside on
the other grounds. Mrs. Fellows says that
her sister frequently went away without tell-
ing her relatives, and took prolonged trips abroad.
Miss Morgan was a fine musician, and frequently
visited the musical centre? of Kurope.

James S. Greaves, Miss Morgan's attorney, iden-
tified the will.

"Where did Miss Morgan live?" was asked.
"At the Windsor Hotel."
"Have you seen or heard from her since tho

fire?"
"Xo;Ihave not."
Mr. Greaves paid that about the time of the fire

he had important business on hand In the intere.it
of Miss Morgan, but she had never called to see
about it. Asked what the business was. Mr.
Greaves replied that Miss Morgan owned a piece
of property in Nineteenth-st., which was mort-
gaged for JJO.OOO. Miss Morgan, he said, wanted the
rate of Interest reduced from 6 per cent per annum
to 4'i per cent.
Mr. (Irpaves said that Miss Morgan '-new that the

matter was 10 be settled about April1, 'hat she
had never come to his office in referent

.Mr. Greaves also admitted that he ha.i^ >* ad-
vertised for the missing wo-m.in. nor had he \islted
or Inquired at any of the institutions or asylums
for her; that he did not Inquire at any of the other
hotels or at the steamship offices; that he had
setn Mr. Leland at the Hotel Grenoble after the
tire and asked him Ifhe had seen Miss Morgan.
"I am afraid she was lost," was Mr. Leland's

reply.
Simeon Leland testified that he was on duty at

the desk of the Windsor on the day of the fire. He
said that between 2:13 and 2:30 o'clock Miss Mor-
gan came to him and got a check for $10 cashed.
That was the last he saw of her. He said that itwas 3:08 o'clock when a man rushed into the office
and said the hotel was on fire.

The witness said that Miss Morgan lived on the
sixth floor. "Ilooked at some of the bodies after
the fire," said Mr. Iceland, "but It was Impossible
to Identify them. They make seventeen graves In
Mount Kensico Cemetery-"

"There are seventeen people burled there who
perished in the fire?" asked Surrogate Thomas in
surprise.

"Oh. that Ican't say." replied Mr. Leland sadly.
"It was impossible to tell Just how many people
there were. There are seventeen graves, though."

Clara McKenna. a hairdresser, testified that on
the day of the tire she dressed Miss Morgan's hair
and finished about I:'_'O o'clock. She said MissMorgan told her she intended to leave the hotel
and rake apartments at Fourth-aye. and Klgh-
teenth-st. Miss McKerna said that previous to thetire she used to attend Miss Morgan almost dally,
but since the fire she had not seen her.

A number of witnesses corroborated the testimony
as to Miss Morgan's presence in the hotel a short
time previous to the fire. None of them have seenMi^s Morgan since.

Miss Morgan's real estate agent testified that she
han never hem to get the rents of her property
hir.ee March 17. the day of the t'.re. A clerk of the
banners' Lonn and Trust Company testified that
the last money Miss Morgan drew was the $10
check cashed by the hotel clerk Just before the fire.l>r Walter Carr told of having searched in the
various hospitals and the Morgue unsuccessfullyfor Mlsa Morgan. Irving Bell, a cousin of thetestatrix, also told of having searched fnr Miss

after the tire, but he could find no trace of
her. Mr. Bell said Miss Morgan and her sister hadnot be.'ii friendly for several years

OENERAT. MANAGER TO^-XSLET WANTS $200,000

FOR BREACH OF roNTRACT.

The trial of an action brought by Henry P.
Townsley against the Bankers' Life Insurance
Company was begun before Justice Scott and a
Jury in the Supreme Court yesterday. The plaintiff
seeks to recover $200,000 for breach of contract.

Townsley was formerly connected with the
Bankers" Clerks' Mutual Reserve Association,
which afterward became merged in the Bank-
ers' Life Insurance Company. He asserted that he
entered Into a contract with the new organization
by which he agreed to do a certain amount of
business for a prescribed period of years, r>r a
specified remuneration. He went to Kurope in
connection with the business, but a resolution was
subsequently passed by the directors by wh
contract was broken. Another contract was thenmade by which he was to be mado general man-ager of agencies at a salary for ten years ,
of general manager, as he had been before IvMarch, 1897, this contract was also abrogated on
the ground that he had sent out circulars to the.
stockholders in the company to be present at a
certain meeting to be held. This was held by thecompany to be unjustifiable on his part. The de-
fence is a general denial.

UNITED STATES GRAND JURY TAKES UP SUPER-

INTENDENT M'CULLAGH'S CHARGES.

The United States Grand Jury of this district yea-
terday took up the alleged naturalization frauds in
the Federal courts of this city. John McCullagh,
State Superintendent of Elections, who was chal-
lenged by Judge Thomas some time ago to produce
his proofs of the frauds which Just before last
election he said he had unearthed, yesterday con-
sulted with Assistant United States Attorneys Hall
and Houphton, who have charge of the Grand Jury.
Superintendent McCullagh said that although the
frauds did not rigrhtly come within his Jurisdiction,
he being a State official, still he intended to prove
that the professional bondsmen Indicted In Brook-
lyn also worked In the Federal naturalization courts
in Mpnhattan. He said that their names were
signed to the papers of more than one man al-tnougn Commissioners Lyman and Alexander have
6tated that they made tt a rule not to accept thesame witness twice. He said that the professional
witnesses, who made from $8 to $10 by putting aman through, had outwitted the Commissioners

He
sold out to Mr. Otto in April, 1899. The concern
had had no capital rating at "Braditreet's" for
five years previously. When Mr. Otto became pro-
prletor of the business it was understood In the
trade that he assumed nil tho liabilities of the old
concern, and It was currently reported that Mr.
Palllard woo indebted to Mr. Otto or his company
to a large amount, and that Mr. Otto took the busi-ness for the debt. Mr. Otto has been for a number
of years president of F. G. Otto & Sons' Corpora-
tion, manufacturers of music boxes and surgical
Instruments in Jersey City, where Mr. Otto lives.
ThiH business Is a!*o an old one, having been es-
tablished In UK.

ARGUMENTS INBEHALFOF PROPOSED NEW

DELAWARE AND KINGSTON RAILWAY.

The hearing on the application of the Delaware
Valley and Kingston Railway Company for per-
mission to construct a railroad from Lackawaxen
to tidewater at Kingston along the line of the old
Delaware and Hudson Canal, was continued yester-
day before the State Railroad Commissioners in the
Fifth Avenue Hotel. Edward Coykendall, general
superintendent of the Ulster and Delaware Rail-
road, was the first witness. He held that the con-
struction of tho new road would reduce the price of
coal at least 60 per cent a ton in Kingston and
nearly as much In all sections of Ulster and Sulli-
van counties. J. Graham Rose, superintendent of
the Delaware and Hudson Canal, testified that for
the last year the only remunerative traffic on the
canal has been for the twenty-eight miles between
Kingston and Ellenvllle. That section includes the
cement making district. .At Rondout. Eddyville
and Ellenville, important canal stations. Mr. Rose
said, dozens of stores that formerly depended on the
canalers for business are now closed. • The con-
struction and operation of the proposed railroad
from Lackawaxen would resurrect those villages
and give employment to every laborer In the sec-
tion.

George Christians, a sawmill and bluestone quarry
owner, of Barryville, was the next witness. He
testified that lack of transport facilities made Itim-
possible to carry on business at a profit. The con-
struction of a railroad along the line of the canal,
the witness said, would put Into the market the
product of twelve square miles of lumber country
and of a large section of bluestone quarries. With-
out railroads and with the canals closed Mr. Chris-
tians said all the nearby towns and villages in Sul-
livan County must be abandoned. David W. Bogart,
of Huguenot, Sullivan County, testified that the best
bluestone belt in the State of New-York lies Inthe
Barryvlllesection, and that it could be developed if
a railroad tapped the district. The big flagstone
that lies In front of the Vanderbllt house, in Fifth-
ave., was quarried at Barryville. Mr. Bogart pre-
sented to the Commission a petition, signed by
every resident of his section, asking that a permit
to build be granted to the Delaware Valley and
Kingston Railway Company. Andrew Paye, a lum-
ber, brick and cement dealer, of Pond Eady, Sulli-
van County, testified along the samo lines, and the
hearing was then adjourned until this morning.

The February letter of the Anthracite Coal Oper-
ators' Association says in part:

In the hearing for a charter for the Delawarevalley and Kingston Railroad the main question
before tho Railroad Commission of New-York is
whether the proposed railroad Is really necessary
for the accommodation and convenience of the peo-
ple of the State of New-York, and whether its con-
struction would be a public benefit in assisting in
the development of that portion of the Statethrough which it would pass.

The intention to convert this canal Into a railroad
is clearly and beyond question simply following the
march of modern improvements. For seventy-twoyears the canal has been an important means oftransportation from which freight traffic has beengradually withdrawn by railroad competition. Con-sequently the construction of a railroad over thisroute is but a change in motive power to meet thiscompetition.

A direct and inestimable benefit, the result of
which willbe far reaching, will be that of reducing
the selling price of the most essential of all prod-
ucts-coal. This will equally affect both the supply
for domestic purposes and for manufacturing. Toaccomplish this result the proposed railroad has al-ready entered into contracts for the shipment ofanthracite, mined by Individual operators, estimatedat i.500,000 tons, at freight rates which, assuming
a tide price of $4 per lon, as has been, would be
12% per cent under the rates hitherto charged.Further, these contracts provide for an evengreater reduction in the freight charge on the
smaller sizes of anthracite used for steam making
purposes. Th« total difference is estimated at as
much as 30 cents per ton on the average prod-
uct and besides there will be the reduction in thefinal selling price, which, according to the well
known Jaws of commerce, must always result fromop- competition.

Oeorge A.Lamb, counsel for certain minority
stockholders of the Consolidated Gas Company,
said yesterday that he would take an adjournment
of the action brought by him against the trustees,

which is on the calendar of the Supreme Court for
to-day, nnd that he might take no further steps
in the matter until the stockholders' meeting on
March 9; and if the result of that meeting should
be satisfactory to his clients he might then dis-
continue the action altogether. Mr. L.aml> said
two or three days ago, It willbe remembered, that
the circular issued last week by the ConpOi'ldated
Gas Company, in which the terms on which the
New-York O-as and Klectrlc L<lght. Keat and
Power Company had been taken over w«re set
forth, gave most of the Information which his
clients sought at the annual meeting; and that in
view of that fact he thought It improbable that
his clients would wish to take any further pro-
ceedings toward having the recent election of
trustees of the Consolidated set aside.

The ptrencth of Consolidated Gas shares yester-
day lent color to the report that an important an-
nouncement concerning that company's relations
with the Standard company may soon be locked
for. With every passing day opinion grows strong-
er that the Consolidated company will absorb the
Standard company. Consolidated stock made, a
Jump of more than two points on moderate trans-
actions yesterday, but closed without material ad-
vance from Saturday'a closing quotation.
