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TIRON TR’ADE DEADLOCK.

BUTING MOVEMENT CFASES, BUT THE
DROP IN PRICES IS NOT IN
PROPORTION.

The iron trade presents one or two unusual feat-
yres—unusual in themselves and peculiiar in that
they appear to be in direct conmfiict with well
known and acknowledged facts. For two months
or thereabouts—that is to say, from December 15 to
the present—a species of deadlock has existed be-
tween buver and seMer. and this during a period
of almost unéxampied prosperity. The beginning
of the year is alwa¥s a signal for a let up, even in
times that are dull, and this year has been no ex-
ception to the rale. It is generally expected—and
the expectation Is usually realized—that prices
shall fall 2 litte at this season, and so it has been
this time; a fall from $24 a ton, which is the cur-
rent price of No. 1 foundry fron in this city to-day,
is very different, however, from a deciine from $10
s ton, at which the same material sold in 1897, Yet
so strong has been the situation in all lines re-
lating to iron and steel that the decline from cur-
rent hikh prices in November last to the rate
quoted above has been only about $150 a ton. It is
difficuit, if not practically impossible, to give the
exeel amount of the fall, since high water mark in
November last meant a variety of rates, all Qe-
pending upon the degree of the buver's needs.

Sirong as the market is, however, the buying
movement has practically ceased, and nearly all
the furnaces &re running on orders given in past
mcnths.  About six weeks ago a serles of small
orders was reported by furnace representatives ia
bots of 5 to 250 tons. In nearly every case these
were accompanied by rvequests for immediate de-
livery, showing that (is buyers were adopting this
method solely to piece out their stocks, and that
they would soon be obliged to appear as buyers
upon & scale sufficient to cover their requirements
in the regular way. This fact, while it showed a
fear on the buyers’ part that prides would 8o
lower, also strengthened the hands of the sellers
by showl.z Low low stocks on hand were getting.
Yet, for all this almost open confession of wenk-

ness on the part of buyers, nothing has resulted,
and the genuine spring recovery from New Year's
duiness has not been resumed. Nor, from present
apprarances, does It seem likely to be resumed for
& forinight to a month longer.

Much has been made by buyers of iron of the
fact that sto~ks at blast furnaces are increasing,
thus seeming to show that production is geining on
consumption. This is apparent from the figures of
the makers, which showed that the furnaces which
manufacture pig iron for the trade had 148,333 tons
of pig in their yards on February 1, this being
#.5% tons more than on January 1. These figures,
while true, are apt to mislead. The fact is that
much of the iron that has accumulated has been of
grades unfit for ordinary foundry or mill purposes.
T has been the result of varfous circumstances,
1€ them being that the coke supply has rot
t of the best, either in gquantity or quality, with
the consequeénce that the furnaces have had a
larger proportion of the lower and less of the
higher grades than usual. The accumulation of
iron, therefore, does not signify increase of com-
petition on the part of fron needed in current foun-
dr requirements. 2nd is not a fact tending to
show weakness in existing conditions.

The figures of furnace stocks given above do not
include those of the great consolidations, which
make exclusively for theilr own use.

The only order of any size worth reporting in
local circles within recent weeks was one of 6,000
ons of varfous fdundry grades, taken by a leading
cast jron pipe concern. It was supplied by a Vir-
ginia firm.

TEYING TO REVIVE OYSTER COMBINATION.

Some of the local oyster dealers owning beds In
Long Island Sound are being asked again to give
options upon their bulidings to the Connecticut
capitalists who are endeavoring te revive the
oyster combination, which fell through last year.
J. W. Ellsworth, of J. & J. W. Ellsworth, owners
of beds in Long Isiand Sound near South Nor-
walk and Westport, Conn., sald to a Tribune re-
porter yesterday that the promoters of the com-
Lination were asking for options on beds and offer-
ing to pay for those accepted in cash and stock,
half of each. The combination, he sald, was being
organized for the purpose of controlling the seed
ovster business of Long Island SBound. The oyster
beds of the Sound are valuable, as the cultivators

TRADE REIATIONS WITH JAPAN.

The Rev. Joha L. Dearing, president of the
Baptist Theclogical Seminary at Yokobama, Japan,
vesterday addressed the Baptist Ministers’ Con-
ference, at No. 182 Fifth-ave., on “Recent Material
and Religious Progress in Japan.” Regarding
American trade relations with Japan Mr. Dearing
said:

In 188% Japan imported from the United States
goods 1o the value of $i5,000,000, and in 1898 the
corresponding figure was $20,000,000. In the same
period Japanese exports to the Unite@ States in-
creased from S$14,00,000 to $23,000,000. In 1898 our
irade with Japan was about $43,000,000, while Eng-
land had a trade there amounting to $35,000,000. Of
that last figure. however, all but $4,000,000 repre-
eents imports from England. Most of these im-
poris ought to come from the United States. in
1838 the number of British steamships calling at
Japanese ports was 712. Only forty-three American
steamere called there that year.

ENGLAND’'S BIG NEW GUNS.

THEY SHOOT TWEINTY MILES AND WEIGH
FIFTY TONS.

From The London Globe.

A thrilling story of British gun building {s told
in “The Morning Leader” to-day by a Woolwich
correspondent.

It is the sequel to the Parliamentary deciston to
expend large sums on gun metal for the navy, and
is said to comprise the equipment of our ships by
the addition of a new gun, which will insure the
supremacy of Great Britaln over the seas for many
years to come. It is known as the 12-Iinch steel and
wire gun, and is not only the best weapon which
the Royal Navy has ever had, but iIs far superfor
to any gun possessed by any foreign navy.

It weighs 5 tons, is 41 feet long, has a muzzle
velocity of 2,367 feet a second. The projectile
weighs 83 pounds, the bursting charge helnﬁ 83
pounds and the firing charge 167% pounds of cordite,

The Admiralty has ordered 420, at a cost of £10,0:0
each. Of these 150 have been completed, and 300
are still in the hands of the contractors.

Kach battleship will carry four of these formida-
ble weapons, and when the navy is supplled they
will be issued to forts on the sea fronts. The new
gun will be the heaviest in the service. and will
take the place of the 110 ton, 10 ton and 8 ton
guns, of which no more sre to be made.

The best Krupp gun can fire a shot twelve and
a half miles; and the United States Government are
construri:ag at thelr arsenal at Watervijet, a
monster gun which, it {8 sald, will carry a heavy
shot twenty-one miles. The new British naval
gun, though less than half the weight of the
American weapor, mounted on the heights of
Dover, can, however, drop a shell on the shores
of France. No arcuracy of alm, could, of course,
be obtained or maintained at this long distance, the
effective range being 15,000 yvards, or between nine

and ten miles.

TRACK, ELEVATION BILL OPPOSED.

COUNSEL BAYS LITIGATION WOULD FOLLOW THE

PASSAGE OF THE ACT.

Trenton, Feb. 26 (Special).—The Senate Committee
on Municipal Corporations gave a hearing this
afternoon on the btili to abolish railroad grade
crossings in Newark. The bill was introduced by
Senator McCarter at the request of the Newark
Beard of Public Warks. James B. Vredenburg,
counsgel for the Pennsylvanla Railroad Company,

sald In opposition to the measure that if the im-
provements contemplated in the bill wore carried
out they would cost the company $3,000.00. The
bill should not be pushed, he said, because litiga-
tien would follow its passage, and the object
aimed at would be long delayed. If it was the in-
tention to pasg the bill at once, it should be
amended so as to more equitably provide for the
division of the expense. As the bill 1s drawn, too
great a burden is put on the company. It should
not be required to pay more than half the bill
Mr. Vrederburg said the company had plans al-
ready made for the elevation of its tracks in
Newark.

Harrison Van Duyvne, president of the Newark
Board of Works, and other members of that body
urged the passage of the bill. A representative of
the Delaware, Lackawanna and Western Railroad
asked for a postponement of further consideration
of the bill. He was told by Senator MeDermott
that the life of the Legisiature was too short to
germlt a postponement now. If the bill passed the

enate the Delaware, Lackawanna ana Western
could oppose it in the Assembly. It is expected
that the bill will be reported with amendments in
the Senate in a few days.
