After a contest in which the tides
of battle were ever changing, and victory perched

now on one standard, now on the other, the Blue
triumphed over the Crimson by the narrow margin

of 5 to 4.

As the game was open not to the general public

but only to invited guests, the usual crowd that
comes primarily to skate and incidentally to wit-
ness a hockey maieh was not in evidence at the
rink last evening. Its place was filled by an
enthusiastic partisan gathering of fifteen hundred
of the SlOSueu friends of Yale and Harvard under-
graduates and gray haired graduates.
