THE COST OF THE WAR.

BUDGET ESTIMATE, £60,000,000-HOW SUM
WILL BE RAISED.

London, March 6,1 a m.—Public interest cen-
fred yesterday in the budget, with its proposals
for financing the war. The Chancellor of the
Exchequer, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, estimated
the deficit in the revenue for this year and the
fext on account of the war at £60,000,000. He
Provides for it by cbtaining £12,317,000 through
increased taxation, by saving £4,640,000 on
terminable annuities, and by borrowing £43,000,-
00C. He adds 44 to the income tax, 24 a pound
fo tea, 64 a gallon to spirits, a shilling a barrel
to beer, 44 a pound to tobacco, 6d a pound to
cigars, and a shilling to the Stamp Tax on
Prokers’ contracts for the sale of produce on a
jarge scazle. The Budget was highly commended
by Bir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, the leader
©f the Opposition, and Sir Wiiliam Vernon-Har-
gourt as sound and courageous, Free trade Lib-
®rals were grateful because Sir Michael had not
istened to the temptation offered by the finan-
tlal expert of “The Times,” who had demon-
$trated that from £12,000,000 to £15,000,000 could
be obteined by taxing sugar a penny & pound,
gnd that new sources of revenue could be
cpened by moderate duties on imported grain
and meat.

The Budget propeosals were less popular on
the Unionist side, where there were many Im-
perialists who perceived the advantage of widen-
ing the basis of indirect taxation in war time,
when the reserves of direct taxation were ex-
baust=4 in time of peace. Income tax payers and
classes generally wili be heavily burdened, but
the masses will have cheap jam for breakfast
&nd be spared any approach to taxation on food.

PEACE WITH INDEPENDENCE.
REPORT CONFIRMED THAT KRUEGER WILL
ACT ON THAT BASIS.

Brussels, March 6.—The Transvaal Agency
here confirms the statement that President Krii-
ger is ready to conclude peace with Great
Britain on the basis of the independence of the
two republics, and that otherwise the struggle
will continue to the bitter end.

The agency belleves that the Afrikander ele-
ment in Cape Colony and Natal will rebel rather
than allow annexation, and that the Dutch
members of the Cape Colony Parliament wiil

vote by acclamation in favor of Boer inde-
pendence.

ENTHUSIASM IN LADYSMIiTH.
SCENES WHEN RELIEF FORCE ENTERED-—
DR. JAMESON SICK..

Durban, March 2.—The newspaper corre-
spondents who have reached here from Lady-
smith say that the enthusiasm of the garrison
and inhabitants of the besieged town was in-
tense when the relieving column entered the
town, Men left the hospital, and even the
women and children went forth to greet the
newcomers. It was noticeable, however, that
the latter were the most demonstrative, cheer-
ing the women and children whom they were
proud to have saved.

The correspondents belleve that the garrison
could have held out until April 2, though ra-
tions necessarily had been reduced to the mini-
mum. The men of the garrison will require a
rest, and the horses are much wasted.

The correspondents pay a high tribute to the
courage and heroism of the women. Not a com-
plaint was heard from them, in spite of their
privations, and their endurance and courage
were beyond praise.

Sad sights were often witnessed when the
sparse rations were being drawn. Children
would pathetically seek milk for their sick
mothers. The women and children were estl-
mated at five hundred. Though there was
much sickness arising from the horse meat dlet
and the absence of farinaceous food, the epi-
demic period was passed safely.

Dr. Jameson is suffering from typhoid fever.

General Buller entered the town at noon, es-
corted only by his staff. His bronzed appear-
ance was striking. He saild he had not entered
a bed for three weeks.

The Boers exchanged shots with the relieving
force, which saw a few bndies lying in the road,
It is believed the Boers are retreating to Glencoe.

RUMORS OF PEACE AND WAR.
CONFLICTING REPORTS FROM LOURENCO
MARQUES—KRUEGER'S APPEAL.

Loondon, March 5.—A dispatch to “The Times"”
from Lourenco Marques, dated March 4, says
that persistent reports continue to prevail that
the Transvaal Governmeat has opened negotia-
tione looking to securing pcace. On the other
hand, it is asserted, the Boers will make a stand
at Glencoe and Laing's Nek, and that in the
mean time the intrenchments at Pretoria are
being extended in anticipation of a siege,

A conference between the Boer Presidents, it
is added, and the general commanding the Boers
in Northern Natal was hurriedly arranged on
receipt of the news of General Cronje's sur-
render. Until Thursday night official confirma-
tion of the surrender was withheld from the
public. President Kriijgor sent a fervid re-
ligious appeal, with orders that it should be read
by all the officers to the burghers, urging them
to stand fast and strive in the name of the Lord,
for, unless they had faitk in Him, cowardice
wculd set in, and their position would be hope-
less the moment they turned their backs on the
enemy. Their past victories, he declared, showed
that the Lord wa= on their side. The President
besought the burghers not to bring destruction
on their progeny.

“SAPHO” OFF THE BOARDS.

MAGISTRATE MOTT HOLDS MISS NETH-
ERSOLE AND OTHERS FOR TRIAL.

Something effective was actually accom-
plished In regard to “Sapho” yesterday, and
Wallack's Theatre was closed last night. There
was a placard on the door which sald: “No
Performance To-night. For Particulars See To-
morrow’'s Papers.” This {s one of “to-morrow’s
papers,” and so some of the particulars follow.
It was sald at the theatre that Miss Olga
Nethersole would appear to-night in “The
Second Mrs. Tanqueray.”

Miss Nethersole, who plays in ‘“Sapho”;
Hamilton Revelle, the leading man; Marcus
Mayer, manager of the company, and Theodore
Moss, lessee of the theatre, were each held in
$500 bail for trial in Special Sessions yesterday
by Magistrate Mott, in the Centre-st. police
court. They were charged with producing a
play that offended public decency, the com-
plaints being made from the office of the Dis-
trict Attorney.

The defendants were paroled in custody of
their counsel, A. H. Hummel, until 2 o’clock
to-morrow, when they will again appear in the
Centre-st. court, and will glve ball of $300
cash each.

The hearing in the case was resumed yester-
day in Magistrate Mott’s private room. All the
persons interested, except Theodore Moss, who
is sick, were in court when Mr. Hummel began
his closing argument. He made only a brief
speech, in which he outlined the testimony of
the prosecution and spoke of the evidence in-
troduced in rebuttal by the deferce. When
Mr. Gardiner started to sum up his side’of the
case the Magistrate intimated that he did not
care to hear him, as he had looked up the legal
authorities on the matter. Consequently Mr.
Gardiner made only a few remarks. Following
the Magistrate's decision, Mr. Gardiner asked
that the case be adjourned, the defendants
being paroled in the custody of their counsel
until they couid make the necessary arrange-
ments as to balil.

District Attorney Gardiner was asked if any
date had been set for the trial in Special Ses-
sions, and answered in the negative, but said
that the case would go on the calendar at once
and would doubtless be heard at an early date.

GARDINER'S LETTER TO DEVERY.

Mr. Gardiner was also asked as to the effect
the decision would have on the performance, and
if it would stop it. He replied:

That is a matter not within the province of my
office. 1 shall at once communigate with the Chief
of Police and inform him of the decision. The
matter will then rest entirely with him. What
steps the Follce will take about stopping the per-
formance I cannot say.

Mr. Hummel said that Lis clients would prob-
ably deposit §HX) each in cash with the City
Chamberlain as bail.

“There is not any question about these de-
fendants not appearing,” he said, “because they
are always ready to present thamselves.”

District Attorney Gardiner sent the following
letter to Chief of Police Devery immediately
after the close of the “Sapho” hearing:

I have the honor to inform you that upon the
information filed by me on February 2!, 199, In
the First District Magistrate’s Court, Borough of
Manhattan, to the eftect that the dramatic per-
formance of *“Sapho,”” as now played at Wal-
lack’s Theatre, corner of Broadway and Thirtieth-
st., in this city, is a public nuisance, offending
gub!lc decency, in violation of Section 385, of the

Chief Devery reached Police Headquarters at
5:30 p. m. He conferred first with Inspector
Thompson. He then went to President York's

CHIEF DEVERY'S STATEMENT.

The conference lasted for three-quarters of
an hour. The Jetter from District Attorney
Gardiner relative to the hearing before Magis-
trate Mott was before the conferrees. When
Chief Devery came cut of the room he gave
the reporters the following statement:

As Chief of Police I would say that the police
have not heretofore acted in the matter of the
performance of the play “Sapho™ for the reason
of the wide difference of opinion existing as to
whether the play is a violation of public decency;
but now that a duly authorized Magistrate's court
determines after a hearing that such play comes
within the provisions of the Penal Code as a
public nuisance in that it is an offence against
public decency, and therefore a misdemeanor, and
such play being given in a public place, where |t
is the duty of the police to attend and have knowl-
edge of what has taken place, it is therefore the
duty of the police to arrest any rerson guilty of a
misdemeanor {n thelr presence, and for that reason
it now becomes the duty of the police to enforce
the process of the law,

Chief Devery sald he had instructed Inspector
Thompson to attend the performance last night,
with Instructions to place every participant un-
der arrest if the play were given without radical
changes. Chief Devery said slight alterations
would not do, and Inspector Thompson was or-
dered to allow nothing like trifling.

Chief Devery telephoned to Mr, Burnham, the
business manager of Wallack’s Theatre, and to
Marcus Meyer, manager for Miss Nethersole, at
7 o'clock, and suggested that it would be better
not to give a performance. Captain Thomas was
instructed at the same time to take ten men in
citizen's clothes to visit the theatre and make
arrests if an effort was made to play the plece.
Mr. Humme!, Messrs. Burnham and Mayer and
members of the company held a conference in
Miss Nethersole's rooms at the Hoffman House.
After the conference Mr. Burnham returned to
the theatre. He said that Mr. Hummel had ad-
vised the announcement that “Sapho” would
not be presented again until the case was set-
tled in court. Instead, Miss Nethersole will to-
night play “The Second Mrs. Tanqueray,” and
it is thought she will change after a time to
“Camille’” or “Carmen.”

At T:30 o'clock the notice was posted on the
theatre that there would be no performance, and
the lights were turned out. The employes and
members of the company were Instructed by a
placard at the stage entrance to assemble at 11
o'clock this morning for instructions.

FAILED FOR $800,000.

Cleveland, March 5 (Special).—J. F. Sieberling, who
was supposed to be a milllonalre manufacturer of
Akron, to-day filed a petition in the voluntary
bankruptey court of that city. His liabilities are
$800,000, and his assets are nothing. A few years
ago Mr. Sieberling was one of the most promi-
nent manufacturers in the State. He made reap-
ers and mowers, but in the panic of 183 his shop
was shut up, owing to the competition of the Me-
Cormicks, who are nearer the West and could sell
cheaper. At that time he employed one thousand
men. Since then he had been Investing his capital
in street railway stock and other things, and had
run up agalnst several “gold brick"” schemes, which
resulted In his financial ruin.

ARREST IN B. R. T. CASE.

ALBERT R. GOSLIN TAKEN INTO CUS-
TODY IN PHILADELPHIA.

SPECIAL GRAND JURY TO HAND UP A PRE-
SENTMENT AND SEVERAL IN-
DICTMENTS TO-DAY.

The announcement was made at Police Head-
quarters last night that H. C. Williams, alias
Albert R. Goslin, of No. 11 Broadway, had been
arrested at the Continental Hotel, Philadel-
phia. He is charged with conspigacy to depress
the value of the stock of the Brooklyn Rapid
Transit Railway. Goslin, who was arrested in
connection with the E. S. Dean & Co., swindles,
was indicted by the Special Session Grand Jury
appcinted by Governor Roosevelt to investigate
the slanderous reports circulated about B. R. T.
with the idea of depressing its stock.

When Special Deputy Attorney-General John
Proctor Clarke, who prousecuted the cases before
the Speclal Grand Jury, was seen at the West
Side Republican Club, Broadway and Eighty-
third-st., last night, he said: “Goslin is a mem-
ber of the Dean gang. Captain McClusky was a
little ahead of time in making the arrest, but it
is all right.”

When asked concerning the indictments found
by the Special Grand Jury, Mr. Clarke said:
“The Grand Jury will present a number of in-
dictments to Justice Fursman to-morrow morn-
ing at 10 o'clock. I cannot say anything more,
although 1 would like to, but circumstances pre-
vent me."

In reply to a question, Mr. Clarke said he
was satisfiled with the results.

It is understood that one or two of the men
mentioned in connection with the depression of
the stock of the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Com-
pany in December last have been indicted, but
that the more prominent ones have not. It was
discovered that while several well known bear
operators have done thelr utmost to depress the

stock, they have confined theit efforts to
channels which cannot be considered ille-
gitimate. It is said that these bears furnishel

the inspiration for the slanderous and libelous
rumors that afterward were circulated, but that
they kept within the letter of the law. BSome
of the ‘“smaller fry"” were careless enough to
spring the story that they had seen the appli-
cation papers for a receivership, and it was this
story that hurt the stock more than any other.
It is understood that the Grand Jury became
satisfled that the evidence prepared by Messrs.
Nicoll, Lindsay and others was sufficlent to
warrant an indictment, and the names of all the
alleged guilty persons will be made public in
Justice Fursman’'s court this morning

“There was a good deal of wild talk at the
time the Grand Jury was impanelled,” said one
of the interested lawyers yesterday to a Tribune
reporter, “about the ones criminally responsible
for the circulation of the receivership story. The
whole matter was sifted. Some of the brokers
whose names were connected with the affair
acted within their privilege. It is one thing to
say that Central stock, for instance, will fall
off § points to-morrow. That can be simply
a matter of opinion. It is quite another matter,
though, to circulate the story that you have
seen the legal papers for an application for a
receiver for the Central. That is actionable,
The jury went over all these features of the
case, and it also considered that the influential
brokers were ‘he ones who pushed the little
fellows on. The former kept technically clear
of the law, however, in not actually circulating
the story of the company's intention to apply
for a receiver.”

The proceedings of the Speclal Grand Jury
have been watched with unusual interest. On
Monday, February I, Governor Roosevelt ap-
pointed John Proctor Clarke, the associate coun-
sel of the Mazet Committee, as a Special Deputy
Attorney-ieneral to prosecute the case. Different
interpretations were put upon the Governor's
action in removing the case from the control of
District-Attorney Gardiner, who at the time was
under charges brought by the City Club for
maladministration of his office. The jury was
composed of the following:

An interesting feature of the case is the possi-
ble award of the reward of $25,000 offered by
the company shortly after the December panic
for evidence that would bring abcut the con-
viction of the persons guilty of circulating the
damaging rumors against the company. It is
possible that the proceedings before the Grand
Jury involve the distribution of this reward. It
was said last night that if conclusive evidence
had been given by any of the witnesses, these
persons might have a legal claim on the reward.

Efforts were made last night to see Clinton L.
Rossiter, president of the Brooklyn Rapld
Transit Company, and Timothy S. Willlams, for-
merly its secretary, and now one of its vice-
presidents, but they could not be found.

A special dispatch to The Tribune from Phil-
adelphia last night says:

According to the lccal police Goslin came to this
city with his secretary, whose name s Atwood,

four days ago. He secured rooms at the Hotel
Walton, and, it s sald the men had their meals
served In their apartments in an effort to keep

their presence In this city secret. Geslin was not
arrestad until the New-York authorities had been
communicated with and a warrant received. The

detectives lay In wait for thelr man this even-
ing, 'nd when he went out of the hotel he was
surprized by the sight of tha warrants. Apparently

he regarded the arrest with little concern.

“Oh, that's all right,"” he said. “I'm wanted for
conspiracy in the Brooklyn Rapid Transit stock
business.

Goslin about a year later gained still greater
notoriety for his alleged connection with the E. 8.
Dean Company, the swindling bucket shop con-
cern. He was arrested in May, 1887, and was In-
dicted by the Féderal Grand Jury along with a
number of others in June, 1847,

JOHN E. FITZGERALD DROPS DEAD.

THE WELL KNOWN LAWYER STRICKEN
WITH HEART FAILURE IN THE
COLONIAL CAFE.

John E. Fitzgerald, a lawyer, living at No.
328 West Seventy-second-st.,, died suddenly in
the Colonlal Café, No. 272 Columbus-ave., last
evening. Fitzgerald was about to take a drink
when he suddenly collapssd, and would have
fallen to the floor had not Edward Bauern-
schmidt, one of the waliters, and several men
who were present rushed to his assistance. The
lawyer was placed on a chalr, but before Dr.
Pritchard, who llves at No. 105 West Seventy-
third-st., could reach his side he had expired.
Heart failure is glven as the cause of death.

Mr. Fitzgerald was fifty-five years old. Three
months ago his wife, who was Mme. Connolly,
a well known dressmaker, died. )

Before coming to New-York, several years
ago, Mr. Fitzgerald was a prominent citizen of

Boston, and was at one time Fire Commissioner
of that city. He was also at one time an Assem-
blyman and Alderman. Under President Cleve-
land’'s first administration Mr. Fitzgerald was a
customs official at Boston.

When Lord Mayor Fallon of Dublin was In
tkis city, a short time ago, Mr. Fitzgerald es-
corted him around the city and also accom-
panied him to Boston.

FIGHT ON FRENCH TREATY

A LIVELY CONTEST AHEAD IN THE
SENATE—-STRONG OPPOSITION
TO RATIFICATION.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Washington, March 5.—A spirited contest is
expected in the Senate when the motlon made
by Senator Aldrich in executive session to refer
the French reciprocity treaty to the Committee
on Finance is taken up for consideration. The
friends of the, treaty will sturdily oppose the
motion, but they do not include al! the mem-
bers of the majority of the Committee on For-
elgn Relations, which recommended the ratifica-
tion. Although it was announced at the time
that the report from that committee was
unanimous, it appears that two of the Repub-
lican members were absent, both of wham, it
{s asserted, are opposed to ratification and in
favor of its reference to the Finance Com-
mittee. Chairman Aldrich and the majority
of that committee are opposed to the ratifica-
tionr of the treaty, and will make a sturdy fight
against {t unless the reference is made.

Senator Aldrich favors a modification of the
existing tariff law so as to provide, as the tariff
laws of France and other Continental countries
of Europe do, for maximum and minimym rates
of duty. After that is done, in his opinion, it
will be easfer for the United States to negotiate
commercial reciprocity treaties with foreign
countries on a fair and just basls. This opinion
is shared, it is understood, not only by most of
the Republican members of the Finance Com-
mittee, but also by many other Republican Sen-
ators, and the French treaty is regarded by
them as a good example of what a commercial
reciprocity treaty ought not to be.

It is asserted that the statement furnished by
Special Commissioner Kasson to the Committee
on Foreign Relations does not carry sufficient
information and facts on which to base a cor-
rect judgment as to the wisdom or expediency

of the provisions of the proposed French treaty.
This statement was printed in confidence for the
use of the Committee on Foreign Relations, and
it is understood that Senator Aldrich will move
to have the seal of secrecy removed and the
document published. It is understood to con-
tain a confidential statement by a Chicago
manufacturer of agricultural implements in
favor of the ratification of the treaty, in which
the author not only assumes to speak for all
similar manufacturers throughout the United
States, but also undertakes to give reasons why
manufacturers engaged in other lines of indus-
try—hosiery and knit goods, gloves, boots and
shoes, ete.—should not object to ratification.

The only other manufacturer’'s confidential
statement included in the document, it is said,
is that of the American Smelting Company,
which wants to extend its market in France for
one of the by-products of ite industry, and is
therefore in favor of ratification. It is assert-
ed that nome of the numerous protests and
memorials in opposition to the ratification have
found a place in Mr. Kasson's communication to
the Committee on Foreign Relations.

As the French treaty will lapse by its own
terms unless it shall be ratified and the ratifica-
tions exchanged by the 24th of the current
month, it is expected that an effort will be made
to secure favorable action by the Senate at an
early day, especially as it is understood that
France is awaiting such action before disposing
of the subject.

TWO KILLED; MANY INJURED.

COLLISION OF PASSENGER AND FREIGHT
TRAINS IN INDIANA.

Terre Haute, Ind.,, March 4.—A dispatch to
“The Express” from Brazil, Ind., says that in
a collision two miles north of that place, on the
Chicago and Indiana Rallway, two miners were
killed and seventy-five were Injured. Many of
these will die from injuries received. The local
eastbound freight, No. 173, ran Into the rear of
the miners' train, and three cars were reduced
to kindling wood, while others in the passenger
train were plled in a mass of wood and iron on
the tracks. It is not yet determined how many
bodies are in the wreckage, and It is feared that
more will be found. The Injured are being taken
to Brazil on a speclal train, and doctors are at
the scene.

‘A HUNDRED PERSONS HURT.

TRAIN THROWN OVER EMBANKMENT BY BROKEN
RAIL—CONDUCTOR KILLED.

Huntingdon, Penn., March 5.—An accident to the
early morning passenger traln on the East Broad
Top Rallroad to-day at Martin's Meadow resulted
in the death of the conductor, George W. Briggs;
the probably fatal Injury of Frank Lyon, mine
superintendent, and Grant Schmittle, and the seri-
ous Injury of a 4 other The acci-
dent was caused by a broken rall, and the derailed
cars, containing about one hundred passengers,
were thrown over an embankment. Scarcely any

one of the travellers escaped without some injury.
A lone woman passenger and her little babe were

extricated from the debris, the former being se-
verolyh hurt, while the babe escaped without a
scratch.

Avenue Railroad wreckers yesterday. Moved by
the righteousness of the popular demand that
a Grand Jury ehall investigate the hidden
methods by which that once opulent concern has
been despoiled, Recorder Goff, in charging the
March Grand Jury, called their attention to this
burning scandal and pointed out the harm that
would ensue to the vast business interests of
this great city if such flagrant commercial dis-
henesty is to go unwhipped.

The District-Attorney offered to assist Re-
ceiver Grant by any means in his power to
bring the rascals to justice, and Mr. Grant re-
plied to Mr. Gardiner that all information whick
his examination of the company's affairs dis-

closes shall be placed at the disposal of the
District Attorney’'s office.

THE RECORDER'S CHARGE.
In his charge Recorder Goff said:

The .aboring man, who puts his earnings in &
savings bank; the wealthy man, who with his
money buys securitles—all are affected. All—rich
and poor alike—are interesced in public securitles
and the value is controlled by persons supposed to
be honest. We must have a kigh standard of
morals among busiress men. Our business life
must be maintained and unspotted of anything
that would tend to degrade it

I cannot call your attention to any specific case
in connection with what T am about to say, as I
have no evidence at hand to support a charge
that the management of the corporation which
I have in mind has been guilty of any criminal
act. It is necessary for the protection of the multi-
farfous interests of this city that our laws should
be obeyed, and if not obered punishment should
be meted out to the transgressors.

In
vour investigation of its affairs you will be able to
determine whether or not.the assistance of this
office may be necessary, provided there has been
any violation of the criminal law.

The object of this communication is to say that
in my judgment the wrecking of public corpora-
tions, with resultant loss to thousands of innocent
and deluded stockholders, should be met by the
vigorous and prompt punishment of those concerned
in such criminal acts. I will in every way assist
you, and if you believe an investigation b{ the
Grand Jury o? this county is necessary, will forth-
with bring the subject to their attention.

Mr. Gardiner's announcement does not preduce
any deep feeling of assurance that the Third
Avenue looters will now get their just deserts,
but the Grand Jury is not wholly dependent on
the District Attorney’s initiative in matters of
this kind, and may ply the probe on its own
account.
