A mysterious case of selling State secrets js
causing some sensation at the Ministry of Marine
A certain M. 1 ipp, who v appointed Deputy

Chief of the hery Department by M. Lockroy, is
accused of having offered to the British Admiralty
for a sum of o0 francs certain documents con-
taining valuable information concerning the Trans-
vaal War.

According to the current version, M. Philipp de-
clared that he was on iptimate terms with Dr.
Levds, and thoroughly acquainted with the negotia-
tlons and contracts signed by the Boer representa-
tive, The letter was {ntercepted by the secret po-
lice, and M. de Lanessan, Minister of Marine, or-
dered a formal inquiry into the charge. M. Philipp,
who was summoned, did not put in an appearance
At the request of a friend a reasonable delay was
granted to the accused functionary, who is said to
have left France

The affair is shrouded in mystery, the prevailing
belief being that M. Philipp obtained his knowi-
edge from outside sources, and not from the Minis-
try. The adversaries of the Waldeck-Rousseau
Cabinet are evidently endeavoring to create a
