LAST OK THE COOK GANG. WHICH COMMITTED

MUCH CRIME IN OKLAHOMA AND

INDIAN TERRITORY.

Wichita. Kan., March 10 (Special).—"Jim" Cook.
a notorious outlaw, was killed In a fight near

Tahlequah law] Sunday night. "Sol" Harlan. a
Cherokee Indian, shot, the outlaw's head off. Cook

was the youngest member of the once famous

Cook Rang, but he had been a retired outlaw for

about three years. "Bill" Cook, leader of the
pane, died in Sine: Sinp recently.

"Jim" was known as the shrewdest member of

the Kinjr, and he planned all the raids and hold-
ups. Ha also kept track of officers, and nearly

always planned and carried out a robbery where

the officers least expected. The Cook gang are
said to have stolen In the course of their career
nearly $l/"OO,or«">, and yet every one of them
died poor. "Jim" never robbed a woman or a
poor man in his outlaw career. He »as the last
one of the Cook family, to go on the warpath, and
his final break was attributed to the fact that
everybody suspected he was a. spy for the others.

Trie death of Cook about ends the outlaw career
of Oklahoma and Indian Territory. United States
Df-jiuty Marshal Bruner Eaid recently that within
the last ten years over three hundred outlaws had
been killed or put behind bars. He also eaid that
these same outlaws had stolen over $5,000,000, and
killed a thou«and or more officers and other per-
sons who interfered with them. .: *

:ugal attraction. The consequence is thai a train

or cars going around a curve at a good gait will. be certain to hug the outside rail, and ifIt happens
!to Jump the track one would naturally infer that

est. For some reason or other, however, the train
on the Valley road reversed the accepted order of

I things, and took a header In the opposite direction,
'\u25a0 all of which reminds me of a singular bit of
ihistory. Itmay surprise some of you younger gen-

in what was possibly the most dramatic passage
of the entire Civil War.

The raiders, as
I you know, stole a .freight train at Marietta, Ga.,
j and started northward at top speed. They were

pursued almost Immediately by a detachment of

;most thrilling running fight- on record. Time and
Iagain Andrews and his men attempted to obstruct
I the- track behind them, but they were so hard
[ pressed that they were obliged to take to their
j train before they could do the work. At last they
;made a spurt that gave them a few moments'
ibreathing «pace and tore a short section of rail out! of a curve. Their pursuers were coming on at full, tilt, nnd it seemed absolutely certain that they

!excitement of the moment had taken the rail from

attraction saved the day, and Instead of burning
\u25a0 the Chattanooga bridge Andrews was caught andhanged' as a spy. If it hadn't been for that fatal

doubtless have accomplished their purpose, andwhat such a disaster would have meant to the Con-

ifederacy give* the imagination unlimited leeway for\u25a0peculation."

The long bullet, the heavy brasswork of the case
end the weight of hi- wads and powder all combine
M produce an article which, though it is of small
compass, is very Mighty.

When our satflur are attacking a Boer position
their operations require that each man shall have
a larire supply of ammunition. This must all be
carried forward as the nurht progresses. The Boer
Intrench':) upon a hilltopmay have the largest sup-
ply of his ammunition by his side, and he is not
•weighed down by it, as our soldiers are when
fetorrolng the position.

During a protracted fight the British soldier is Jn
xr:oet instances compelled to lire away all the am-
munition which he is personally able to carry. An
ordinary private carries Ml rounds. Just before
an action, when heavy firing: is expected, this 100
rounds Is supplemented by fifty more from the bat-
talion reserve of seventy-seven rounds a man. Thus
each private advances into battle carrying no lesi
than 100 possible dealers of death.-

Whenever a fcoldier falls or is wounded he is im-mediately stripped of his ammunition, and it is at
once distributed among the men who are still
capable of carrying- on the fight. The reserve am-
munition for each battalion if carried in four eartH
and on. the backx of two pack mules. When an ac-
tion appears imminent a temporary reserve, called
m. "brigade reserve." is formed.

This consists of two carts taken from each of the
Jour battalions composing the brigade. This special
reserve Is ;/!;:<•• 1] under an officer selected fur the
occasion. In the event of any of the battalions
becoming detached from the brigade, they receive
their own carts back again.
In addition to the above, there Is always with

the regular ammunition column seventy-seven
rounds for each man, and a further supply is car-
ried In the "ammunition pack" of fifty-five rounds
a man. Accordingly the total amount carried in
the field for each infantry soldier work* out at 309
rounds.

Koers destroy Johannesburg. They actually cry in
their plates at dinner, and .ialf strangle them-
seives by Fobbing as they drink their whiskey at
bedtime." The Mount Nelson, the (juei'ii's and th«
Grand hotels are all full of these merchants nnd
millionaires, faring on the fat of thf> land. Idle,
loafing all of every dny. and discussing what per
cent of their losses the British government will pay
when they put in their claims at tho end of the
war.

Some came here as clerks, some as laborers in the
mines, and some nre merchants who brought £10
worth of good" out from Birmingham a dozen years
ago. They te1.! you that they have left £100,000
worth, or £80.000 worth of goods In their shop, and
that altogether £25,0u0.000 Is In danger of destruction
In Johannesburg.

The war has
Jeopardized their property, and they have a keener
Interest In it than any Tommy or any officer now
at the front. How can they see the cream and
flower of English manhood rushing down here to
spiil its precious blood for them, and never feel a
blush of shame or a pang nf any emotion except
griff over losses which will still leave many of
them rich?

Really, Cnpe Town is a wonderful place. It Is
worth the Journey to see the streets blocked by
aide young men and the hotels crowded by rich
refugees, while each night's train takes out the
fearless gentlemen who are deliberately risking
not only their lives, but more of worldly advantage
than can ever come to these skulkers who cling to
the shelter of England's k'ius and ww-;i while they
wait for men to die that they may rush up to the
British treasury with their claims.
