A DISCUSSION OF THE SUBJECT AT THE
MOTHERS' CLUB.

WHY A PRECOCIOUS CHILD OFTEN GROWS TO BE

A STUPID MAN OR WOMAN—MANY

EVILS OF OVERSTUDY.

The New-York City Mothers' Club held its month-
ly meeting yesterday at 2:30 p. m. in the Berkeley
Lyceum, West Forty-fourth-st., the president, Mrs.
