"Tod" S'oan will ride In several races in thin
country this year. He so. announced just before
sailing lor Europe yesterday on the Kaiser Wll-
helrn der Grosse. There is no doubt that Sloan has
been rather coldly treated on the English turf of
late, and will come home to recoup himself. It SI
now plainlyevident that he has not been re-engaged
by Lord William Beresford. and that Ma chances
of engagements on the British turf are scant.
Sloan was In a quiet and subdued mood yesterday
and not at all like himself. He said solemnly that
as soon as he reached London he would attend
to one or two business matters, including the pay-
ment of losses on an opera company which he
stood sponsor for. and which cost him about $22.0<X>.

In the future, he says, he will devote his entire
time to racing. He was confident that the Eng-
lish Jockey Club would grant him a license. He
added that whether he would ride at the April
meeting or not depended entirely upon the weather,
as be was suffering from lung trouble, and the
damp weather had a bad effect on his lungs and
throat.

After riding a few races In England. if he rides
there at all, he will return to this country in time
to ride May Hempstead in the Metropolitan Handi-
cap, at Morris Park, on May 5. He will then
remain in this country until the end of the racing
season. 91 >an admitted that the last season had
been a bad one for him. ami that he had lost
a great deal of money, but he dented strongly that
he was financially wrecked. There has been an
absurd rumor that Sloan had purchased a place
near the Coney Island Jockey Club, and would
build a *I<VOCO cottage on It.

WAY PARK.

Abig parade of metropolitan trotters and pacers

to mark the opening at Speedway Park is being
talked of by the members of the Road Drivers' As-
sociation. A review of all the fast horses in and
about New-York Is the plan now being arranged

after the fashion of the coaching and tandem
parades sometimes seen in New-York. Everybody

who can trot out a road horse of merit is to be in-
vited to Ball in line without regard to membership

in the association, the purpose being to bring out.
If possible, every fast trotter and pacer In town.

The association will probably invite Mayor Van
Wyck or Park Commissioner Clausen to review the
parade. Ifthis feature of the proposed programme

Is carried out there "willbe on hand some one with
big lungs and a close acquaintance with all the
horses to announce their Identity as they pass.
Philadelphia. Boston. Buffalo, Pittsburg, Cleveland.
Chicago and other cities, it is expected, would Bend
mm.- of their livers here to swell th- metropolitan
throng, making an array of road horse? such as has
never been seen. Both of the broad sidewalks
which skirt the Speedway from end to end would
doubtless be taxed to accommodate the pedestrians
who would assemble to witness such a spectacle.
Frequenters of Speedway Park estimate that S.OM
persons would be on hand Ifthe weather happened
to favor the occasion.

CENTURY RECORDS TO BE CAREFULLY
WATCHED- VICE-CONSUL FUL.-

LERTON RESIGNS.

The Century Road Club, recognized as the gov-
erning body having control of century and mileage
cycling: in America, has decided to use its best
efforts to prevent clashes In dates selected by local
clubs for open century runs. Accordingly. State
Centurion R. M. Blngham, of this State, has ap-

pointed a? a special committee to have this subject
in charge- three Century Road Club men. They are
E. J. Porter, president of the National body: C. P.
Staubach and 11. A. Ludlum. the former State
centurion of Montana, who is the secretary of the
Century Road Club.

This committee will this week circulate among
the local clubs the simple rules Ithas formulated,
which provide the conditions under which sanctions
will be Issued for open dates, and also assist the
clubs to select courses which measure a full hun-
dred miles. So-called century runs in the past have
rarely measured the correct distance, cyclometer
measurement or guess work leaving them from one
to live or more miles short of the full hundred. It
is proposed that open runs sanctioned by the
Century Road Club shall not only receive this as-
sistance, but also secure the use of the official
checking stations established and time stamps
located at the proper intervals by the Century
Road Club.

Local members of the Century Road Club number
300, every one of whom is an active rider of
centuries. This Is an important item, as the Cen-
tury Road Club will throw its full strength to the
rapport of the runs It sanctions. its members tak-
ingno part in any other open runs Ifheld. Several
clubs have already applied to the Century Road
Club for sanctions. Among the dates selected are
the following: Century Wheelmen. April 29; Cen-
tury Road Club, May 13; Prospect "Wheelmen, May
27: Jefferson Wheelmen. August 26; New- York Fire-
men's Cycle Club. September 27.

have the aaaiatance which ;i lee bow and lee shoul-
der may afford in crowding the boat's bead closer
to the wind.
