It elsewhere unless the New-York Mr. Shea

mark with intimations about the damaging

character of the letter. He also caused it to be

inferred that he had other letters belonging to
Mr. Ptua. Mr. Shea told the man to return at 2
O'clock yesterday afternoon, when he would have

the monry r^ady. The fellow departed, and Mr.

Fhea promptly called up Police Headquarters on

the telephone and arranged with Captain Mc-
Clusky t<> have a detective at No. 11 Broadway

at '_' o'clock.

SUPPOSED BROOKLYN MAX TAKES CARBOLIC

ACID SITTING IN A CHAIR.

A man believed to be A. Beyer, of No. 83>v Stuy-
vesant-ave., Brooklyn, committed suicide in the
United States Hotel, at Fulton and Pearl sts., by
drinking carbolic acid, yesterday. The man. who
was about seventy-six years old. registered at the
hotel at 8 a. m. under the name of Charles Schmidt,
of Philadelphia. He tol<l Ktigene Ldppert, the clerk,
that he wished a quiet room, where he coulti rest
for a few hours before going to his home In Brook-
lyn. He was assigned to a room on the fourthfloor, and nothing more was heard from him until
about 2 o'clock, when a chambermaid opened the
door and saw the man sitting dead in a -hairLippert called in I'olloeman Diehl. of the Old Slip
station, who informed the Coroner's office.

A search of the body was made, and a letter was
found addressed to Mrs. A. Beyer, at Nn. 89UStuyvesant-avc. Brooklyn, in which the writer,
who signed the name of A. Beyer, said that he was
tired of living a liar.3 struggle, and had decided
to end it by taking his life. A bottle of carbolic
acid lay on the floor beside the body. The only
property found on the body was $9 10 iii money and
a silver watch and chain.

PARIS EXPOSITION NOTES.
Colonel William M. Griffith, secretary of the New-

York State Commission to the Paris Exposition,
and H. A. Phillip,or Lowville, N. V., one of the
Commissioners having in charge the New-York
State dairy exhibit, will sail to-day on the Fiirst
Bismarck for Cherbourg, whence they will go by
special train to Paris.

The French Government has granted space at
the Exposition to the Berlitz School of Languages
with the request that French lessons be given bythe Berlitz method to natives of the French colo-
nies. The pavilion of the Berlitz School will be an
attraction to American tourists. Natives of SlamTonquln, Algeria, Morocco, Congo, Dahomey etc'brought to Parts by the French Government for thispurpose willbe formed In classes to receive French
instruction. Professor M. I>. licrlitz the well
known founder of the Berlitz School, is now la
Paris personally superintending the arrangement*
for the Exposition.
