HE THINKS IT SHOCKING THAT HE SHOULD SIT

WITH THE MAYOR AND OTHERS AND

DRAW ONLY *1.000:

Alderman Muh, chairman of the Finance Commit-
tee of the Board of Aldermen, wandered uneasily
in and out of the Mayor's office yesterday when the
Mayor was going through the motions of giving
hearings on a few bills affecting the city which
had been passed by the Legislature. Among the
bills was one that provides for $2,000 extra compen-
sation annually to the chairman of the Finance
Committee of the Board of Aldermen. ItIs a Tam-
rrany measure. The Mayor has been expected to
sign it. but Mr. Muh seemed to be uneasy about•• yesterday, and looked as if he dreaded that some
opposition to It might be expressed at the hearing.
Just before the Mayor read the title of the bill, Mr.
Muh walked out Into the corridor leading to the
Mayor's office and seemed to hold his breath.

"Any objections to this bill?" asked the Mayor.
Nobody spoke.
"Anybody here in favor of it?"
Dead silence.
The Mayor .took thevßlf! with,others intn*-Ws:pri-

vate room, and wouldn't say if he favored the
bill or Intended to veto It. Mr. Muh has declared
that his labors as a member of the. Sinking Fund
Commission, due to his chairmanship, should en-
title him to receive $2,CNO a year in addition to his
salary of $1,000 as Alderman. He says he sits in
the Sinking Fund Commission's meetings at least
fifteen minutes a week and votes with the Mayor,
salary Hi 990 the Controller, salary $10,000 and fees
amounting to some thousands more, and the Corr
poration Counsel, who draws a salary of $15,000.
For an official with a salary, of only $1,000 to share
responsibility with such well paid officials. Mr.
Muh say?, is unbecoming and almost shocking to
think of. Some of the jokers about the City Hall
have said that the chair which bears up Mr.Muh's
ponderous weight at meetings of the Sinking Fund
Commission and the table about which the Commis-
sioners si: should he entitled to receive new giltand
leather trimmings if Alderman Muh gets his ad-
ditional salary for the privilege of voting "aye" on
motions. There is also a chandelier in the room
which draws no salary. If Muh'3 compensation
should he increased it is the; general belief that the
chandelier should get something.

THE NAVAL, BRANCH OF THE YOUNO MEN'S

CHRISTIAN ASSOCIATION .TO HAVE

A ROOF GARDEN.

Parish & S'-hroeder are the successful competing

architects whose plans will be followed in the
erection of a five story building which Miss Helen
Gould will have built for the Naval Branch of
the Young Men's Christian Association as a me-
morial to her father. The plans were selected by
the International Committee from designs sub-
mitted by eight of the leading architects of New-
York.

Frank L. Smith, secretary of the branch, said
yesterday that the present quarters of the branch
at Sands" and Charles sts. would be torn down, be-
ginning May 1. It Is expected that the new build-
ing will he completed by June. 1901.

A feature of the building, which will cover four
city lots, willbe a roof garden. on the first floor
will be a public restaurant, where any one may
buy a meal at prevailing prices. There will be a
second restaurant, where the members of the
branch may purchase their meals at \u25a0 per cent
lower than at the public restaurant

The sinking of the railroad tracks of the
company » te be?ln at Flarbu«h-ave., and the road
will proceed underground to No»trand-ave. At Noa-
trand-.i renal v.-ill come r<> the surface, and

! by an elevated structure to RaiDh-ave.
Thence the tracks will be depressed again, com-
ing to the surface at Manhattan Beach Crossing.
Bast y-w-York. The contour of the land makes

1 rjr thta d^pr-'ssed and elevated plan for
the ro: d.

The improvement is to cost $2,500,000. The present
law, with which the Municipal Assembly has noth-
ing to do, provides that the city shall bear half of
the expense, Jl,:SO,noo; but if the work Is to cost
more, the Long Island Railroad will have to bear
the additional expense. The carrying out of the
improvement will require changing the motive
power of the entire line from Flatbush-ave. to

Jamaica from steam to electricity. The running
time, it is said, will he reduced from twenty-flve to
fifteen minutes.

Atlantlc-ave. willbe asphalted from curb to curb.
The I^or.g Island Railroad has the privilege of
building and operating a trolley line over the de-
pressed railroad and on one side- of the elevated
road structure between Nostrand and Ralph *\u25a0»••«.

President Baldwin of the Long Island "Railroad
Company yesterday practically acknowledged that
If the Rapid Transit Commission should decide to

extend the tunnel to Brooklyn the Long Island
Railroad Company would submit bids for the con-
struction and operation of the tunnel on the same
terms that Contractor McDonald bid on the Man-
hattan tunnel. President Baldwin also «aid:

The Atlantic Avenue Improvement Commission
Is anxious to go ahead with the improvement ofAtlantlc-ave., and the Long Island Railroad Com-
pany has unanimously agreed to co-operate with
them, independent of the tunnel. Ido not think
that there 19 any opposition In the Legislature to
the proposition to improve Atlantic-aye., and we
willonly have to wait now until the proper legisla-
tion Is secured.

We anticipate that a tunnel will eventually be.
built to connect with the Atlantic-aye. Improve-
ment, but the matter h.13 not been dlsrussfd by
the directors. ItIs not unlikely that the company
may bid. but we have not anticipated what should
be done.

MINISTER HAS A GOLDEN WEDDING.
Platnfieid. March 14 (Special).— The First Baptist

Church of this city last evening gave a reception to

park of all that land under' the Palisades from
Fort Lee to the State line- on the north. New-
Jersey has twelve and one-half miles and New-
York*has less than two. Under the bills now be-
fore the Legislatures New-Jersey is to have five
Commissioners and New-York the same number.
It seems is though New-Jersey should have a rep-
resentation in such an important matter of at
least three to one, when you consider the terri-
tory proposed to be taken. Bui it does not seem
possible that such a bill can ever pass the New-
Jersey Legislature, when you take into con-
sideration how entirely unfit for a park those
twelve and one-half miles are; the average width
of that territory is live hundred feet from the
face of the Palisades to the water, and that on
an nri^ie of 4.'» degrees, and covered with rocks of
all sizes.

The rtpari-m rights along that line are worth to
the State $1,500,000, anil are growing In value. That
being surrendered, see the loss! The proceeds of
'h- -• rights go for the support of our schools:
and when you add to this the loss on taxation of
the territory for township, county and State pur-
poses, it is surely a great price to pay for 'he
gratification of eeeathetlc taste, but probably not
too much it tiie Palisades could not be preserved
without 3iieh enormous sacrifice.

Dr. Penr.ington held a unique place in Prince-
ton's history. For many years, and until he met

an accident in the Adirondack*, he never missed
a meeting of the trustees, lie endowed a scholar-
ship in the college and took as keen an interest
in college affairs as any enthusiastic undergradu-
ate. In the class with which he was graduated
there were thlrtv-nine men, including William M.
Dnyton. afterward Minister to France; Chancellor
Abraham O. Zabriskie, of New-Jersey; Judge
William Y. (Iholson. of Ohio, and Judge William
N. Wood, of th.- New-Jersey Court of Appeals.
Those men are all dead. The late William Clay
Wallace, of Newark, who died in IS9S. was gradu-
ated from Princeton in IBS, and was the oldest
living graduate- at the time of his death.

Dr Pennington abandoned the active practice
of medicine years ago. In1848 be was made presi-
dent of the State Medical Society, and was a
corresponding member of the Medical Society of
Munich, and the Royal Botanical Society, of
Ratisbon. Be was also « member and president of
the New-Jersey Historical Society for some years.
At the organization of the Newark City Bank, in
1851. he was made president, and remained In that
office to his death.

Dr. Pennington vividly remembered persons and
affairs of eighty years ago. He had a wide ac-
quaintance among prominent men. and his rem-
iniscences were Interesting. President Porter of
Yale University, an.l Bishop Paddock, commented
on Dr. Pennington's resemblance to Gladstone.
In Newark he was spoken of as the "Grand Old
Man." While at his country house in the Adi-
rondacki a few years ago. Dr. Pennington fell and
broke his hip. That compelled him afterward to
keep hi* room most of the time, and he read. con-
tinucusly. His sight was well preserved!

The funeral will take place at the First Presby-
terian Church in Newark at noon on Saturday.
