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GARDINER HITHARD AGAIN

MAGISTRATES' COMPLAINTS TO GO TO
GENERAL SESSIONS DIRECT.

RECORDER GOFF SO CHARGES THE GRAND
JURY AXD PAPERS ARE LOCKED
UP IN HIS CHAMBERS.

If the March Grand Jury and Recorder Goff
go on much longer shearing the District At-
torney of his powers in the way they have be-
gun, Mr. Gardiper will by April 1 resemble a
plucked fowl more than any other kind of &
Bird. Yesterday they teok away from him the
highly valued and freely used privilege of de-
laying and holding up for indefinite periods and
at his own sweet will complaints from Magis-
trates’ courts which ought to be presented
promptly to the Grand Jury and be followed by
indictment or dismissal. This was accomplished
by an order from Recorder Goff that in future
all complaints from Magistrates' courts charg-
ing persons with crime must be filed with the
clerk of the Court of General Sessions, where
they will be open to the inspection of any Grand
Jury or any person entitied to see them.

Mr. Gardiner and Assistant District Attorneys
Unger and (’Reilly were all called before the
Grand Jury vesterday, and it was whispered
about the corridors that more friction had de-
veloped between the Grand Jury and the Dis-
trict Attorney over the indictment found last
week against certain men charged with running
a gambling house at No. 241 Bowery. Super- :
intendent Burr, of the Parkburst soclety, com-
plained, it is said, that aithough he had made
the raid on the place on January O last, the case
had not been brought by Mr. Gardiner before the
February Grand Jury. No direct information
could be obtained of what the jurors had to
#ay about this delay, but when the Grand Jury
filed into Recorder Goff's court, about 2 o'clock
in the afternoon, and made their report for the
day, the Recorder said to them:

Gentlemen of the Grand Jury, there is a matter
1 wish to call to yvour attention, not for the purpose
of your taking any action, because that would not

be nec ary, but for the purpose that you shall
have knowledge of an order of Court which is
about to be made.

Some years ago this Court made an order direct-
ing that the indictments presented by the Grand
Jury, which had been in the habit of being taken
charge of by the District Attorney, should be de-
posited with the clerk of this court. Since that
order has been in operation most satisfactory re-
sults have followed; not an indictment has been
missing, and there has been a clear record of all
indictments found by the Grand Jury. They are
recorded in bcoks in the clerk's office, accessible
to all citizens wino have a right to inquire.

A custom arose in this city, evidently when our
population was not of the dimensions that it is
now, and when the criminal business of the county
was comparatively small to what i is now, of per-
sons accused of crimes and held by Police Justices
or City Magistrates, to send such complaints to the
District Atterney's office, and such complaints have
lain In the District Attorney's office until such
times as he has been ready to present them to the
Grand Jury,

As 1 have sala, that custom may have arisen for
purposes of convenlence, to enable the District At-
torney to examine complaints and prepare bills of
indietments It is a custom, however, nct oné bf‘
law, and the only safe road for those charged with
the administration of the law is to follow the plain
mandates of the law. I wil read to you the piain
mandate of the law on that question:

“When a Magistrate (Section 221, Code of Criminal
Procedure of this State) has discharged a defendant
or has held him to answer, as provided by Bections
$7and 298, he must within five days thereafter return
tv the clerk of the Supreme Court or County Court,
or other court having power to inquire into the
offences by the intervention of a Grand Jury, the
warrant (if any). the depositions, the statement of
the defendant, if he made one, and all the under-
taking of ball or for the appearances of witnesses
taken by him.”

It but fair to say that the system has not
grown up under the administration of the present
District Attorney. He simply followed the system
in operation fir years, but in the administration
of eriminal justice in this city that system must
be stopped. and 1 therefore direct the clerk of this
court that an order be made and word sent to all

George King, sixty-elght years old, was sentsnced
to prison for burglary vesterday by Judge Cowing,
in Part IV of General Sessions., Ile has served
twenty-eight years in prison.

When he was belng taken to Sing Sing In 1839,
after conviction of stealing papers and mconev

amounting to $150,08, Deputy Skeriff John Mcran
drank too much and ailowed him to escape. Moran
had to serve the sentence, but was pardoned after
three years. He is now sixty-tive years old, and
%un engineer, living at No. 335 East Thircy-seventh-
st Moran was in court when King was arraigned,
and asked the burglar to clear him from the charge
of taking a bribe.

King loocked around at Moran, and sneeringly
said: *1 don’t Know that man, I never saw him
before."”

“1 am willing to make an atfidavit, Judge,” re-
plied Moran, “‘that I never was bribed."

“Oh, you need not make an affidavit,” sald Judge
Cowing. *“I believe you.” Judge Cowing sentenced
King to three years and six months in prison. He
has five years of his former sentence to serve, and
will get no commutation. The sentence did not
move him. Since 1877 he has served nineteen years
in prison.

THE MAYOR MAEES A PROPHECY.

SAYS HIS SUCCESSOR WILL BE FELECTED BY ONE

HUNDRED THOUSAND PLURALITY.

Another opportunity to free his mind regarding
legisiation at Albany was presented to Mayor Van
Wyck vesterday, when a delegation of Brooklyn
men waited on him and asked him to sign a bill
giving to the Controller the right te regulate the
standard of rentals In the Wallabout Market. The
Mayor made use of the opportunity to talk politics.

“The people up in Albany,” he said, “are continu-
ally tinkering with the charter. They always want
the charter revised under the plea that they are
acting in the interests of the city. In reality they
are trylng to work In the interests of the Republi-

cans. They want to elect the next Mayor of this
city. Every time they try this interference with
home rule they get beaten worse than before.

When 1 was elected Mayor I had a plurality of
elghty thousand. 1 polled only 47 per cent of the

vote. The following year the candidate for Gov-
ernor polled &7 per cent of the vote In this city, and
last year the local candidates polled 61 per cent.

This all comes from attempts to interfere with the
local government of this city. At the next election
the candidate who stands for home rule in local
affairs will be elected by a plurality of one hun-
dred thousana.”

The members of the delegation humbly told the
Mayor that fmprovement in the system of rentals
in Wallabout Market was very desirable, and the
Mayor ’said he would look into the bill before act-
ing on it.

It will also be charged with the task of set-
tling disputes and preventing strikes whenever pos-
sible, and the services of the committee and its
commigsioner, or genera! manager, will be at the
disposal of any member of the association when-
ever needed. Ample funds were provided for carry-
ing out the plan.

Everybody remembers O/d Vienna in the
Chicago Exposition with its beer gardea,
and quaint houses and queer shops.

In the Antwerp Exposition of 1893 there
was an O/d Antwerp show gotten up on the
Old Vienna principle. In that show old
Flemish furniture had a great part.

The head of Wanamaker's Furniture
Store bought all the furniture, but before
the delivery a fire destroyed all save a very
few pieces. When they came here some
enterprising furniture manufacturers bought
them for samples.

From these models a few copies were
made. The Rambler has seen single pieces
in the shops of the so-called exclusive deco-
rators — reproduced from the Antwerp
models. In such environment you would
assume their antiquity and reverence them
accordingly. But they were like the fre-
quent copies of paintings of the old masters
—just as good as the originals to lock upon,
but lacked the flavor of the heirs of all the
ages when you discovered their youth.

Did you ever stop to think of the com-
mercial value of sentiment? Scores of mill-
ions of dollars are annually expended upon
it. Itis easy to pay big prices for it, but
it is often dead stock when you want to sell
it.

The Rambler learned some interesting
facts about the black oak pieces now shown
at Wanamaker's, and puts them down here
for your information. Seven years have
come and have gone since the Antwerp ex-
hibition, but not until the present season
has a complete line of oak furniture in
Flemish style been made. Wanamaker’s
collection is notable.

It appeals to the artistic fancy and satis-
fies a refined taste. The dining-room com-
mands black oak. Extension tables with
round ends that range in price from $10 to
$125. Side tables that are like little buf-

Halls and libraries compete with dining-
rooms for black oak favor.

Sets of settles, with two hall chairs, single
hall chairs, of sorts emough to please the
most critical, crotchety, crank; pedestals
and taborets, library tables and chairs.
