Berlin, March 20.—The "Voriviirts." the Socialist
organ, severely criticises the speech of Emperor
William yesterday at the opening of the ceremonies
in celebration of the bicentennial of the Academy
of Sciences. It ays:

The Emperor's speech may foreshadow the future
of the academy, but it certainly does not describe
the Institution's historical past.

In to-day's meeting Dr. Nansen and Professor
Mumms.i! got the lion's share of the applause.
Professor Dli-!s, In responding to the congratulatory
address presented by the foreign delegates, ex-
pressed tho hope that nations, like academies,
would combine peaceably, and would conoucr aU
•:,. world with European and American civiliza-
tion. He announced is the first fruit of tills
fraternization of scholars that the French scientists
had decided to publish the result: of French ex-
cavations at Delos and Delphi in the volumes of
the Prussian Academy. This announcement caused
Kreat aoplause.
