brought to bear un the market in recent times. As a re-spor.se to disappointing Liverpool cables the market opened
4 to 8 points lower on near months and unchanged to 4
points lower on far months, fteady in tone Positiveweakness of Its own cropped out later and prices witheredseveral points further. Feeble rallies only occurred during
the balance of the session, and sentiment In the pit con-tinued of bearish average. Reports that the South wasreleasing the balance of spot holdings and was selling the
new crop positions short, coupled with more encouraging
crop advices than yet received this season, figured as
leading factors. But probably the most potent influence of
the day was a batch of cablegrams from Liverpool deplet-
ing great nervousness on the part of Manchester spinnersas a result of reports from India to the effect that famine
conditions were causing serious changes for the worse in
the Far East cloth market. leading to resales of cloths
and yams heM by speculators and others. Though slow
to accept this information, the local trade eventually
placed reliance In the Indian news, more particularly asfinal reports from Liverpool were indicative of great
weakness in present crop positions. There was no denying
the fact that interior stocks are small, the amount of cot-
ton suitable to spinners' use is meagre and that the farm
work South is tmckward. But with spinners here and
abroad supplied for months to come with raw materialand demand for manufactured goeds gradually taperir.g off.the shortage In stocks in the South does not carry the
weight It would under ordinary circumstances. At the
present time the trade seems to be holding out for a cue
from the other side and some new development In the
cotton belt situation. To-day's speculation was not active,
taken as a whole, and for the most part consisted of a
professional Interchange of accounts. The amount brought
Into sight this week, according to Secretary Hester was
118.230 bales, against 147,330 last year, 133.705 in 1898
and 62,587 bales in 1897. In sight since September 1 is

DEFENCE IS THATHE WAS NOT A MEMBER
1 OF THE E. S. DEAN COMPANY.

The defence in the case of James B. Kelloec. of
the E. S. Dean Company, was opened yesterday In
Part Iof General Sessions before Recorder i.off,

jlr. Davis movinp for a dismissal of the case on
the ground of insufficient evidence, which was de-

nied. Delos McCurdy. the associate of Mr Davis,

paid that Hello** was not among the officials, did
not sign the articles of incorporation and held no
stock. He declared that it had not been shown

that Kellogg had ever made false representation!*

and that the prosecution had failed to produce a
single person who sent money to KelloKf? for in-

vestment on the "sure investment plan." Those

who testified on this line had sent their money to

the Dean corporation, and not to the defendant.
He also declared that it had not been proven that

Kello£K had shared in any dishonest division of
money received by the Dean corporation.

XV. M. K. Olcott. the special District Attor-
ney, answered him at length. Mr. McCurdy then
arpued that Mr Olcott was laboring under a mis-
apprehension. His argument showed that he clear-
lymisunderstood that Kellogg had transferred his
Interests In the firm of K. S. Dean & Co. to the
corporation of the E. S. Dean Company. Mr. Mo-
Curdy stated positively that Kellogg did not con-
tinue in the corporation. He said that on October
12. 1896. when the business was changed from a firm
or co-partnership into a corporation Kellogg was
cut off entirely from the business. Mr. McCurdy
declared that the officers of the Dean company
were the parties who should be held responsible.

The. Recorder, however, reconsidered his action
in overruling the defence's objection to the intro-

duction of the ledger of the American Exchange

Recorder Goff said that he had concluded that
the original objection by Mr. Davis to the intro-
duction of the ledger was valid. The jury was or-
dered to disregard the testimony of witnesses who

hed used entries in the ledger to refresh their
memories The ledger was placed in evidence last
Wednesday. Shortly alter Io'clock an adjourn-
ment was taken until 10:30 o'clock Monday morning.
