STILL MORE LARGE PRICES PAID FOR RARE

AND WONDERFTTL BOOKS.

The sale of The library of Aujrustin Daly was
continued yesterday afternoon at the American Art

Galleries. From the point of view of the collector
of rare books the most notable occurrence of the
afternoon was the sale of two volumes "Poetry for

Children." by Charles and Mary Lamb. London.
1&09. G. D. Smith Kot the two volumes at $1,110 a
volume. It was also a Lamb which brought the
highest price of the afternoon, but in this case It
was not the books which were of value. The work
was "The Letters rf Charles Lamb," edited by Al-
fred Alnger, London. Hal The two volumes were
Inlaid from 12mo to fnlio, ar.d Illustrated by the In-
sertion of nearly 400 portraits, views, autograph let-
ters and manuscripts. The collection Included fifty-
eight autograph letters of Lamb's, forty addressed
to Thomas Manning, and the rest to Coleridge. It
Is said to be the most important collection of the
letters of Lamb ever sold. The two volumes were
bought by G. D. Smith at $1,200 each.

What was described in the catalogue as "London
Illustrated" sold at $17 a volume. This consists of
thirty-seven Imperial folio volumes, with views, por-
traits, maps, plans, and so on, connected with the
history and antiquities of London. Each volume is
m effect a gierantle scrapbook. Mr Daly paid. it
was said, $!."*' for the collection, out yesterday it

sold for JC29. Another notable lot bore the printed
title. "Old London Illustrated." but was catalotrued
as "History of Signboards." The special theme
was tavern riens. and there were more than five
hundred illustrations. Including 115 original water

colors. This collection of fix folio volumes sold a*.
$200 a volume to Dodd. Mead A Co. An edition of
Martha J. Lamb's "History of the City of New-
York." Illustrated and extended by the user- of
many hundreds of portraits, views and autography,
was sold at $-57 for each of the nine volumes.

A tract entitled "Our New Home and How to

Begin Right: A Good Word for Immigrants." was
shown by Dr. Shearer to Commissioner Fltchle.
He said this tract had teen given by Mr. Weck-
bacher to an Irish immigrant and had been taken
away from him by Father Henry.

Commissioner Fltchie said that Mr. Weckbacher
should confine his tracts to people who wanted
them. Assistant Commissioner .1-Sweeney said
afterward that the missionary had made nlmseli
obnoxious to many immigrants, especially the He-
brews, by forcing his tract? on them, and In tiiat
way the trouble was precipitated. For some tira-»
there had been considerable rivalry in tract dis-
tribution between Dr. Shearer and Father Henry.

Patrick MeCool. agent of the Irish Emigrant
Society, denied the truth of the charges, and de-
clared that he had r.erw destroyed a Protestant
tract or Bible. "But we have always considered,"
be added "that Mr. Weckbacher did wrong In put-
ting tract under the dinner plmtca of Irish girls
without asking them !f they wished them or not.
These glris are confused enough, with railroad
tickets and other necessary papers, without jrtvlns

Commissioner Fltchle by the Rev. Dr. Georsra
Shearer, secretary of the American Tract Society,
and the Rev George Weckbacher, Its Barge OSce
missionary, that the latter was not permitted to
distribute tracts among the incoming lmnUgranta
at the Barge OrSee. Dr. Shearer particularly
complained against the Rev. Fathtr Michael Henry,
director of the Mission of Our Lady of the Holy
Rosary, at No. 7 State-st., where many Irish
immigrant girls make their home temporarily oa
corning to this country. Dr. Shearer declared that
Mr. Weckbacher had placet! in the bands of many

of the Immigrants tracts of the society, which had
been seized and destroyed by Father Henry and
Patrick McCool. agent of the Irish \u25a0 gram So-
ciety, and that they had also forbidden Irish immi-
grants to accept these tracts. Dr. Shearer salt!
that the American Tract S:>ciety was not denomi-
national, and that tracts and pamphlets were dis-
tributed which never alluded to creeds. The Rev.
Mr. Weckbacher spoke six languages, and he In-
variably asked an Immigrant, when he spoke his
language. Ifbe would accept the tract before ©Sir-
ing lt.

"With the Presidential election coming on. Demo-
crats of power and influence In the country are

Stone, a wily politician, a strong organizer and
alert lighter Is named as likely to step into Sen-
ator Jones's shoes. Elliot Danforth is also named
but he is not regarded seriously as a candidate.

CONTROLLER MORGAN SAID TO BE BEHIND

A BILL THATPASSED THE ASSEMBLY.

Assemblyman AbramC. De Graw, chairman of the
Assembly Committee on Taxation and Retrench-
ment, says that Controller Morgan Is really the
author of the bill that passed the Assembly on
Friday night which does away with the present
tax of ij of 1 per cent on the capital of for-
eign banks doing business In 'his State. The De
Graw bill will Impose a tax of 5 per cent on the
profits of these foreign chartered banks.

"The Controller tells me that the present law has
practically driven the foreign bunks out of the

State." said Assemblyman De Graw last night. "It
is his opinion that a tax of 5 per cent on the profits
of these foreign banks doing business here through

established branches will invite their return, and
thus increase the revenue of the State. As a mat-

ter of fact, Ihave not examined the subject
thoroughly, and Icannot say how many banks
Save been affected by the present law. Iknow
there are branches of the Bank of Montreal and
British North America doing business in this city,
and doubtless there are others."

When James G. Cannon, vice-president of the
Fourth National Bank, was seen last night, he said:
"On general principles legislation that tends to in-
vite capital to this city is commendable, but this
particular bill Is one that Idon't know anything
about, and for that reason Ishould not care to
express an opinion on Its merits."
It was suggested by one banker who was seen

last night that the bill Is aimed to admit some
big foreign bank into this city on an equal foot-
ing with local banks, but Assemblyman De Graw
said the bill was ger.'

TESTIMONY IN DETAIL.

GOLDEVS SENSATIONAL STATEMENT OF THE

PREPARATIONS FOR THE SHOOTINO.

Frankfort. Ky.. March 24.—The prosecution In the
case against the Secretary of State. Caleb Powers,
charged with complicity in the Goebel assassina-
tion introduced Its principal witness to-day. F.
Wharton Golden, of Kr.ox County, an intimate
friend of Secretary Powers. He said he had known
Secretary Powers for seventeen or eighteen years.

and was a good friend of all the defendants. He
was In Frankfort in January and February, and

saw Powers nearly every day. He continued:
"Powers told me to go to Harlan County and

tell Postmaster Hirst to send down ten men who
were regular mountain f<=udlsts."

"What was your understanding of that request?"
"Well, men who would stand up and if neces-

sary go into that legislative hall and kill off
enough to make It In our favor Idid not see Mr.
Hirst. Isaw James Howard. Itold him we wanted
ten men who had good Colts, forty-ri-

"Were the forty-fives to be put in evidence?"
asked Attorney Campbell.

"Ihave watched him (Goebel) for a week, and

Iwould know himas far as Icould see him. and,

damn him. Icould hit him. too:"
The witness on January 30 saw Caleb Powers

and John Powers in the office of the former.
and Governor Taylor and Treasurer Day were
also present. E. J. Howard, of Harlan County,

joined the party and asked Governor Taylor to

call out the militia. Taylor said, waving both
hands: 'My God, you fellows must act first: I
have the soldiers ready, and can get them out
quick enough."

When the witness was asked what was to be
done so that the soldiers would be called out. he
said it was to start a riot in the Legislature
and "clean them up," that is. "kill them." so as
to give the Republicans a majority. Before the
shooting John Powers told the witness that two
negroes had been secured to do the killing,but
he was not told afterward who actually did the
killing.

After giving this testimony the witness was
excused. The prisoners will certainly be bound
over for trial, but it is remarkable that no at-
tempt is made to arrest the real assassin or dis-
close his name. It is now said he is one of the
Philpots. a feudist of Clay County, but the story
has no good basis.

Judge Emmet Field handed down his final
opinion in the Governorship case at ." o'clock
this afternoon. He held that Goebel was regu-
larly declared elected Governor by the Legis-
lature and J. C. W. Beckham was chosen Lieu-
tenant-Governor and succeeded to the Governor-
ship. He also found that Senator Carter was
regularly chosen to preside over the Senate. He
declares* that Governor Taylor Is usurping the
office of Governor and Lieutenant-Governor
Marshall the office of Lieutenant-Governor, and
orders them to vacate and pay costs. To all of
this Taylor and Marshall object and take an
appeal.

Golden tva? exceedingly nervous on the stand

and twice broke down, saying he was too sick
to continue. After he had finished his testimony

he was excused, and the court was adjourned

until Monday. No more witnesses will be intro-

duced by the prosecution, and no further arrests

will be made until the AprilGrand Jury has re-
turned Indictments. Golden will be cross-ex-
amined on Monday Ifhe Is able to endure it.

Goiden'p prircipal testimony was given in the
afternoon. He said that on January 29, the
day before Qoebel was shot. John Powers told

him Goebe! was to be killed the next day. He
saw Powers give a key. supposed to be his of-
