And Congress may even dispose of territory be-

longing to lhe I'nii d States.
1 Dispose' ot now.

Not by making that territory states only; not D>
establishing independent go-,ernnu-nt oniy; iioi by
making that territory a part or the Bepublle only.
Ko; and full provision for such disposition of terri-
tory is made elßewhere In the Constitution. But
the words "dispose ot any territory «ion *"
the United States" stanu mere unlimited aos ute
and Imperial.

A 810 PETITION ASKING FOR RETENTION
OF FEDER^W, TROOPS PRESENTED.

Washington, March 29.—The CVeur d'Alene in-
vestigation onened to-day with no outward evidence
of the exciting scenes of yesterday, although there
was considerable good natured raillery among
members as to when the "first round" would be
called. Governor Steunenberg was again on the
stand, with Representative I.entz conducting the
cross-examination. The evidence was on unim-
portant details until Governor Steunenberg was
questioned as to a recent petition from the Coeur
d'Alene district, asking the Secretary of War to
retain Federal troops there. This petition has not
yet been presented to the Federal authorities, and
the committee went Into executive session to de-
termine what to do with the document.
It was decided to file the petition with the Sec-

retary of Wur, an,] In the mean time it will not
be made public. It Is understood, however, that It
Is an extensive document, bearing about one thou-
sand five hundred names, and states In substance
that, while people at a distance may regard the
policy adopted by the Governor and military au-
thorities as harsh, yet th*» signers fully uphold the
polity adopted, and consider it necessary to over-come the lawlessness and disorder which have ex-
isted for some time. It requests the Secretary ofaf

ANOTHER RELIEF BILL.
MR. PARKER'S PLANFOR RAISING REVENUE

IX PUERTO RICJO.
Washington, March 20—Mr Parker, of New-

Jersey, to-day introduced in the House a bill
"for the relief of Puerto Rico and to provide
revenue therefor." Itrecites the distressed con-
dition of the people and their need of schools,
roads and other Improvements, and provides
that all revenues raised under the bill shall be
paid into the Treasury for the local government,
which until further enactment of law ehall be
the President and such officers as he may deem
necessary. The duty on articles entering Puerto
Rico from foreign countries is made the same as
the duty on like articles coming to the United
States. No duties are to be levied on Puerto
Rican goods coming into the United Statea. but
the local government may levy duties on articles
exported to and imported from the United States
not exceeding one-quarter of the regular duties,
and until such local government acts a rate of
L"> per cent Is fixed on articles so exported from
or imported into Puerto Rico. The hill relieves
the island from all internal revenue and stamp
taxes, but articles sent from Puerto Rico to the
United States must pay the revenue and stamp
taxes on arrival here.

At the request of Mr. Bacon his amendment was
passed over until to-morrow.
Mr. ForaUer offered the following substitute for

Section 5 of the House bill in relation to goods al-
ready imported, and the substitute was agreed to:

That on and after the date when this act shalltake effect, wares and merchandise previously im-ported from Puerto Rico into the United States for
which no entry has been made, and all goods waresan.', merchandise previously entered without pay-
ment of duty and under bond for warehousingtransportation, or any other purpose, for which nopermit of delivery to the importer or agent lias beenIssued, shall be subjected to the duties imposed bytnis act. and to no other duty, upon the entry orwithdrawal thereof; provided that when duties' areoaseo. upon the weight of merchandise deposited inany Puolic or private bonded warehouses. Bald dutiessnail be levied and collected upon the weight ofsuch merchandise at the time of it? entry.

The next committee amendment was, that which
provided that the Spanish or native inhabitants of
Puerto Rico and their children should be "citizens
of Puerto Rico, and a.? such entitled to the protec-
tion of the United States."

Mr. Morgan maintained that the people of PuertoRico were citizens of tho United States, and assuch were entitled to the rights and immunitiesprescribed by the Constitution. Tho amendment,
he said, was a "vain and empty declaration."It became evident that the amendment, could not
be disposed of to-day, and It was parsed over untilto-morrow.

Mr. Morgan offered an amendment to the sectionor the bill which proposes to redeem the Puerto
Kican silver coins in United States money, giving
W cents of American money for the Puerto Rlcanpr-f-o. The amendment proposed to pay 100 cents
for the peso. Mr. Morgan held that in the pro-posed exchange of coins the United States wasinking aavantage of the Puerto Ricans becausethe peso contained the game amount of silver ps
the American dollar. The Puerto Rlcans ho saidwere entlt-cd to 100 cents for their pesos, becausethat amount cf silver in money would be worth

100 cents en the dollar.
Mr. Jcnes, of Arkansas, and Mr. Bacon took thesame position.
Mr. Foraker maintained that the position of theDemocratic Senators was not correct. There wasno intention to deprive the Puerto Rlcans of any

value, as the American dollar now was worth indebt paying power practically two pesos in Puerto
Rico. He believed the proposition of the bill wasentirely liberal to the Puerto Rlcans.

The discussion of the amendment took a widerange, and had not been finished when the Senateadjourned.

He then offered an amendment to Mr. Bacon's
amendment, providing for absolute free trade be-
tween this country and the island. Mr. Bacon ac-
cepted the amendment.

Pending action on the Bacon amendment. Sections
2 and Iof the bill were perfected by the committee.

Mr. Pettus then moved to atrlkn out the provision
in Section 3 providing for a duty of UJ per cent
of the Dlngley law ratca on products of Puerto
Rico Imported into this country.

FREE TRADE MOTION DEFEATED.
The motion of Mr. Pettus was defeated, 1(1 to 8&

as follows:

Later he served at the Naval Academy, at the Klt-
tery and New- York navy yards, and was promoted
to commander on April25, 1877. He then went out
to the Asiatic Station In command of the afonocaoy
an on his return in ISS4 was inspector of ordnanceat the Norfolk Navy Yard. From 1887 to the close
of ISM.--he was inspector of tr^ XVth Lighthouse
District. Promoted to captain on May 28. 1892 he
commanded the receiving ship Independence until1391. when he was placed in command of the flag-
s.hip Philadelphia on the Pacific Station.

In the war with Spain Captain Cotton commanded
the auxiliary cruiser Harvard, and at the battle ofJuly 3 rescued: thirty-five Spanish officers and 637men from the shore, where they had taken refuge
after the \u25a0inking of their ships. He la now com-manding the receiving ship Independence.

TO IfKMIST THE HAWAIIAN COINAGE.
Washington, March 29 (Special).—The House Com-

mittee on Territories has reported favorably Mr.
Knox's bill to retire outstanding silver coinage and
silver certificate currency in Hawaii. Under the
Hawaiian Republic \u25a0. the gold coins of the United
Statea were the only unlimited legal tender; but
silver coins were receivable by law In amounts not
exceeding $10. On the annexation of the Inlands Itwas found that the sliver currency outstanding
amounted to Just $1,000,000, of which $312.U00 i« in
the form of paper certificates of deposit. By Mr.
Knox's bill unabraded coins r-omlng Into possession
of the Territorial (Government are to be remlnted
in San Francisco as rapidly as practicable. To
prevent a temporary contraction of the circulating
medium, collectors of customs In Hawaii are au-
thorized to exchange American standard silver
dollars for Hawaiian coins of Ilk*- denomination
whenever application in made by a native holder.
The Hawaiian dollars are to remain legal tender
for debts In Hawaii until January 1. VM, and the$312,000 of silver certificate* arc to be redeemed by
the Territorial Government on or before January
1. 1804. .after which date it will be unlawful to cir-
culate them as money.

It is shown that .hirt >»n vessels have been >::v-
chaeed by the Quartermaster's Department sicce
March 4, isiiT. exclusive of those purchased for the
Army transport service for transportation incident
to the Spanish war. These included the ferryboat
John Hancock, the steam tugs General Hunt.
Martha and John Barry, and ten steam launches, at

a total cost or $112,479. with $9.r>£s for repairs.
Forty-nine vessels of all classes were purchased

for the Army transport service during and since
tjio Spanish war, including about twenty-five small
craft, such as tugs, launches and lighters, pur-
chased in the Philippines. The total purchase price
of these vessels was $5,074, 45T». and the total cost of
refitting and repairing was $5,189,0*8. The most ex-
pensive vessels were the transports Grant, Logan,
Sheridan. Sherman. Thomas and Hancock. The
purchase price of the ilrst five named was $550,000
each and that of the Hancock MOO.OOO. The expense
of fittingup these vessels Is stated r>s follows: The
Hancock, $543,516; the Grant, J325,1.'9; the Logan,
$483,839. the Sheridan. $339,169: the Sherman 5526

-
»64; the Thomas. $335,355. It thus appears that theHancock, the Logan and the Sherman cost over$1,000,000 each, and the other three named a slightly
less amount. The purchase price of the transport
Meade was 1400.000. and JS7J.OOO was expended in
fitting her up. The purchase price of the Sumnerwas £60,594, and $230,000 additional was expended
in fitting her up. The original cost of the hospital
ship Relief was $450,000. and $2R5,59l was expended in
her transformation. The hospital ship Missouri has
cost the Government so far $430,612, of which a littlemore than half was expended In adapting her tohospital purposes. Two of the large transports, the
Burnside and the Hooker, are captured Spanish
Steamers. All the principal transports were ac-
quired under the terms of their charters, and were
paid for out of the appropriation for the National
defence.

There were 147 vessels chartered for the trans-
port service, at a total cost cf $lrt,fi3l.r>lf> for ser-vices rendered, and a total cost of $1,891,342 in re-storing them to their original condition on cancel-
lation of charters. Of the chartered vessels seven-ty-nine were attached to the Atlantic -fleet at a
cost for service of $2,8*2,254. and for repairs of $175.-
si'O. *The remaining sixty-eight chartered vesselswere employed on the Pacific at a cost of $7 749-
235 for service. and $107,608 for repairs.

TO .TRANSFER TRANSPORTS TO NAVY.
Washington, March 29 (Special).— Representative

Levy has introduced a hill in the House to trans-
fer the Army transport service to the Navy, In
accordance with the practice of all foreign nations.
Itprovides that the transports shall form an aux-
iliary of the naval service after Juno 30 next, and
that the Secretary of the Navy shall, on requisi-
tion, provide for the transportation of "all troops,
stores and accoutrements of the Army as may be
necessary, the responsibilities of such transporta-
tion to begin at the water's edge at embarkation
and end at water's edge of the destination. It is
proposed that all tra.i-nj.-ts • belonging to the
United States shall be officered and manned from
the Navy, except that, when'; Transport? are. char-
tered by the United States the officers and crews
may be included in the charter party. A Bureau
of Transports is to be established In the Navy
Department, commanded by a line officer not below
the grade of commander, just as In the case of
other naval bureau chiefs with similar powers.
The other sections of tho bill provide "that It shall
be the duty of the Navy Department to provide
vessels for the transportation of officers and men,
as well us of other persons attached to the Armyand Navy, and of all stores, equipment and ac-
coutrement for both branches of the service asmay be necessary; to prepare plans for the quick
conversion of merchant vessels to the needs of thetransport service, and to provide proper regulations
to govern the transport service; also that all con-tracts entered Into by the Secretary of War for
the maintenance, construction ami repair of theArmy transports In force on June 30, 1900, shall re-
main in force the same as it' made by the Secretary
of the Navy, in accordance with the provisions
of this act."

COST OF FITTING UP THE SUMNER SHOWN
TO BE MUCH LESS THAN WAS STATED.

Washington, March 29.— officials of the War
Department, taking notice of the. criticisms'" In the
House -yesterday in the discussion of the Army
Appropriation bill on the alleged extravagance

shown by the Quartermaster's Department In fit-
tingout the transporfSumner/ to-day made public
from the records the actual figures, showing the
expenditures to be much different from those stated
yesterday In the course .of-,debate. For Instance,
the War, Department statement shows that the
cost of repairs at -New-York was "not $8,000, as
announced in Congress, but $1,915. The tumblers In
the 6tateroom9 did cost tS) cents apiece and pillow
slips cost 14Vi cents. The glass stateroom doors
cost 50 cents. . The mahogany chairs cost $20, in-
stead of $13. As to these chairs. It Is declared that
experience has shown mahogany to "be the cheap-
est furniture that can be used on shipboard In
point of durability and cost of maintenance. The
three big mirrors In the sideboard did not cost
$1,6C0, but were purchased for $12 50. The silver ser-
vice, which was said to have cost the Government
tS,<X)O, is only plated ware, and all the plate on the.
ship for the use of fifteen hundred men cost $1,293.

Representative Driggs, of New-York, to-day in-
troduced a solution In the House reciting charges
of extravagance in the furnishing of the Surr.ner
and directing that a select committee of nine mem-
bers investigate the Charges In this case and all
others pertaining to the Army transport service.

NAVY TO SIUVEY PHILIPPINES.

IMPORTANT WORK LAID OI"T FOR COM-

MANDER TAVSSIO.

Washington, March 29 (Special).— The Navy De-
partment Is preparing to take advantage of the
coming wet season in the Philippines, with Its re-
sulting cassation of insurgent activity, to utilize
many of the vessels of Admiral Remey's fleet for
thorough surveys of the channels, harbors and
other waters of the archipelago. To carry on
the work Commander Tau^alg, who was brought
home from the command of the Bennlngton several
months ago on account of differences between Ad-
miral Watson and himself, has b«en ordered to
relieve Oomm'inder Sperry in command of the cruis-
er Yorktown. the latter officer's sea tour having
expired, and his presence being required in the
Bureau of Equipment, f'ommnnder Tausslg Is one
of the ablest hydrographlc experts of the Navy,
and on reaching the Philippines he will be placed
in charge of the surveys. He will take with him
t'rom San Francisco on the Solace next month six
complete surveying out tits, which are now being
collected by Admiral Bradford, including all the In-
struments necessary for making soundings andmarking the channels. On his urrlval at Maniithese sets will be distributed among the available
vessels of the fleet, and a comprehensive proiect
prepared In the Naval Mydrographto Office will becarried out.

DIVIDING THE PHILIPPINES.

SECRETARY ROOT'S ORDER CREATING FOUR

MILITARY DEPARTMENTS ISSUED.

Washington. March 29.— The formal order dividing

the Philippines into four military departments was
issued to-day. It is as follows:

By direction of the President the Department of
the Pacific is difcontinued, and a military division
to be known as the Division of the Philippines,
compriolne all the islands ceded to the I'nlted
States by Spain pv the Treaty of Paris, ratified on
April11 ISW, Is created, under command of Major-
Oenernl Klvrell S Otis, V. S. V., with headquarters
in the city of Manila, who. In addition to command
of the troops in th-.> division, will continue to exer-
cise the authority of Military Governor of the
Philippine Islands, the division to be composed of
the following departments:

Deportment of Northern Luzon—To include all
thnt part of the Island of Luzon north of the prov-
inces of Manila. Morrong and Infanta, the fame
being the provinces of Abra. Bontoe, Benguet,
Biitaan, Bulacan, Canyan, Ilocoa Norte. Uocos
Sur, La Isabela df* Luzon. Lepanto, La Union,,
nueva Vlzcaya, Nueva Ecija, J'rlncipe, Pagasinan,
Pampanga, Tarlac and Zamboies. and ali the
iskun'.s In the Philippine archipelago north of Ma-
nila Bay and the province* above named. Major-
General Arthur ftlacArthur, U. t»- V., is aaatgaea to
the command of this department.

Department of Southern Luzon— To include all the
remaining part of the Island of Luzon, the same In-
cluding the following provinces: Albay, Batangas,
Ciunnrinea Norte, ('amnrines Sur, Cavity. Infanta.
La Laguna, Manila and Morong, and all Islands of
the Philippine archipelago which lie nouth of the
south line ..>: the Department of Northern Luzon,
as above described, including the island of Pollllo.

through Weal Pars of Apo to the 12th parallel of
north latitude; thence easterly along said parallel
to I^4 degrees 10 seconds east of Greenwich, but in-
cluding the fiitii"island of Masbate; thence north-
erh through San Bernardino Straits.

TIME FOR SPANISH RESIDENTS* IN THE

PHILIPPINES TO DECIDE ON THEIR AL- \

LEGIANXEEXTENDED SIX MONTHS. \u25a0 ,

Washington. March 20.—Secretary Hay and
the Duke d'Arccs, the Spanish Minister., s'tncu
a protocol to-day extending for six months the
period of time allowed Spanish residents- in the
Philippine Islands to elect whether they, shall
remain Spanish subjects or surrender their alle-
giance and adopt the nationality cf the territory

In which they live. The article In the Peace
Treaty bearing on this subject allowed the Span-

ish residents one year from the date c.t the ex-
change of ratifications of the treaty In which, to

make their choice. That period expires on
April11.

The extension does not apply to Cuba .or
Puerto Rico. It is confined In operation to the
Philippines, for the reason that conditions in the
archipelago have been so unsettled as to war-
rant the Spanish residents In hesitating to make
an election In this Important matter. Many Im-
portant towns InLuzon where Spanish subjects

live are as yet without American garrisons, and
the assertion of American sovereignty over them
has been rather technical than practical,' while
In many of the Philippine island* no American
troops or representatives of the American Gov-
ernment have ever landed. These considerations
are deemed sufficient to warrant the extension
to the Spanish residents of more time in which to
make up their mind as to their future.

It may be, also, that the Spanish residents in
these Islands desire to avoid making a choice
until there has been an authoritative and final
determination In the United States of the ex-
act status of residents of insular possessions.

?PHILIPPINE"; COMMISSION'S WORK.

SECRETARY ROOT OUTLINES THE NEW

BODY'S POWERS.

Washington, March 20.
—

The members of the
new Philippine Commission called on Secretary

Root this afternoon, and they spent three hours

behind closed doors In earnest conference. Th"
Secretary said afterward that the discussion
had covered the probable scope of the work of
the Commission for the next two years. So far
he had not been able to give the Commissioners
written instructions, and the conference to-day

was preparatory to the reception of those In-
structions. It was not the intention to make
the instructions public at present. But It might
be stated in general terms, the Secretary raid,

that the new Commission would have much
broader powers in dealing with the problems
arising In the Philippines than its predecessor.

The primary purpose was the establishment of
local civil government throughout the islands.
In the selection of the civilofficers the Commis-
sion would have a free hand. When asked
whether the civil authorities would dominate
the military, the Secretary replied that as he
saw It no question was likely to arise on that
point. There would be no chance for friction.

The Commission *illmeet again to-morrow
and will continue the conference with Secretary

Root In the afternoon. That will be the last
meeting of the full Commission in Washington

before the departure for Manila. The members
willdine with the President at the White House

to-morrow evening, and to-morrow night three
of them—General Wright, Judge Ide and Pro-
fessor Worcester

—
willgo to their homes to pre-

pare their private affairs for an absence of two
years In the Philippines. Judge Taft, the presi-

dent of the Commission, will go to New-York
Saturday, but '.rillreturn to Washington before
starting for Manila. Professor Moses will leave
Washington Saturday, going directly to his
home in California. The Commission will meet
In San Francisco on April12. and will sail for
Manila on the 15th on the Army transport Han-
cock.

The attaches and staff of the Commission have
been selected, but Judse Taft preferred to defer
the announcement of the names until to-mor-
row, in order to comply with certain necessary
formalities.
