THE OLD DOMIXIOX DAMAGED BY FIRE.

The damage to
ship and cargo will amount to about flo.ooo. The
company has received several offers of steamships

DANISH REPRESENTATIVE WITH FALSE VIEWS
ABOUT THE MONROE DOCTRINE.

A resident of this city, who says he is officially
connected with the Danish Government, but refuses
to let his name bo ured for publication, gave out a
statement yesterday which he declares Is authorized
by the Danish Government. In It he says that
while DenYnark will not accept "Uncle Sam's" offer
of $3,000,000 for the islands of St. Thomas. ?' Croix
and St. John, but Insists upon getting between
J4.000.C00 and $5,000,000 for them, yet "Denmark re-
fuses to believe that the United States, knowing
from the lips of the Danish Government that the
islands are an encumbrance upon It from a financial
point of view, would enforce the Monroe Doctrine
in case Denmark should lease the islands to Ger-
many or any other Power for a lons' ternf*of years.
Any such proceeding would have no basts in law

or in equity, and therefore would be entirely un-
justifiable."
"It Is pretty evident," said a well Informed man

of affairs yesterday, "that this anonymous Dane
who professes to represent his own Government la
a good deal of an ass if he thinks that the United
States, after risking a war with England over the
Venezuelan case In order to uphold the Monroe
Doctrine, would for a moment hesitate to enforce
itupon Denmark, should she contemplate selling or
leasing those Islands to any great Power in whose
possession they would immediately become a seri-
ous menace to the safety of our Atlantic ports."

INCIDENTS IN SOCIETY.

Trolley cars on the BrooklynBridge were blocked
ail the forenoon yesterday, and thousands or paopla
who usually cross the Bridge on these cars wer-»
obliged to walk or travel In the Bridge cars. The
trouble arose from defects In the terminal tracks
and curves on the south roadway at the Man-
hattan end of the Bridge. A new system of ter-

minal curves had been placed there, the rails of tha
old curves having been nearly worn out. Just after

the new rails had been laid yesterday morning tha
trouble began. Several cars got around the cue was
with much difficulty and started back toward
Brooklyn, and then a large Halsey-st. ear about «
a. m. jumped the track at a point where It crossed
three of the four terminal tracks. There it stuck,

defying all efforts to move it.
Jacking Implements were sent for. but it took

twenty minutes to move the ear, and by that tlm»
the blockade of trolley cars extended to the Brook-
lynend of the Bridge, and many people were want-
ing to the Manhattan end of the Bridge on th»
roadway. Orders were sent to stop any more trol-
ley cars running on the Bridge from Brooklyn. It
took a long time to get the stalled cars off tk*>
Bridge, and then workmen began tearing- ny and
relaying the terminal tracks and curves. The waoU
loop system at the Manhattan end of. the Bridge
was changed by the time th*» work was completed.
It was an hour after noon before the trolley cax»
began running over the Bridge again.

GATHERED HERE AXD THERE.

AN EXHAUSTIVE RECORD OF THE LAST

TRIENNIAL AT WASHINGTON.

The report of the tenth annual executive and
third triennial sessions of the National Council of
Women, held In Washington, D. C, in February.
UN, is Just out. It Is edited by Mrs. May Wright

Sewall. and contains over three hundred pages.
Stenographic reports of all th.- meetings and full
reports of the National organizations, local councils
and standing committees are given.

The roster shows that there were at the time of
the triennial seventeen National organizations and
seven State and local councils in the National
Council. Of the State and local councils the State
Council of Rhode Island comprised thirty-two

affiliated societies; the local council of Indianapolis,
fifty-four societies; the local Council of Women of
Qumcy, 111., fifteen societies; the lecal Council of
Women of Portland. Me., fourteen societies; the

local Council of Women of Bloomington. bid.,
twelve societies; the local Council of Women of
Rochester, N. V.. thirty-eight societies, and the
local Council of Women of Minneapolis, sixty-three
societies. The Index comprises a synopsis of the
contents by chapters, as well as a complete index
of all names mentioned in the volume.

Of her work Mrs. Sewall says: "The editor of a
work of this character must to a degree be gov-
erned by her own Judgment. She must always
realize that some other editor would have included
more, some other less, than she has done. Ican
only say that, with the amplest material. It has
been my intention to reject nothing which would
be of vital Interest to the administration in carry-
ing forward the council work, and to include noth-
ing which Is not essential to the accuracy and
continuity of an historic record."

Mrs. Charlotte Perkins Stetson has pro-
posed that in ail large apartment houses the roof
should be converted into a safe and healthful play-
ground."

Mrs. Stetson's scheme includes a systematic fit-
ting up with rocking horses, trapezes, seat swings

and seesaws Even earden beds might be installed
along the sides for the children— and they arc
many— who like to "see things growing."

In addition to the ianre plaything? for genera

use. the children, of course, would take their indi-
vidual toys up to the playground when they wished
and have the little parties that all small folks love.
An awning could be supplied for shade or. sultry
summer days, and would afford shelter in brief
showers.

"Such an arrangement commends itself to every
gent person." said the speaker, "and 'her* is

little reason to doubt that somo up to date builder
will carry the suggestion Into effect before long.
He will have no vacant apartments in his house,
one can safely wager!"

ings for the private n.ursep when they are disen-gaged—a problem which in some remote places it
is not easy to solve.

Simultaneously with the work of this associationspecial efforts have been made both by private
individuals and Her Majesty's Government to es-tablish schools of tropical medicine and to promoteinvestigations into the causes of tropical diseases.
A school has been started at the Dreadnought
Hospital, at the Royal Victoria and Albert Docks,
at Greenwich, assisted by a grant from the Im-perial Government, and there Is also one at theRoyal Southern Hospital, at Liverpool. Bothplaces afford unusual facilities for the practical
study and treatment of these disorders, as ships
constantly return to the docks with severe caseson board, which are at once removed to the hos-pitals.

The control of the tropics devolves more andmore on the Anglo-Saxon race., and it carries with
it the responsibility for the civilization and welfare
of the vast populations which turn to English
speaking people for protection and good govern-
ment.

Tins duty can only be satisfactorily discharged
by men of character and ability who will bring
to their work the best qualities of their race.

The lives of such men are precious, and any or-
ganization whlcn will help to preserve them will
tend to make the task of administration in tropi-
cal countries more easy and lighten the burden
which empire must bring.

MISS PECK TELLS OF ITS DELIGHTS AND

ITS DANGER?.

WORK OF THE FIRST ACXILIAIIYSOCIETY OF

THE RIVERSIDE DAT NURSERY—THOU-

SANDS OF CHILDREN CARED FOR.

The First Auxiliary Society of the Riverside Day
Nursery held Its monthly meeting yesterday at 3
o'clock at the home of Mrs. Dolaplaine Brown. No.

170 West Seventy-second-st. In the absence of the
president. Mrs. Alfred Whitman, the chair was oc-
cupied by the first vice-president, Mrs. John C.
Coleman.

After the reading of the minutes of the previous

meeting by Mrs. C F. Terhune, a song: by Sargent.

"Blow, Blow, Thou Wintry Wind," was sung by

E. It.Lockhart. bass soloist of St. George's choir.
The presiding officer then made a brief address,
calling attention to the necessity for additional
funds for the society's work In the nursery. "As
the summer season approaches." she said, "the
demands increase. We need more money and more-
workers."

The First Auxiliary has Just entered upon its

fourth season, and has a membership of about
one hundred and seventy-five. Ithas added to the
nursery treasury during its existence $1,300.

The nursery cared for L202 children last June, and

the aggregate attendance for 1899 was 11.300. The
days' work secured for mothers during last year

numbered 248.
After the short business meeting Miss Annie 3.

Perk, the famous mountain climber, -was intro-
duced, and gave a delightful talk on her experi-
ences, touching both the humors and the dangers

of the amusement that she finds so fascinating.

"People have often asked mo why Ilike to
climb," she said. "I think it is because Iacquired

the outdoor habit in childhood, as my mother was
sufficiently 'advanced' to encourage my playing
with my three brothers at baseball and other ath-
letic amusements. Providence is a city of hills,
and 1 always wanted to climb one so high that I
should have to take hold of the side with my hands.
Iachieved that desire on the Matterhorn."

Miss Peck, who is not in the least suggestive
of "the athletic woman" in physique, thinks that
"climbing an ordinary mountain is no fun at all."
Her first attempt at a really dangerous climb was
the ascent of the Gross Glockner. with Its tre-
mendous glaciers and snow slopes of dangerous
incline. As she toiled up through the soft snow,
sometimes sinking in above the knee, she said that
she thought, "If the Lord forgives me for this
and Iget back alive, I'llnever do it again!" She
went on until her guide announced that they had
reached the first summit, and he d.d not regard
it safe to go higher. The snow was so soft that
at any moment it might loosen its hold on the
steep rock and carry them down in an avalanche.

An amusing Incident was the encounter with aburly German, who was puffing and panting andbreathlessly begging his guide, to whom he was
strongly attached— by a rope!— to go back. "Why
go on. since he does not want to?" Miss Peck in-
quired, and the guide answered: "He can do it.
He must do it. He has paid in advance!"

Miss Peek Intends taking a party to Europe this
summer to climb the mountains in the Tyrol and
Switzerland. "Almost any one can climb an ordi-nary mountain after a little training." she says,
"but for the great mountains one must have a
sound heart, sound lungs and steady head."

The large number present showed deep interest in
Miss Peck's vivid descriptions, particularly in the
account of her climb of Orizaba, In Mexico, 18,fi00
feet above the sea, an ascent never before or since
made by a woman.
