The speakers, besides the
Commissioners, were Professor Bacon, of the
University of California, and Whitelaw Reld.

which were, first, to establish order, then justice, ’

ATLANTIC CITY S BIG BOOM

MANY HOTELS HAVE EVERY ROOM
CROWDED WITH EASTER GUESTS—
NOTES OF THE WEEK—-SOME
LATE ARRIVALS.

Atlantic City, N. J., April 14 (Special).—Easter
Sunday, 190, will soon be a thing of the past, but
the memory of it will live for at least another
twelvemonth. For to-morrow will mark an epoch
in the history of Atlantic City. With all that has
been said or written about ‘“the biggest season on
record,” with all the booming of the‘City by the Sea
as a winter and spring resort, the actual conditions
existing to-day have not been a whit overdrawn.

When the members of the Hotel Men's Mutual

SHAD IN THE NORTH RIVER

CATCHING THEM AN IMPORTANT SPRING
INDUSTRY.

Already can be seen along the New-.Ji
shore, from Hoboken north to Alpine, consiq.
erable activity among the fishermen. Big poley
are being deposited here and there along the
river front, and large nets are stretched out
upon sticks and being overhauled and repalredq
by busy hands. All this means that the season
for catching North River shad is at hand. Whils
it lasts, shad fishing In the Hudson s
and fishermen from the southern part of New-
Jersey early each spring hurry to the banks of
the Hudson and engage In the occupation.

Many of the fishermen ‘already have thelr nety
in place, and have succeeded In making & few
small catches. The greater number, howeaver
are only getting things in readiness as the u.:
son will not properly open before about April
20. In a few days the river for meveral miles
will be dotted with shad poles. The poles are
sometimes as much as eighty feet long, and ars
used to support the nets. They are placed thir.
ty-five feet apart. The nets used vary In length
from four hundred to eight hundred feet. The
setting of the poles is attended with consider.
able difficulty. The nets are lifted at every
flood tide, and the fish caught are Immediately

sent to market. The Orlole, a small steamboat
from Fulton Market, makes trips up the Tiver
at each flood tide, and the shad are in thig
manner transported to New-York.

When the season is at its height from five
hundred to seven hundred shad are sometimeg
landed In a single lift.

Probably the oldest shad fisherman along the
Hudson 1s John Sculthorp, who for nearly forty
years has been engaged in the business. Scul.
thorp In the summer fishes at Seabright, N.
but every spring finds him In his little hut at
the base of the Palisades, where he remaing
until the last shad has left the waters of the
Hudson. Sculthorp has as many as twenty
fishermen in his employ, and has grown rich
in catching North River shad.

Near the Fort Lee ferry are the huts of Louty
Annett and Frederick Truax, both of whom
have followed shad fishing for many years
These men live In the neighborhood, and are
among the first to set their nets. They find
among the residents ready purchasers for their
first catches, and frequently for an exceptionally
fine roe shad secure as much as $2.

FIVE POLICEMEN LEAP FROM A ROOP,

TWO ALLEGED BURGLARS CAUGHT, BACH GIv.
ING THE NAME JOHN SULLIVAN.

Five policemen took a jump of fifteen feet from
the top of the buflding at No. 388 Pearl-st., occupled
by Robert Orr's wholesale clothing establishment,
to the top of the next bullding, No. 330 Pearlet,
early yesterday, and captured two burglars who
had attempted to enter the store.

On the
roof they found a number of bundles of clothing
tied up ready to be lowered to the roof of the next
building. The officers saw the forms of two men
trying to pry open the scuttla to make their escape.

Without n.ns heeftation the flve policemen leaped
fifteen feet down to the roof of No. 3%, and capt-
ured the burglars.
