ENCOURAGING IMPROVEMENT IN PRI-

VATE sal.es market- competition

IN AUCTION ROOM.

A dlst\nct and gratlfylnp Improvement was dis-
cernible la the market last week, and enotißli busi-
ness was closed to brlnif the volume up to satlsfv-
lng and enoouraginß proportions. A large num-
ber of miscellaneous sales were reported by brokers,

and there were several items of more than ordinary

Interest. One of the bo=u feature* developed in
last week's trading was Its broad diversity. All
kinds of property figured In the budget sales, and
the brokers disposed not only of the usual run of
dwelling- houses and old tenement houses, hut of a
number of now houses, business properties and va-
cant parcels in every part of the city. The business
of the week was not confined to any one section,

and parcels both up and down town were In-
cluded, and the East and West sides contributed
alike to the Items of sal^s furnished by brokers.

There was also some Indication of Investment
buying, not enough perhaps to assure. Immediately

a large Investment movement such as hus been

awaited for many months, but of sufficient propor-

tion* to add variety and interest to a market that
has been singularly barren since the enrly weeks

Of January. The auction branch also contributed
toward the rather gratifying Improvement notice-
able last week. Jt has seldom happened lately

that such keen competition resulted between in-

vestors as was the case last week, when Nos. CTT
and 609 Broadway, running through to Nos. 224
and 226 Mercer-st.. were offered. The parcel was
started at $200,000. and after quick and interesting

bid ling,in which Nathaniel Whitman and William
Demuth were the prominent competitors. It was

knocked down to the former for $311,000. The pur-
(ha^er bought on his own account and for invest-
ment, and It Is said that the rival bidder bad
similar Intentions. As for the i>rie.- recorded In
the sale although it is not what the assessed valu-
ation—s27s,ooo—would warrant, still It Is better than
other auction prices for similar properties. Nos.
353, 355 and 357 Broadwaj sold f..r $32,000 less than

the assessed tax valuation, it willbe remembered.
As bearing upon the matter of assessments in

the district i" question, the following statement,

made by "an officer of the Tax Department" to
"The Record and (Juide." Is worthy of considera-
tion:

We have come to recognize that assessments in
Broadway, particularly between Spring and Walker
Bts.. are unduly high. It is possible that we may

reduce Broadway assessments next year; certainly
they will not be Increased until other sections of
the city have been advanced proportionately. We
this year reduced assessments in Greene and
Wooster Ms north of Canal-st. The chief trouble
with the tax. however, is that it is based on the
market value of real estate instead of on Income.
Why, the ether day a man brought in a complaint
of ovorassessment. He was the owner of a five
story store and office building in Broadway be-
tween Chambers and Wall sts. The building is
fully tenanted, yet the gro<--s income does not suf-
fice to pay one-half the tax. The property com-
prises an Inside plot, having a frontage of some-
what less than 00 fee? an.! a depth of 11"> feet. I
pointed out that the assessment was eminently
fair, in view of the market value which he himself
placed upon the parcel, namely. $800,000, and sug-
gested that be was in a better position than own-
ers of such antiquated small buildings as are not
desired by abutting property holders and cannot
be improved Independently, Of course, all he <-<•11 i
say to this was: "'Well, Ihaven't the money to
build, and wouldn't take the risk ifIhad, the way
rents are now. But Icertainly think it a hardship
that the property Is not able to carry Itself until
Iget a reasonable offer for it." In a city like
ouis there is always a quantity of improved prop-
erty which fails to pay, because of neglect, bad
judgment in construction, incongruity between the
character of the building and the neighborhood or
similar causes. But the tax increases incident to
the Greater New-York consolidation wiped out the
net income of thousands of comparatively modernbuildings, and reduced that of other thousands toa fraction of the normal interest rate. Under the
present law the principal sufferers were the own-
ers of antiquated properties, precisely tho.=e who In
the general Interest should have been touched mostleniently. so as not to compel them to build pre-
maturely, aggravating the oversupply of housing.
With a tax based on Income this evil would not
have been present, and the tone of the real estate
market would have been much more buoyant than
it is to-day.

Among the sales of business properties in the
lower section of the city last week notable items
concerned No. 3 Front-st., N'os. •> R and 10 Bridge-
st. through to Pearl-st., and Nos. 5 and 7 Frank-
lin-st.
