STEEL AND WIRE WORKING.

Objections of Stock Exchange members to the
Steel and Wire management go deep just now,
That is partly because Wall Street rather than
the outside public has suffered, eynics may say,
but it would be more fair to realize that some
regard for the National welfare, and particu-
larly for the prosperity of the great industries,
strengthens  the  indignation commonly ex-
pressed  Among the theusands in the Street
oven cvnics must admit that there are some |
patriotic men, and some whose sound business '
sense foresaw evils more than a year ago as the
inevitable consequence of making great indus-
fries too mueh dependent upon stock jobbing |
operations. They cared enough for the general
welfare (hen to refuse their countenance when
it would have been highly profitable for them,
and they care too much now to exaggerate or
magnify 1he evil consequences which to them
are not unexpected. One remedy which is hotly
urged by some is the removal of the Steel and
Wire stock from the list because of the con-
tradictory statements made about the business
of the company.  That would not help anybody
except the gamblers and the scalpers, now that
the stock has been widely distributed. In some
fashion men would buy and sell it and make
quotations for it, and the less responsible those
dealings the more would sharks tind means to
prosper.

It is not of the least use to blink the fact that |
there has been persistent and stupendous lying |
about the business of this company. The state-
ment of its president, according to dispatches
published yvesterday, singularly unites in one
the two views which have seemed to most
people irreconcilable.  In one sentence he says:
“Our plants have been working night and day
“on overdue contracts and to meet current de-
“mands.” In the next he says: “The tremendous
“pace begaa 1o pile up stocks largely in excess of
“the demand.” Apparently he wishes people to
believe that the company has been uncon-
sciously increasing output at a tremendous rate,
or else that it has been so poorly managed that
a tremendous decline in demand has piled up
stocks largely before it was discovered. The
world knows that a nearer approach to aceuracy |
may be found in the statement by jobbers that
the demand has rapidly deereased and stocks
leavily acenmulated because of the prices
charged. It was recently shown in these ecol-
umns that this company had much more
than doubled the margin between the cost of
material and prices of finished products, in that
respect going beyond all other companies. It
would be strange if the demand had not de-
clined.

But those who tri-
umphantly ecite these figures do not mention
Russia’s stupendous construction programme.

hand hoists for ammunition, so that the rate of

That is, on the whole, a startling indictment
of the British Admiralty, especially since it is
made by so high an authority as Mr. Wilson. It
is well caleulated to cause much heart search-
ing in official cireles and a considerable agita-
tion in the popalar mind. We do not know that
a single one of his charges can be successfully
controverted. On the contrary, there is reason
to think they are all true. There is, to be sure,
apparently one redeeming--or at least relleving
—aspect of the case, which Mr. Wilson himself,
with admirable frankness, concedes. That is
that the other European fleets would, on exam-
ination, probably disclose similar or at least
equally serions defeects. No doubt that is true.
So high an authority as M. Lockroy has re-
cently declared that the French navy is all but
helpless for lack of coaling stations. Others
have pointed out the gravest defects in ships,
armament, and what not. Such discussion of
the Russian navy iz, of course, not permitted,
but we all remember the wretched fate of the
Popoffs, and there are other clreumstances
strongly militating against a too buoyant faith
in the potency of the Russian fleet. All that,
however, thoungh it may be superficlally con-
soling, is not really to the point at issue. It is

| not to the imperfection end weakness of its
i rivals, but to its own perfecilon and strength,

that a nation must look for safety. Not all the
deficlencles and defeets known and suspected
in the French and Russian fleets shonld delude
Great Britain for one moment into delaying to
repair every deficiency and defect her most ex-
acting eritles ean discover in hers.

COMMERCIAL EDUCATION.

It is gratifying to learn that the Chamber of
Commerce and Columbia University have de-
vised a plan whereby the young men of the
city, the State and the country will have an
opportunity to fit themselves thoroughly for the

(duties of Government service and business life.

This is one of the good results of our present
policy of expansion. European countries have
long since seen the necessity of establishing
facilitles for higher commercial education, and
the movement is now spreading rapidly in this
country as well. The buslness men, the Boards
of Trade and the Chambers of Commerce of
various cities are lending thelr support to the
educational scheme, and it is probable that
within a year or two commercial courses will
be offered in all the large universities,

Having foreseen the necessity some time ago,
New-York will probably be the first In the field.
A speclal committee of the Chamber of Com-
merce presented last year an exhaustive report
on commercial education and offered a number
of valnable suggestions toward putting the plan
into practice. The Chamber also suggested the
advisability of establishing a colleglate course
in commerce in connection with Columbia Unl-
versity, where so much has already been done
in economie and political education by the
School of Political Sclence. The plan has met
with a ready response from members of the
Chamber and others interested in commercial
edacation. A subseription list has been started
for raising the necessary fund, headed by the
president of the Chamber; a number of names
have already been added, and it 18 hoped that
arrapgements can be completed in time to'ulluw
Colnmbia to begin the new course in the au-
tumn,

STRANGE THINGS IN GUAM.
Astronomers are getting ready to send out ex-
peditions at great expense of time and labor to

 observe the solar eclipse in varions more or less

remote spots of the world. This phenomenon
lasts only a minute or two, but they consider
themselves well repaid if they get an unobstruect-
ed view of what happens in that brief space of
time. There Is a phenomenon now to be noted
in the South Paclfic Ocean, however, that would
seem equally to repay the immediate dispateh
of a squad of scientific observers, for it may
not last much longer than the coming obscura-
tion of the sun after it becomes generally
known in the centres of civilization. The ob-
pneeded are political economists and

is the state of affairs now existing in the island
of Guam. We published an Interesting account
of it in last Sunday’s Hlustrated Supplement, in
a letter from Lieutenant Safford, U, 8. N,, who
has been Vice-Governor of the island.

According to his account, Guam Is one of
those spots of virgin soil in the economic world
such as exist in very few places on the earth
to-day. Guam, in fact, seems to be at the an-
tipodes in more than the geographical sense.
The political economists used to conjecture a
remote island. cut off from the network of a
highly complex eclvillzation, its stresses and
strains, and imagine what the inhablitants
would do and what sort of a development would
take place there. Lieutenant Safford leads us to
believe that if they are qulck about it they can
see in Guam something like an actual realiza-
tion of this iridescent dream.

In his stmple but startling phrase, everybody
in Guam is rich. Everybody owns land, and
everybody gets a good living from it by culti-
vating it. Nobody wants to work for anybody
else, because he has all be can do working for
himself. There are no “captains of industry”
and no walking delegates; no iniquitous trusts

! and no labor unions. There are, therefore, ap-

parently no strikes and no lockouts—no “lahor
problem™ at all, in the sinister sense in which
we hear of it sometines nearer home. There is
no conflict between eapital and labor, because
every man is at once his own capitalist and his
only hired man. If anybody thought of a con-
flict he could be much more easily convinced of
the common interests of capital and labor than
some of his contemporaries In this part of the
world. No one set of farmers finds it necessary
or desirable to crush any other set—they do not
even compete with each other, and hence, as
there I8 no concentration of executive funetion

or saving of superfluons salaries, it may be

| feared that there is little of that economy of

operation that enables the payment of big divi-
dends and the consequent diffusion of prosper-
ity. It may also be doubted whether there is

| any just conception of the right of “labor" to

manage other people’s business, to prevent other
fellows from earning a living when it chooses
not to, and to show sympathy with the op-
pressed by putting all the rest of the community
to loss, discomfort and danger,

It Is only just now that these people in Guam
have had any iaxes to speak of; having discov-

| ered that taxes are for the benefit of the com-
| munity (In Guam),

they actually approve of
them! Nobody wants any money; they have
little more use for it than Robinson Crusoe had,
for there Is no “effective demand” for what
people do not raise themselves. “You have to
beg people to sell you things,” as Lieutenant
Safford puts it; and it is difficult at that, for,
apart from tobacco, they can only exchange
thelr products for something else they do not
want. We are glad to hear about that tobaceo,
for it brings us a little nearer to real eivillzation
again.

The economist will be relieved, however, to
learn also that these people do have some of the
properties of civilized man. There are some
who have tried to encroach upon the land of
their neighbors, and have had to be restrained
therefrom by the strong hand of the law. Also

| we hear of some who, being forced into office

agalnst thelr will, and receiving no salary, have
' been “subject to the temptation of accepting
bribes to keep body and soul together.” We are
" not informed whether or not they yielded, but
| it is, after all, a satisfaction to know that Guam
' is really on this earth. The lack of all the
- smoothly running machinery of modern civili-

zation is, of course, a terrible handicap to true
7progr(-ss in this island. It will doubtless be
! gpeedily supplied. But In the mean time Guam
| Is a most interesting place for the economists to
study, only we advise them to lose no time
about it.
