Do you know. Icannot Imagine what bicycle rid-
ers are thinking of? lam speaking of the debt
they owe the League of American Wheelmen,
which they should repay by beromlng members
and thereby be assisting it. As a matter of
fact, Ido not believe they think of the mat-
ter at aM. for Ido not believe American wheel-
men are ingrates, and scarcely any other construc-
tion could be placed upon f;«e genera! lack of sup-

?i>rt given us, if wheelmen consider the eubject.
t is only a few years ago that the bicycle and the

•wheelmen, as such, had no standing whatever In
the courts of the country- They were at the
mercy of prejudiced city and State officials and of
wagon and truck drivers. They were hampered
by all manner of foolish legislation. To undo this,
organization wu necessary, and the League of
American Wheelmen furnished it. After the hardest
kind of work it gave the bicycle its present status,
from -which are derived all the privileges wheel-
men now have throughout the land. When wheel-
men ride along in peace and contentment few of
them think of the fact that they individually owe
to the organisation a debt of gratitude for the
rreval'ing conditions. Suppose we were suddenly
to return to the old conditions; don't you sup-
pose every wheelman in the country would gladly
cor.tribute Jl a year to again have what he now

In America this season. It willbegin at Woodside
Park, Philadelphia, next Saturday afternoon with
an international hour match race between Kenneth
Skinner, of Boston, who rode from Boston to New-

MATJE DIRECTOR OF ATHLETIC SPORTS TO

THE PARIS EXPOSITION—WILL SAIL

IN ABOUT A WEEK.

Ferdinand W. Peck, United States Commissioner-
General to the Paris Exposition, has appointed Al-
bert (t. Spalding. of New-York, director of athletics
to the United States Commission. Mr. Spalding has
accepted the appointment, and will sail for Paris
In about a week to take charge of that part of
the international programme of athletics, sports

and games In which the United States will partici-
pate.

The athletic authorities In America, particularly

those representing the Amateur Athletic Union of
the United States and the Intercollegiate Asocla-
tlon, have been at sea for some time as to Just
what the programme at Paris would be. Therefore
the announcement that Mr. Spalding has consent-

ed to accept the place of director of sports will be
pleasant news to the followers of sport on this
fide of the ocean.

There has been arranged a liberal programme of

si'orts to be carried out In Paris during the year,
and America will furnish almost 25 per cent of the
total entries for the athletic portion of the pro-
gramme.

From boyhood Mr. Bpalding has been In touch
with athletics of all descriptions. He has kept pace
with the times, and he has done much to popu-
larize American sport. Inhis day he has been one
of America's best known baseball players, and is
u"w a leading manufacturer and a member of sev-
eral prominent clubs. He has successfully man-
aged such ventures before. He was instrumental
in having the championship games held at the
World's Fair in 1593.
Mr. Spalding was president of the National Cycle

Board of Trade and organizer! the American Bi-
cycle Company, and was its first president.

The contests arranged for at Paris comprise not
only athletic games of all kinds, but bicycling, au-
tomobollsni. shooting, fishing, balloontng, pigeon
flying, rowing, ya'.hting, life savin*, etc. Printed
programmes inEnglish will soon be Issued. Inquiries
may ho addressed to him at the New-York office
of the Paris Exposition Commission, No. 120 Broad-
way, or the Paris offices.

cabin sloops to enter for a series of races for a
$100 cup offered by a member of the club, the first
contests to take place on June 16 and 29 and July 21.

The 36-footer that is now building at Law-ley's
for J. Rogers Maxwell, of the Atlantic Yacht Club,
New- York, is from the lines of Crowninshield. and
will be of composite construction, 56 feet 9 inches
over all, 36 feet 3 inches waterline, 12 feet 10 inches
beam, and B feet 6 inches draught.

The usual answer was. "Iguess there is room for
us all here," and in no case was there any feeling
of jealousy exhibited. The fact is that many
skippers now holding prominent posts among theyacht masters were once Inthe same position them-
selvea. Captain "Charlie" Barr was in early days
in British service, and so was Captain C W.Scott, of the big steam yacht Aphrodite

The American and Canadian fleets which are
being built for the challenge and defence of the
Seawanhaka International Cup are under the
control of construction and scantling rules which
are here printed for the flrßt time in New-York.
The rules printed here are for yachts of twenty-

five feet racing length, and are partly the work of
an amateur, who. In the smaller classes, has for
four years or more designed the fastest craft in
existence. In this agreement the experience of a
number of skilled men has been utilized, and,
though all such laws are for the present experi-
mental, these will be regarded as coming from
good authority:

Article XV.—Yachts shall be constructed in ac-
cordance with the following restrictions:

First—The planking of hull shall not be leas than
one-half (Vfe) Inch thick at any point.

Second— The frames or ribs shall be of oak. elm
or other hard wood, and shall not be less than IV4square inches per lineal foot of length of vessc-1;
they may, however, be spaced as desired. Exam-
ple: Frames may be ll^xl spaced 12 Inches centre
to centre, or -'^xl spaced 6 Inches centre to centre,
or spaced 2,4 Inches centre to centre.

Third—The deck plank shnll not be less than
V2inch thick if without covering, but where cov-ered with canvas may be :l»:l» inch thick. The deck
beams shall not be less than ll^ square inches per
lineal foot of length. Example: l>ck beams may
be l^ixl spaced 12 inches centre to centre, or l'ixV.spaced 6 inches centre to centre.

Internal bracing, floors, knees or other stiffening
members shall not be included in the area of the
frames or deck beams.

Yachts must not exceed twenty-five feet racing
length, and will be measured with a dead weight
of 450 pounds placed on board at the centre of
buoyancy The hull or keel shall not exceed five
feet in draught of waur. and, with the centre-
board down, shall not exceed six feet; and centre-
boards shall be so constructed that they may be
wholly housed without leaving a projection below
the hull. The sails, which are limited to mainsail,
jibs and spinnaker, must not exceed five hundred
square feet The spinnaker boom, when used in
currying sail, shall not be lushed to the .stemhea.J

BRITISH SKIPPERS FOR YANKEE YACHTS.
"The Yachting World" notes the fact that Brit-

ish skippers seem to be In demand In America andgives the news that Captain Sycamore, who was
second In command en the Valkyrie 111. has beenappointed to the charge of the new 70-footer which
has just been purchased, before completion by
Cornelius Vanderbilt from E. D. Morgan. This is
one of the four Idem-class seventies which Herres-
hoff is finishing, and Captain Robert Wiinge, who
was one of the skippers on the Shamrock during
her races here, will be in charge of unother of the
same fleet, "for Mr. Beaumont, of New-York."
Captain Sycamore will bring over his entire crew
from Brightlingpea, and Captain VVringe will bring
half his crew from the English professional yacht
sailors, while the othtr half will be engaged at
New-York. "The Yachting World" adds:

Captain William Mastnell sailed for New- York on
Saturday to n sume his command of Percy Chubh's
famous Vigilant, while Captain George Mastnell
who for several seasons sailed the old Watson
forty. Queen Mab, will, we hear, this season be inchargv of a new vessel, probably one of the new70-footers.

It has been lenrned that when the Watson de-
signed Erin Is finished for Sir Thomas Llpton Cap-

tain Sycamore will be at once put In command.
On Watson's string there are \u25a0 number of capable
skippers, but for the races for the America's Cup
Captain "Ted" Sycamore Is considered by him to
bo the best. Mr. Watson places a pood dfr.i of im-
portance on the fact that this man has already

bad experience In the work required, and has a
better Idea of the condition to be encountered on
this side than any one could have who has not

l<ten In the thick of it before. The command he
held on the Valkyrie 111 With Captain Cranfleld was
a dual one, but Mr. Watson, th» designer of the
Valkyrie, was on board at the time of the ISDS
races, and he is perfectly satisfied with Sycamore's
ability. As to the employment of two skippers
on one boat, Captain Sycamore says:

Itlooks nil right in theory, but It willnever work
out In practice. No matter how well two men get
on together they cannot go through a race, both
believing themselves to be In command, without
some little trouble arising It la argued that two
heads are better than one. and that it steadies a
man in an important race to be able to refer some
point on which he may be doubtful to some one
else In whom he can have full confidence. This
may be so, but in that case one of the skippers
should be shipped either as mate or pilot or con-
sulting skipper, or anything else you like to call It
—except skipper. 1 don't suppose any keen sailor
ever lost a race without wanting to swear nt him-
self for not having done something else than what
he did do at .some part of the race, and this be-
comes much worse when there has been a differ-
ence of opinion on the matter and one has Insisted
on having his way against the advice of the other.
Ibelieve that the only satisfactory method is to
have one man In command, whose decision will be
final, and who knows that he will be entirely re-
sponsible for the sailing of the boat.

The position on the first board afforded little
scope for enterprise on either side. Tattersall. who
on Friday had made persistent attempts to win.
realized the true condition and offered a draw.
This Rice, of Harvard, refused, because accepting
a draw would be equivalent to rrslgnlng the match.
as matters then stood. Both players continued to
manoeuvre, and at the noon recess the Harvard
man saw an opening and a chance for breaking
the deadlock. The defeat of Austell, however,
made It impossible for the Americans to win, as
they now were three points behind. Rice therefore
offered a draw, at the same time tendering con-
gratulations to the British players on their victory.

Appended Is a summary of the match, giving
openings and results:

Undoubtedly the best contested and most Inter-
esting game was that on Board No. 6, between
Wiles, of Cambridge, and Austell, of Yale. At the
beginning of yesterday's play the Yale man sacri-
ficed a Rook for a Knight and then made a num-
ber of moves with his Queen, which threatened
rr.ate in a forced number of moves each time.
Wiles had only one defence, and Austell emerged
from the complication with a powerful array of
pawns and a Bishon against a Rook. The Yale
man repeatedly missed chances to secure victory
and ultimately lost the game.

For the third time the American universities had
to acknowledge defeat when Hunt, of Princeton,
surrendered to Softlaw, of Cambridge. The Ameri-
cans already had made themselves familiar with
the Idea of losing the game, but Hunt at the begin-
ning of yesterday's play slightly Improved his posi-
tion, and hopes rose. Ultimately, however. Soft-
law forced matters by smart combinations which
won a Rook.

England took the lead soon afterward, when
Cook, of Yale, resigned the game on the fourth
beard to George, another Oxford man. 1uls con-
test had been a forlorn hope since Friday after-
noon. AllCook could do was to struggle on brave-
ly against overwhelming odds In material and po-
sition.

The first of three consecutl-'e victories for the
British universltler. wns achieved by Kills, of Ox-
ford, over Columbia's crack player, Bewail. This
gume was a bitter disappointment for the Ameri-
cans, for to figure out a favorable result It was
indispensable to count this a draw. On the re-
sumption of play Sewall wns confronted by diffi-
culties, especially when Kills'? passed and united
centre pawns threatened to march Into queen-
ing. Sewall averted Imminent danger, hut event-
ually Ellis made his superior position tell. The
score of the match was then a tie. each having

won one game.
