General Chermside's and General Bundle's di-
visions were only twenty miles from Wepener
yesterday, so, unless unforeseen difficulties arise,

they should to-day be petting into touch with

the little colonial force which Is besieged, and by

to-morrow have accomplished its relief, the two
divisions being overwhelmingly superior to the
Boer force.

BUNDLE'S DIVISION IN CONTACT WITH

THE BESIEGERS AT WEPEXER.

Bundle's force came

enabled Bundle to drive the enemy off and oc-
cupy the high ground the enemy had been hold-
ing. Rundle advanced this morning early, and is
now again enraging with the enemy. Our cas-
ualties yesterday were two men severely and
Lieutenant O'Connor and seven men slightly
•wounded.

Boshrtf. Orange Free Ptate, April 21 —At mid-
day yesterday General Methuen's field force at
Fwartikopjesfcntejn were ordered to return to
Fophof. It? convoy extended over six mile?.
The e«=?ort took up a position on a hill command-
ing the road, juftin the nick of time, as a force
of two thousand Boers, with two guns and a
pompom, suddenly appeared in thf> vicinity and
:>j«-ned a v?ry heavy fire. The British, however,
held them la check until the column reached n
point of safety when th^y retired. The British
had several casualti<=-K. The Boers fought de-
terminedly, and must have suffered consider-
ably, as they once advanced to within three
hundred yards of the hill, whence a concealed
detachment of the British opened a heavy fusil-
lade on them.

FEXCERs- CLUB GETS THE CUP AGAIN,

FLIGHT FROM JOHANNESBURG.
A CLERGYMAN TELLS HOW BRITISH SUBJECTS

GOT OUT WHEN WAR CAME.

The Rev. Charles Phillips, of Johannesburg.
South Africa, is one of the delegates to the Ecu-
menical Missionary Conference. Though he be-
lives in the justice of the British cause, he would
not go into that part of the question in an inter-
view, because of lick of opportunity to give in full
the reasons on which his belief rests. He said:

Ileft Johannesburg on October S. the night before
the ultimatum was sent. . The intention was to
have dispatched the ultimatum on the day of our
departure, but it was delayed. Iwas ordered to
go because Iwe*a British subject. At first we re-
ceived permission to stay if we would sign papers
pledging neutrality. This was what many of us
intended to do. So we stocked our houses with
provisions for use during the hostilities. But later
the command was given U.at we must go. Leav-
ing our houses and their stores, we had to hurry
away. The trouble about transportation was great—

only one. railroad station and as many as four
thousand British subjects there at one time. The
railroad company was afraid it might lose Its cars,
so it sent tears only. By chance there was one
coach, and through the kindness of the women I
was allowed to stay there under cover. The ride
was forty-eight hours in length, find during Its
course rain fell. Isaw those on the frelghtcars
wringing the water out of their clothes.

The Boers wore eager for war some time before
it came. They had the best Mausers in the world,
and enough of them to arm Cape Colony, Natal and
the Transvaal twice over. In ammunition they are
equally well supplied. No; the end of the war
will not be through lack of equipment. But it will
most probably come with discouragement. After
Roberts won those victories, you know, the Boers
for a time became demoralized. Now. 1 believe
that after the next victory Roberts, wins— course
it will depend upon the nature of tho victory, its
magnitude and completeness— the Boers will lose
heart, and there willbe little more fighting. Still,
they may fall back to Pretoria and prepare for a
siege. And Pretoria is a natural fortress, simply
Impregnable It has five strong forts, which com-
mand every road leading to the city.
Ido not see why the Boers will not become good

British subject? If England gives them— as there
can be no possible doubt she will—equal rights
with the Englishmen, granting neither side a single
privilege, that Is not offered to the other. Take
Canada. The French had less reason to like the
English than the Boers have cause to be friends
with England, with whom they have many "com-
mon Interests.
Ihave many friends among the Boers. Ilike

them, and never do Isay anything against them.

The transport Portugal, with eight hundred
troops from Lisbon, has arrived at Lourenco
Marques. The presence of these reinforcements
will make Portugal feel easier regarding the

Boers' protest against the British use of Belra.

The Presi-
dent made a speech to them, and the force was
afterward photographed.

Chief Justice, Baron Russell of Klllowen, will be
a mem! er.

Later the Boers shelled Elandslaagte Colliery.

Ten shells fell close to the mine, but did no

damage. The work at the mine was stopped,

but. it Is hoped, will be resumed to-morrow.
The British guns opened fire The naval bri-

gade on the right sent a few shells In the direc-

tion of the Boers' guns, which were posted on

a long ridge four thousand yards to the right of
the bridge. They were difficult to locate, but

the Roers were soon seen retreating over the

hill toward Wesael'a Nek. Several of the shells
cautrht them and must have done some damage.

Dr. Grant was born In
Irondequolt forty-five yearn ago. He was gradu-

ated from the I'niverslty of Rochester in 1874, and,

after winning his diploma as a physician, went

Went withhis family, settling at Lodi. Cal.. several
years i\go. Dr. Grant purchased a plantation at

Mettalalteyuea and began raising coffee. He was
the only physician for one hundred miles round.
The natives trusted him with all their ailments, and
he gave them the benefit of his attendance for
nothing.

Beecher, a brother of the late Henry Ward
Beecher. died this morning at the home of his
daughter, Mrs. G. W. Noyes. In Georgetown.

The Rev. Charles Beecher was the last surviving

son of the Rev. Dr. Lyman Beecher. He was born
on October 7. ISIS. at Lltchfleld, Conn., where his
father was pastor of the. Congregational Church,

and was two years younger than his famous
brother, Henry Ward Beecher. His education was
secured at the Boston Latin School and at Bow-
doln College, where he was graduated in 1534. Like
all his brothers he entered the ministry, and after
a theological course at Lane Seminary, of which
his father was the head, he became pastor of the
Presbyterian Church at Fort Wayne, IntL, in

1841 Tils theological views were liberal, and In ISSI
he became pastor of a Congregational Church In
Newark. N. J., where he remained three years. He
then became pastor of the First Congregational
Church in Georgetown, Mass. In IK7O he went to
Florida, where he lived for seven years, and was
State Superintendent of Public Instruction for two

years. He was afterward pastor of a church In
Mysox, Perm. The last years of his life were
spent In Georgetown, where his daughter lived.
The specialty of the Rev. Charles Beecher was
music, and when his brother Henry compiled the
"Plymouth Collection of Hymns and Tunes.'
Charles had charge of the music In It. He also
edited the "Autobiography and Correspondence of
Lyman Beecher." and was the author of "Re-
deemer and Redeemed," "Eden Tableau." "The In-
carnation, or Pictures of the Virginand Her Son."
"David and His Throne," "Spiritual Manifesta-
tions" and "Patmos."

Two others of Dr. Lyman Beecher s children, the
Rev Thomas K. Beeche- and Mrs. Mary Beecher
Perkins died on the same day a few weeks ago.

The only remaining one living of the eleven chil-
dren Is "Mrs. Isabella Beecher Hooker, the young-
est daughter, who Is in her seventy-ninth year.

M. ALPHONSE MILNE-EDWARDS.

Paris. April 21.—M. Alphonse Milne-Edwards, the
distinguished French naturalist and Director of
the Museum of Natural History, died this morning.

Alphonse Milne-Edwards was born in Paris on
October 13. IS3o. He was the son of the celebrated
scholar, Henri Milne-Edwards, who died In ISSS.
The son received the degree of Doctor of Medicine

In 1859; first became his father's assistant, and in
186T. was appointed professor In the School of Phar-
macy Eleven years later he succeeded his father
in the chair of zoology at the Museum, of which he-
became director In 1891. He took part In the
Travailleur and Tultsman expeditions, and for his
discoveries in the domain of sub-marine fauna he
tecelved the Grande Medaille dOr of the French
Geographical Society. He was elected a member
of the Academy of Science In 1877 and of the
Aca.lemy of Medicine in 1885. He was decorated
with the Legion of Honor in 1868. and was pro-
moted an officer in ISB4. His publications on the
subject of zoology were meritorlus. He was a mem-
ber of the Institute.
