THE DRAMA.

JEFFERSON AS ACRES.

Last night at the FIftn Aveanue Theatre Mr.
Jefferson revived "““The Rlvals” and impersonated
Acres. This theme has often heen discussed in
this place, and a new line of comment upon it will
scarcely be expected. Mr. Jefferson's condensa-
tion of Sheridan’'s comedy —justified equally by the
example, the stagze requirements of the
present day, and the crisp 1nd sharp comlc effects
that have been obtalned by slight changes of the
original, —presents the substance of the play in
three fluent acts, makes Acres steadily diffusive of
humor, in three animated and brilliant scenes, and
takes nc greater liberty with Sheridan's work than
such as deepens its comic tints and augments
sympathetic allurement. The character of
Acres is made less rural and more whimsical, less
rough and more amiable and attractive—not a
coarse Tony Lumpkin, but an artless good fellow,
vain and empty, but genial and human, capable of
inspiring kindness if not downright affection, and
excesdingly amusing in his egregious self-compla-
cency, his blundering ineptitude, and his famtastic
folly. The points especially emphasized are the
meeting between Acres and the jealous, irascible,
self-tormenting Falkland; the interview between
Acres and Sir Lucius O'Trigger, when the chal-
lenge {s prevared for the mythical Beverley, and
the frustrated duel in King’s Mead flelds, when
Captain Absolute's tangle is unravelled and “Fight-
ing Bob" is released from his direful dilemma. Mr.
Jefferson, in acting Acres, has done for the part
what no one else ever did—he has made it not only
laughable but lovable: his auditors, during the duel
scene, are scarcely less anxious for the relief of his
rueful suspense than they are irresistibly amused
by the comicality of his plight. Upon the innumer-
able deft touches of art with which the amusing
vanity of Acres is made to impel him into a re-
actionary demonstration of valor,—such as almost
instantly recolls from its own exuberance,—and then
to leave him stranded in a trepidation that is
half painful and wholly comic, an observer’s com-
mentary might extend to a treatise: for every gest-
ure i{s expressive, every pose is eloquent, and the
play of feature and the modulation of tone, in
their wonderful variety, complete an embodiment,
which, whether it be that of the author or that of
the actor, is a distinct and delightful ideal per-
fectly made manifest. The performance held a
good audience enthralled with pleasure, and it was
absorbed with eager interest and rewarded with
copious and almost continuous applause.

The droll situations and the pungent dlalogue of
“The Rivals” impart to it a marvellous vitality.
Time has not impaired its force or staled its fun.

THIS GOVERNMENT'S FIRM POLICY BE-
GINNING TO HAVE SOME EF-
FECT IN CONSTANTINOPLE.

Washington, April 21.—Ali Ferrouh Bey, the
Turkish Minister, had another conference with
Secretary Hay at the State Department to-day,
which, in his opinion, tended stiil further to en-
hance the prospect of a complete and amicable
settlement of the American claims. The Minister
refused to discuss the conference, heyond ex-
pressing the belief that the negetlations are fast
rearing a satisfactory conclusion. He also re-
fuses to divulge any information which he may
have recelved from his Government as to how
the present agitation is regarded in Tugkey, or
any instructions received by him regarding the
course he shall pursue as diplomatic representa-
tive in Washington. From the character of the
inquiries made by him at the State Department
it 18 believed that he is seeking information
rather than imparting it.

It is certain also that his visit has not
changed the status of the claims in any degree,
for it is said that they remain in the same posi-
tion they occupied yesterday and the day before.

It is understood that the Minister communi-
cated to his Government by cable the substance
of \his recent interview with Assistant Secretary
Hill, and it is belleved that the dispatch was
the basis for the interview between the Sultan
and the United States Chargs d'Affaires in Con-
stantinople, reported to have taken place this
morning. This sign of awakened interest in
American representations on the part of the
Turkish Government is noted with gratification
here.

MR. GRISCOM SEES THE SULTAN.

PORTE OFFICTALS UNAWARE OF STRAINED
RELATIONS WITH THIiS COUNTRY.

Constantinople, April 20.—Lloyd C. Griscom,
United States Chargé d'Affaires, to-day had a
long private audience with the Sultan, who was
very cordial.
