Summer Resorts

Waahlnprton, April 21.—After a discussion lasting
more than two hours, the Senate to-day adopted
the two resolutions offered yesterday by Mr.
Bacon, of Georgia, calling: on the Secretary of War
for Information as to the allowances made to Army

officers stationed In Cuba and Porto Rico and the
sums expended in providing quarters, equipages
and other conveniences for them. The debate took
a wide ranjre, many flails.I taklnf? part in it.

Senator Pettl&rew delivered a characteristic ad-
dress in support of the resolutions. He criticised
the statements made by the President and the War
Department in response to his resolutions, main-
taining; that they were not complete or satisfac-
tory.

Mr. Hawley, chairman of the Committee on Mili-
tary Affairs, resented the statements of the South
Dakota Senator as "reckless and unwarranted."
and asserted that all information required by the
Senate would be furnished In due time.

Mr. Carter, in an explanation of the subject,

which be had investigated, said that additional
salaries had not been granted to Army officers
serving in Cuba or Porto Rico. When the United
States assumed the functions of government in
Cuba and Porto Rico Army officers were assigned

to perform civil as well as military duties. These
officers, Mr. Carter said, were thrust into positions
where their expenses necessarily were considerably

Increased, He cited the case of an officer of his
acquaintance who found It impossible to meet this
additional expense out of his regular salary. He
therefore asked to be relieved from duty in Cuba
or an allowance for expenses. He received an al-
lowance of $1,800 a year, because the Secretary of
War and the President felt that the officer ought

not virtually to be fined for the performance of
duties to which he was assigned.

In response to an inquiry from Mr. Cockrell as
to the sort of expenses which made the allowances

to officers necessary, Mr. Carter replied that there
were scores of expenses attached to official sta-

tions which no gentleman could or would refuse to

meet. This was true of the President of the United
State*, and It was true of the Governor
of Cuba. It was evident that the officer? In Cuba
needed the additional money for expenses which
they would not incur in the discharge of their
regular military duties. There was no pretence, so
far as he knew, that the allowances' made to of-
ficers were to be regarded as additional salaries.

Mr Tinman suggested that it might be well to

ITALIANS TELL OF THE ATTACK ON MARCH 17

BT. COLOMBIAN OFFICIALS.

Dr. Antonio d'Amico ami Professor Arturo Malen-
chinl arrived here yesterday from Barranquilla,
Colombia, by way of Venezuela. They are the two

Italians who were assailed for no apparent cause
by Colombian army officials at Barranqullla on
March 17, for which the Italian Government ia ex-
pected to demand an apology. The circumstances
which have led to the serious breach between the
Government of Colombia and the foreign residents
at Barranquilla and which threaten a diplomaiic
controversy with Italy, were tcid to a reporter by
Dr. d'Amico.

The doctor had invited some of the most prom-
inent residents to a dinner at the Hotel La Estrell^i,

which was to celebrate the departure of Dr.
d'Amico and Professor Malenchlnl for Rome. The
party included the Spanish consul, the secretary

of the Austrian consulate, several Italians. Eng-

lishmen. Colombians and two Americans.
When the last course of the dinner had been

reached. General Palacle, commanding the Govern-
ment forces at Barranquilla, accompanied by Gen-
eral de Castro, entered the banquet hall, and, ac-
cording to Dr. d'Amico. began a tirade of abuse
against all present, characterising the affair as a
revolutionary gathering. It is alleged he wound up
his denunciation, which was punctuated with
"Down with Italy!" with a signal which was an-
swered by twenty-five soldiers who were waiting
outside.

Then Genera' Pala^io ordered the arrest of sev-
eral of the Colombian g-iiests. whom he accused of
conspiracy against the Government. In answer to
protests from Dr. d'Amico, It la charged, he hurled
a wine bottle at the tatter's head, which fortun-
ately, however, missed its mark. This interference
ciiuded much excitement, and immediately ended
the binquet. Dr. .: An-.. <> says that the most out-
rageous and Insulting language was used against
tlie foreigners pr^se'-.:by General Palaclo.

"There was not the slightest reason." said Dr.
d'Amico, "for the belief that tne gathering v.-as of
a revolutionary nature, as al1. the political parties
were represented."
