COLUMBIA'S PLANS WISELY LAIP.

Columbia has adopted the wise course of ar-
ranginK several preliminary races this season,
which ought to try out The skill of her oarsmen
well. Mr.Peet, the coach of the crew, has made
a distinct change In the stroke, which was
clipped an short last year that during the race it
was evident how much good power was going
to wast?. Among; the races thut the Columbia
oarsmen will take part in will be that of the
university eight against Annapolis, at An-
napolis, on May 19; the regatta on the Harlem
River on Memorial Day. at which both the
university and freshman crows will take part,
and the struggle between the Columbia second
university crew on the same day against the
second universities of Cornell ami Pennsyl-
vania at Philadelphia.

Little news has come out of the West as to
the preparation? of the Wisconsin oarsmen, hut
these young Lochinvars came so close last year
to bearing away the prize in triumph that their
work this season will be watched with the most
eager interest by Eastern college men. and it is
safe to say that n Wisconsin victory would beby no means unpopular.

In the last quarter mile af the counie, and any
danger of this will be avoid •<! this year. Har-
vard has a new launch, the John Harvard, pre-
sented hy the family of Frank Thomson, the
former president of the Pennsylvania Railroad.
Vale, also, has a small new launch.

THE COURSE ON THE HUDSON.
In regard to the Poughkeepsle races the en-

larged scope of these has already been touched
upon, and the Committee on Arrangements Is
already perfecting Its plans. It Is expected

that Wisconsin, who almost won the prize last
year, willcome ->n from the West early ln June,
and that all the crews will reach the banks of

REAL RACING MEN DEVELOPED.
Itis easy (or any one to g<-e what the natural

result is of systems so thorough aa these in
vogue at Ya.!. and Harvard. Instead of the two

universities \u25a0 line to New-London each a set

of eight men who have rowed together almost
all the paar and who rowed like machines, yet
whose abilities as racing men have never been
tried, both Yale and Harvard now send eight

men who have been tried out again and again,

and whose Etainina in a heart breaking race
has bt*rn tested and <an be relied upon. A man
may exhibit perfect form on the machines, may

follow the men la front of him like clockwork,

and yet i,-. no racer. The present system does
away with such \u25a0 state of affairs, and, what is
far more important, gives an opportunity to
hundreds of hard working students at Harvard
and Yale to get out on the water and secure
good exercise.
It is altogether Mis at this stage to attempt

to pick out a winner of the Yale-Harvard strug-
gles Roth cf the captains are back In the boats
this ear, and Yale has five of her last year's
m<m la college.

Harvard's system has been even more elabor-
ate than this. There are two flourishing rowing
clubs at Harvard, the Weld and Newell, both
beautifully equipped through the generosity of
Harvard graduates, and both admitting to mem-
bership several hundred of the students. The
system has been to have all the oarsmen In the
college, old 'varsity crew men as well as the
others, included in one or the other of these
clubs; th-T. to have cJass crews formed in each
of the clubs, the 1001 crew from Newell, for
instance, racing against the 1901 crew from
Weld. Not only have the winners of these
separate dubs raced against each other, but the
losers have again raced against each other.
The result has been that in the course of the
sprint; no less than eight or ten eight-oared
crews have had a chance each for two or more
races, and when the four winners rowed against
one another last week it was stated positively
by old oarsmen who watched the form of the
men that each one of the four crews that cut
the water? of the Charles showed a form
equal to what the single Harvard 'varsity crew
has usually shown at the corresponding period
in former years. Anyway, of so high an order
was she work done that the coaches were un-
able to cut down the final squad of men
for the university boat to twelve or sixteen, but
ware compelled to include twenty-two men who
will be further tried out.

NEW SYSTEMS AT YALE AND HARVARD.
What, then, have Yale and Harvard, the Nes-

tors
—

though not necessarily the most accom-
plished

—
of college oarsmen, been doing In the

last eight months, and what are the chances for
the races at New-London? At both New-Haven
and Cambridge new and elaborate systems for
the development of raw material and for the
perfection of old candidates have been evolved.
At both universities the great drawback to the
old system was that while! exciting races were
furnished the number of students that really
took an active interest in rowing and in good
exerc'se with the oars was very small. Allthis
has been changed now. Harvard was the first
to show the effects of the change in the partial
system of preliminary races which she adopted
last year, and which were doubtless the secret
of her victories over Yale. Yale, shrewd to
profit by the good points even of a rival whom
Bile had generally overcome, adopted this year
about the same system, namely, the develop-
ment of large number of subsidiary class
crews which should race each other from time
to time during the spring the winners in turn
trying their skill with each other, until the
candidates should be finally reduced to a mini-
mum from which the university crew and
substitutes should be chosen.

THE LONG PREPARATIONS;

It was a great year for college sports all
around, the greatest, perhaps, for rowing, and
for this reason can well be imagined the Interest
that is being excited at the coming races, when
every prospect points to a series more stirring

even ,iv, last v. \u25a0;).'\u25a0 There is nothing in America
that corresponds to the Henley Regatta, yet the
managers \u25a0\u25a0'" the college boat races at Poagfa-
keepsie have arranged a series of races that

Not only will the four universities that
competed last year— Pennsylvania. Wisconsin.
Cornell and Columbia— send each a university

t ight ared crew and a freshman eight oared
crew, but three at least of the universities will
also \u25a0 nd four oared crew?, pair oars and single
scullers, and the days that will be given up to
racing under the shadow of the big bridge that
crosses the Bowing; river willbe brimful of ex-
citingraces. Harvard and Yale willnot attempt
quit*.-m elaborate a regatta at New-London, yet

there will be ;hr<-<- distinct races, as last year,
on the Thames, and plenty of excitement to fill
an ordinary June day. Preparations for all these
contests have been making ever since the col-
leges opened last fail, when the first call for
candidates was given forth. The public knows
little and sees less of all this preliminary work;

the practice rowing In the tanks through the
Ions; winter afternoons; the five mile runs (to

build up the wind) taken in the autumn and

winter: the constant work at the pulleys and
weights; the careful training and restraint from
indulgence of any kind

—
all of these arc factors

that contribute far toward the final results. Yet
about all that the public sees is the work of
the crews from this time perhaps until the days

of the races. Athletics at the colleges are he-
coming more systematized .very year, and for
thai reason the teams are yearly becoming
stronger and more scientific In their work, and
new records are being made in every branch of
college sport.

Last season furnished the most Interesting
and exciting legs races on record. Who does
not remember that heart thrilling,nerve rend-
ing, neck to neck struggle along the shadowy-

stretches of th. Hudson River and under the
towering Highlands, when the doughty sons of
Pennsylvania a tested a victory from the superb

Wisconsin oarsmen in the last eighth of a mile?
Who does not recall- Harvard men with glee,
Yale men with sadness— those long awaited
Harvard victories on the Thames, when three
Crimson crews ran away In succession from
their New-Haven rivals?

There i. soins to '\u25a0•' good, rousins sport In
the college boat races this year. It is less than
two months from now until the time when all
eyes will be turned toward I'oughkoepsle and
Mew-London to witness the struggles of the
university oarsmen. .

wheelmen. The present pavement was laid thlr\v
years ;;go. and :i!thoi:gh fortunes have been ex-
pended in trying to keen It in repair, that baa
proved impossible. This, It is •sail, was due to

the foundation and not to the asphalt, which was
tho best quality of Trinidad. The foundation was
smooth, but not stable. The heat, .penetrating
through ihe asphalt, caused the tar on the cohble-
srones 'o soften, and the asphali wouid be de-
pressed wherever the tar gave way. This occurred
constantly, and almost generally over the entire
surface of the street, so that the pavement re-
sembled the blllowj surface of rhe ocean. Tho
present work Is being- done in two sections— from
Heyward-st. to DeKalb-ave. and from Ouincy-St.
to Atlantic-aye. A big steam hammer with a large
knife goes over the pavement, 'md, after cutting
it up, hammers it into small pieces. Wagons carry
away the pieces, and a force of men follow ;it once,
laying the foundation for the new pavement. This
consists of a 6-inch base Of concrete. No pains are
to be Bpared to construct a pavement that will be
Stable and durable.

A chemical compound of indla rubber has been
made by a Philadelphia man to be used a? a filler
for pneumatic tires, but not f*>r use on the exterior

The compound, which ii^s been called "pneu-
mastlc," has been In use sine,- January or. the
wheels of one of the largest motor vehicles In New-
fork, to reinforce the worn oul pneumatic tires,
and it is said that t] ere has !>.-en do flattening or
s.-'g.sint:. while greater speed has been obtained.
Tl.e new product willnot mdt under any degre i of
beat, ii Is s.. iti and is of great value, therefore,
for insulating purposes. The composition Is pat-
ented in this country and tn Europe, an.! negotia-
tions arc under way for its manufacture.

H. B. Fullerton, chairman of the. Highway Im-
provement Committee of the- League of American
Wheelmen, has arranged for the Long Island Rail-
road a little book of pictures which should he in
the hands of every wheelman as well as all lovers
of scenic beauty. The book 1b called "Unique Long

Island." it presents bits of beauty and character-
istic sketches of the Island. It shows that the]
near New-York ::ii island unique In many respects,
where rest and recreation, sport and pleasure and
agricultural pursuits can be followed amid pleasant
surroundings, it is a book of Illustrations produced
from photographs, most of which have been se-
cured by Mr. Fullf-rton himself. The bcok contains
asBO B map showing the good roads all over the
island and a scale of miles.

There it- a loadstone or
magnet of some sort which attracts the beginner
to that tree, and if there should be a little slant
to the tree lie can't g>-t his wheel away from II to
save his life. 1 have- noticed the trait even among
veteran riders at times. Now, there is a place on
Long Island that some of my friends have visited
frequently which serins to he almost haunted, for
the reason that even the experts do the most pecul-
iar things there. There is ri little rustic bridge
between Bridgehampton and Bastnampton. There
is a rustic rail on each side about four feoi from
the ground, and the prettiest brook imaginable
runs underneath. The shrubbery is fine, and aH
the wheelman cornea to the pretty rustle structure
his eye will take in the beauty of the general scene.
Then the chances are about even that he will ride
up to the side of the rustic hridgo and topple over
into that brook beneath.

The Increased interest in cycling this year has
astonished many persons, and none more than
those who predicted a lessening: interest in the
wheel with tho Increased popularity of the auto-

mobile. The reverse lihk been the cape, as the thou-
sands of wheelmen seen on the roads during the
last few weeks will testify. While it has been said
that fewer beginners are to be found In the various
cycling schools and academies, It may be said just
as truthfully that more inexperienced novices are
on the roads than ever before. The Increased num-
ber of asphalted streets and the growing tendency

to allow some experienced friend to give the "first
aid" are responsible for the conditions as they exist.
Inconsequence many persons tire seen wabbling all
over the road. 1-, endangering the safety of other
riders, who ought to be in the hands of competent

instructors In some cycling academy or Rchool. The
beginner wabbles and takes those spasmodic jerks
and darts about the road simply because lie Is un-
certain of his balance, as well as for the reason
that he is bringing new muscles into play over
which he has little control. In speakii k Of wab-

bling yesterday, one of the oldest riders hereabouts,
who knows every foot of good road within fifty
miles of New- York, said:
