"The peerage Is divided into dukes, marquises,
earls, viscounts and barons, and the spiritual
peerage into archbishops and bishops. The title
duke is very old. Hannibal was called Duke of
Carthage. The Doge of Venice was a duke. a
duko Is addressed as 'His Grace and Most Noble.'
and by the Crown as our right trusty and right
entirely beloved cousin.' Marquises were formerly
military leaders, who guarded the limits or
marches of the kingdom. Hence, they were called
lords of the marches, or marquises. They are ad-
dressed as 'Moat Honorable.' and by the Crown as
'our right trusty and entirely beloved cousin.' An
earl, the old Saxon yarl, or nobleman, is addressed
as 'Right Honorable." and by the Crown as 'our
right trusty and right well beloved cousin." Vis-
counts, or vice-comtess. were sheriffs in earlier
days. They are addressed as 'Right Honorable."
and by the Crown as "our right trusty and well be-
loved cousin.' Barons, originally by tenure, then
by writ and now by letters patent, are bearers or
supporters— from the etymology of the word—and
are styled 'Right Honorable,' and addressed by the
Crown as 'our right trusty and well beloved." The
royal addresses sound like a game where you go on
losing a word, don't they?

WILL XOT TREAT WITH GOMPERS.

SUPERINTENDENTS REFUSE TO RECOGNIZE

HIM AS ORGAN OF STRIKING

FREIGHT HANDLERS.

Buffalo, May s.—Mr. Gompers, president cf the
American Federation of Labor, and Mr Warner,
business agent of the Machinists' Union of New-
York, left this city for New-York early this morn-
ing. Before they started they held a conference
with President Madgwick of the striking- railroad
freight handlers, and undertook to bring about a
settlement of the dispute between the men and the
railroads. They also communicated with Superin-
tendents Bradfield of the New-York Central.
Brunn of the Erie, and Van Allen of the Lehigh
Valley, all of whom refused to treat with the
Freight Handlers' Union or to recognize the au-
thority of Mr. Gompers to represent the men.

It was then agreed that Messrs. Gompprs and
Warner should confer in New-York ywith the head
officials of the roads having headquarters there
and arrange, if possible, for a conference in that
city between a representative of the Freight Han-
dlers' Union and the railroads.

At a meeting of the Executive Board of the
Freight Handlers' Union this morning President
Madgwick was authorized to go to New-York with
full power to negotiate with the railroads.

The striking car repairers of the Nickel Plate
road resumed work this morning in accordance
with the agreement reached last evening with the
officials of the road.

President De Courcey of the Western New-York
and Pennsylvania will not be here until Wednes-
day next, and consequently the situation on that
road wil be held In abeyance until that time.

money. He was in the iiquor business for a time,

but did not prosper in it.
