CAREER OF CAPTAIN E. V. SMITH.
Captain Ernest V. Smith, who Sunday captured

General Pantelon Garcia, 'was born In Springfield.
Mo., in 1564. He attended school In that place until

he was seventeen years old, when he went to West
Point. He was there graduated in the class of '86.

I'pon leaving the Military Academy he was as-
signed to the 3d Infantry as second lieutenant and

was for the greater part of the time which he

served with that command in Montana and Dakota.

At daybreak on May 1 four hundred rebels,

two hundred of them armed with rifles, attacked
Catarman, in Northern Saonar, In the vicinity

of Catubig. Company F of the 43d Regiment

was garrisoning the place. The enemy built

trenches on the outskirts of the town in the
night and fired volleys persistently Into It until
the Americans, charging the trenches, scattered
the Filipinos and burled 156 of them. Two Amer-
icans were wounded. This attack was precipi-
tated by th" enemy's recent successful fight at
Catubig-. The garrison ef Catarman has been rc-
nn.ved to the seaport of Laguan.

A force of Filipinos, estimated to number
two hundred armed with riflts and six hundred
armed with holos, and using four murzle load-
ing (annon. attacked Jaro, on Leyte Island, on
April ir>. This place was garrisoned by twenty-

five men of Company B, of the 4.'? d Regiment,

Lieutenant Kstes commanding. Estes left fif-
teen men to protect the town, and with the re-
maining ton men he advanced on the enemy in
two squads, sheltered by the ridges south of the
town, where th>'y stood off the Filipinos for
three hour?. Then twenty armed members of
the local police force sallied out to help Estes'a
Americans. The latter, with the police, charged

the enemy, and together they dispersed tho
Filipinos. V>ne hundred and twenty-five of the
en«-my were buried. There were no American
casualties.

Company F of the 47th Regiment owl and
routed a band of the enemy between Legaspl
and Riapo, Province of Alnay. on April13. Two

Americans were killed and fly« were wounded,
Including two officers. Thp Filipinos lost heav-
ily. The conditions around Legaspi nnd Sorso-
gon are reported to continue disturbed.

Two recent rebel attacks on the American gar-

risons in the Visayan Islands have resulted ir.

the killingof UNO of the enemy and the wounding
of two Americans.

POSTOFFICE CI,ERK AT HAVANA ACCUSED
OF EMBEZZLING $36.000-IIE GIVES

$20,009 BAIL.

C W. F. Xeeley, chief financial agent of the
United States at the General Postofflee in Ha-

vana, was brought to this city from Rochester
yesterday and arraigned before United States

Commissioner Shields. The complaint, made by

Postofficp Inspector King,charged that on ApHl

28 the prisoner had embezzled .?3'5,i>00 belonging

to the Postofflee Department, and again that on

May o he had secreted the money and had fled

from Cuba. Commissioner Shields held Neeley

in $10,000 bail for examination to-morrow.
Neeley was seen later in United States Marshal
Henkel's office. He declined to talk about his
case, remarking, "Iguess it will come out all
right in the end." He had not succeeded in Ret-
ting bail at 1 o'clock, and Commissioner Shields
decided that the bail set was too small, and
r.ilsed the amount to 920,000. After sending for
friends Neeley late in the afternoon put up two

.SliUHiO Treasury notes and was released. A
friend of the prisoner who said his name is

Smith said that Neeley had been for fifteen
months in the postal service In Cuba, and had
handled millions of dollars. The shortage in
NerU-y's accounts. Smith said, was doubtless
due to clerical errors, and added that they would
be straightened out all risht a: tho proper time.
Smith also said th;it Neeley while in Cuba had
been concerned In several speculations, and
that his last enterprise was in the shipment of a
cargo >f eocoanuts.

Neeley was arrested at Rochester on Satur-
day l'i'Jit as he stepped from the Southwestern
Limited. The warrant was issued by United
States Commissioner Shields, on orders from
Secretary Root. Nesley was traced to this city,
but when Postofflce Inspector King got on his
track he was aboard a train for California,
whi re lie expected to meet his wife. A dispatch
was s^nt to Postoffloe Inspector J. C. Coats at
Rochesl i. and he caused the arrest. The pris-
oner had In his possession •¥'">.-"i"- II1"*1"* in cash and
diamonds and other jewelry. After it was known
that Neeley had been caught Secretary Root
Bent a message to the Rochester authorities di-
recting thi.t he be sent to iliis city. He adds

AFRICAN METHODIST CONFERENCE.
AI>HF.NNI.\T, SESSION nKGt"N IN* COLUMBUS.

OHIO—SOUTH AFRICAN MATTERS.
Columbus, Ohio. May 7.—The qu:idr«nnial Cpn-

eral Conference of the African Methcdiat Episcopal
Church opened to-day in tho Columbus Auditorium
with, over four hundred delegates present After
preliminary exercises had heen held and tho audi-

torium dedicated to religious service by Bishop

H. M. Turner, the presiding officer, the quadrennial
sermon was preached by Bishop A. M. Grant.
Bishop Grant traced the history and growth of the

African Methodist Episcopal Church, and among

other facts and figures pointed out that the Church
had been growing In membership at the rate of
thirty-four an hour for the last four years. He

said the Church would plead guilty to the charge

ma.de In an English paper to stirring up the spirit

of war in South Africa. Ithad beon done by send-
ing Bishop Turner there and by telling the. people

their rlghtp. The quadrennial address of the Coun-
cil of Bishops is not expected for several days,
while th» election of the four new bishops may

not be reached for a week. To-night a reception
was held, at which addresses were made, by Gov-
ernor Nhsli Mayor Swartz and church officials.

Opelika, Ala., May 7.—The Rev. I.N. Fitzpatrick,
Presiding Elder of the African Methodist Episcopal
Church, has returned from South Africa, where

he was sent by Bishou Turner in December to
compose a difficulty in the churches cf the denomi-
nation. Bishop Doane. of South Africa, had re-
volted from the authority of the Church and con-
stituted himself the supreme power in church cir-

cles and over two thousand of the members hucl

followed him. The Rev. Mr. Fitzpatrick restored
order. He has been recommended for the Bishopric

of South Africa. India. Abyssinia ana Egypt, which
will probably be tilled at the conference in Colum-
bus, Ohio.

The Teachers" Retirement
Fund appears by the bylaws <>f tbe Board of Edu-
cation to lie aluiost wholly v.ithi;: the jurisdiction
of tho \u25a0ocretary of the Board, as be keeps all the
records. In fact, there •is a statutory provision in
tho Teacher*-' Rotirement act arhicfa places the
duty upon »he secretary of making monthly cer-
tificates to the Controller on account thereof.
Ithink the secretary of the Board of Kdueation

finds s great deal of trouble in ascertaining the
fiatos of leaths of retired teachers, owing to the
t»' that when they retire they often leave the Oity
end live in tho country, arhere the means at their
command «rfll ko furthr.

Auditor Cook's statement '.vas repeated to A.

The names of teachers ire earr'ed on the pay-
rolls until we have satisfactory Information that a
teacher is dead. Iknow of no way In which we can
make certain of socurinp: such information after a
death has occurred. The only me-ane of acquiring
it is apparently the fact that a retired teacher's
check may not bo called for for several months, a
circumstance whl may awaken suspicion and
cause inquiry to >•• made.

On October Z7. ISM. in a letter to Mr. Hubhell,
then president of the Board of Kdueation. the Con-
troller pugci-steti a plan for the earlier payment
Sf ir-Hch<-rs' salaries, which plan contemplated tbe
making up of the payrolls with shsrncCß deducted
only to a certain day in the month, relying upon
the Controller to deduct any -hers' Salaries in
the sse of resignation or death. The Controller
made this statement: "Incaso of the resignation or

IS AMUSKMENT PARAGRAPH LEGAL?

A new line of attack was begun on the fatnou?
Paragraph No. IMSof the Book of Discipline, for-
bidding dancing, attending theatres and circuses
and other amusements. Dr. J. E. Price, of the
New-York Conference, handed to the secretaries
of the Conference a resolution that the Commit-
tee on Judiciary be Instructed to consider the
contents- of Paragraph No. 248 and report to the
Conference whether or not it is constitutional.
In explanation Dr. Price said: "Ido not believe
the paragraph is constitutional, because It is a
judicial ruling, but was not delivered in a case
on trial. The paragraph was adopted in 187U
and not as the result nf a trial."

Hearing of resolutions and memorials from the
annual conferences was continued to-day, and
consideration of the papers occupied most o?
the session. President Crawford, of Allegheny
College, presented an important resolution to
prevent the Epworth League from becoming a
"money making institution," as he put it. The
resolution, which was referred to the Committee
on Epworth League, asked it to con>lder the ad-
visability of preventing leagues from taking
promiscuous collections. The rules of this large
auxiliary organization of the Church forbid col-
lections, but It is said the rules have been vio-
lated and appeals from various sources for
money have received attention.

WHEN BISHOPS ARE TO BE CHOSEN.
G. E. Ackerman presented a resolution that

the Committee on Episcopacy be instructed to
report not later than Saturday, when bishops
are to be elected, and how many. The resolu-
tion was passed. An Important resolution
adopted earlier in the session, orders that the
question of consolidating the missionary so-
cieties be referred to the Committee on the Epis-copmcy. This is done because the authority or
ihe Bishops to pffect this consolidation has been
questioned in the civil courts.

How many of the ministers consider individual
communion cups necessary was shown promptly
when a resolution demanding the uso of them
was laid on the table by a unanimous vote. Ex-
Con&TeeaMliail M. N. Johnson, of North Dakotapresented the resolution.

So that matters of interest might not be sup-
pressed by the committees, a resolution wasintroduced that all itnportant resolutions be re-ported to the General Conference The paper
was tabled.

After the short recess at 10:30 o'clock Bishop

Dr. Buckley bad triumphed, ns usual, and

"I wish to say." de-
clared the speaker, with an expression of sar-
casm, "that the charge that there is a disposition
among the official editors to suppress Informa-
tion is born only in a mind which cannot equally
view a subject. No matter fit for publication
has been suppressed in 'The Advocate' in the
last twenty years. As for Dr. Potts, his paper
is not official, and there is the spirit of competi-
tion in what he says."

In the debate that followed several speakers
waxed sarcastic regarding the leading editor of
the Methodist denomination. J. Jl. Potts, Editor
of "The Michigan Christian Advocate." charged
that th^re was a "tremendous disposition among
the official editors to suppress information."
Other speakers pleaded for publicity, and so
many wished to lie heurd that Bishop Hurst lie-

came visibly confused. Dr. Buckley did not rel-
ish the thrusts at his editorial policy and began
to reply. Points of order shut him off in the
midst or his talk. He declared he bad been
misrepresented and had a right to explain. Bish-
op Hurst didn't know whether or not to sustain
the point of order until Governor Shaw, of lowa,
explained that Dr. Buckley might spc-ak after
the motion had been disposed of. The previous
question was demanded. Thereupon, by a vote
of .'Jli.'J to 279. it was decided not to lay the mo-
tion of the Xew-York editor on the table, and
the original motion was adopted by the raising
of hands.

To set the Conference right before the public a
motion was Introduced that the General Con-
ference and the Church were in no way respon-
sible for the sale of papers on the Sabbath Day.

CRITICISM OF DR. BUCKLEY.
But the delegates had not finished with their

newspapers. One of the Interesting Incidents of
the proceedings was the effort to "sit on" Dr. J.
M. Buckley, Editor of "The New-York Christian
Advocate." who is heard oftenest at every Gen-
eral Conference and is the most active among
the deUjrates. Thf* opportunity came when Dr.
Buckley introduced a resolution to instruct the
editors of "The Daily Advocate" to exclude from
their columns communications tending to con-
troversy.

Soon after the session was opened at the
Auditorium, Dr. A. B. Leonard, general secre-
tary of the Missionary Society, arose to ask
why "The Dally Christian Advocate" was ped-

d'.ed on Sunday In the vestibule of the building

where the principal services of the day were
held, and why It was hawked about the streets
of the city. Something should be done, he de-
clared in most emphatic tones, to put a stop to
this, and to prevent a recurrence of the offence.
Dr. Leonard dosed with moving that the pub-
lishing agents see to It that "The Dally Ad-
vocate" be not again Fold on the Sabbath.

Dr. Lewis Curt*, one of the agents of the
"Western Book Concern, spoke for the first time
before the Conference, and explained that the
polling of the paper had been without the
"knowledge or consent or connivance of the
publishers. We told the printer on Saturday
to let no packages go out on Sunday," an-
nounced Dr. Curts. "It was done in spite of
the publishers' orders." "Then Iwithdraw my
motion," said Dr. Leonard.

D. D. Thompson, manager nf "The Dally Ad-
vocate." obtained the floor, after Dr. C. J. Little
Intervened so that he could be heard. "Iwish to
say." declared Mr. Thompson, "that we gave
specific orders not to sell 'The Advocate. 1 Yes-
terday people called for the papers. The news-
man in the hall asked what he should do, an.l
some one without authority told him to sell the
paper?. No more of our papers will be sold on
Sunday."

BODY IDENTIFIED BY HUSBAND.

APPLICATION FOR WRIT AGAINST MUNICIPAL.

CIVII,SERVICE COMMISSION DENIED.

The application of Battalion Chief Thomas T^ally
for a writ of certiorari to compel the Municipal
Civil Service Commission to review the decision ar-
rived at by it when it placed Ktre <"ilef
broker at the head of the elißihle list and I^ally
fourth after an examination for the place of chief
of the Fire Department w.^s yesterday denied by
Justice Bischoff. in the Supreme <"ourt.

Lally contended that the Commissioners, Instead
of awarding him the percentage of marks to which
he was entitled on account of his thirty years'
service and good character, reduced hts average hy
taking a statement from Fire Commissioner Scan-
nell, when they should have depended on the rec-
ords of the department. This he alleged was il-
legal. While denying I-ally'p application on techni-
cal grounds, Justice Bischoff says:

There would seem to be no room for question
that the respondents' act in assuming authority
of the Department on the relator's general standing
upon statements made by the head of his Depart-
ment, and not upon the actual standing, was il-
legal. The record was the only actual evidence
upon the CUestion which the respondents were
hound to consider
