LABOR VXIOX APPEALS TO GOVERXOR.
New-Brunswick, May 11.—The local Hlockcutters'

I.'nlon has appealed to Governor Voorhees to pre-
y« tit the Introduction of blockcuttlng as one of th«
trades taught at the State Reform School at James-
burg. The blockcutters are strongly organized to
limit the number of workmen In the trade.

Women appeared fore the courts of ancient
Rome in some instances, although the privilege
was soon taken away from them, but, long before
the Christian era, Deborah sat as a judge in
Israel. In Spain and Italy, in the Middle Ages,
women tilled professors' chairs in letters and in
law, lecturing in the great universities and receiv-
ing doctors' degrees In law. It was reserved for

Switzerland in this century to exclude from the

practice of law a woman to whom her own uni-
versity had given the doctor's degree, under the
code requiring all persons representing third parties
In her tribunals to be electors.

In most of tho countries of the world women
have ruled as sovereigns, but oven in France and
other kingdoms under the Salic law women were
regents, and ruled during long minorities.

Austin Abbott said: "Some study of the law Is of
prime importance in the complete education of
every human being. Legal study tends to- make
the mind more reasonable, consistent, logical and
well balanced. These qualities are as needful to

women as to men." Therefore, because women are
erpially under the law, as they own and control
much of the wealth of the worn., and as they are,
by the circumstances of modern life, a factor in
the business world, all women should know the
law, not for practice, for that is only for the few
but to fit them for the activities about them, and
to help them to use wisely what they own.

EDUCATION IN* I..AW.
What, then, are the provisions for their obtaining

such education in law as will suffice for their new
opportunities? At the opening of the present cen-
tury no college was open to them; now they enter
our great institutions of learning In many cases on
an equal footing with their brothers. Sometimes
they emerge rather In advance, as was the case at
the last exercises of Buffalo Law School, when a
woman took the highest honors and was graduated
at the head of her class.

Obt-rlln. In 1833, was the first to open her doors to

women students, but the earliest dates accessible
In the field of law are that lowa University ad-
mitted them in 1868, Michigan in 1*59, Boston Law
School in 1872, California in 1*73, Missouri and Illi-
nois in ISSO, and other States in quick succession,
while in our great Western States the law schools
from their foundation have been open to women
students. In the Umpire State, Cornell led the way
in 1888, but New-York University followed in 18M
and has graduated fifty women with the degree of
Bachelor of Laws, ten of whom have taken later
the Master's degree. Illinois has the largest roll of
names of women admitted to her bar. for eighty-
seven women lawyers have come from that State.

Even In the more conservative Southern States
the way has opened— four States admit them to
the bar' and to the law schools. A woman, Mrs.
tiaskell, of Helena, Mont., secured the passage of
a law In that State, in 1889, permitting women to
practise law. Wisconsin has had a women lawyer
for twenty years, Miss Angle .1. King. In Wyo-
ming Miss Grace Heberd, trustee of Wyoming Uni-
versity, was admitted to the bar last year.

SUCCESSFUL. WOMEN.
In New-York we have a Women Lawyers' club,

of which Miss Loew is president, and Miss Phil-
brook, of New-Jersey, is secretary. There an
about twenty members, and the society meets
regularly for social and professional exchange of
Ideas.

Boston has her Portia Club, and Chicago her
League of Women Lawyers, while there la also .i

National Association of Women Lawyers, member-
ship in which is limited to those ii.practice for live
years for themselves. Miss O'Neill, of Connecticut.
is in her father's law firm. Miss Listhardt. of
Colorado, is successful In her State. Miss Miller,
Of Chicago, edits "The Forum," and one of the
best legal journals in the country was founded and
edited for years by Mrs. Bradwell. whose, husband
carries it on since her death, keeping her name as
founder.

Women have not been slow to profit by their
opportunities for legal education, and many have
studied law for culture who will never practise in
the courts. One of the main factors in popular-
izing the outline study of law has been the Wom-
an's Law Class of New-York University, which
gives a business course of law to non-matriculants
and furnishes them with a textbook which Is now-
entering its third edition. With the Impetus given
to the study of law. in the development of statutes
enabling women to hold property and act for th.-m-
selves, such a course is of hi?h value, and college
presidents who have become familiar with th»»
work of this class do not hesitate to commend it
as desirable In all institutions of learning. Six
hundred women have taken this course.

While women lawyers have not increased to "an
alarming extent," as was said by an Irish paper,
they are yet numerous enough to prove that legal
education is for women as for men. and that, given
the opportunity, the woman will embrace it as
quickly as she may.

FUOFESSOR ISAAC F. KUSSEIX'S ADDRESS

BEFORE THE SOCIAL SCIENCE

ASSOCIATION".

Washington, May 11.—At to-day'a session of the
American Social Science Association the present
officer? were re-elected, and it was decided to hold
the next meeting in this city in April, 1901. The
subject for discussion at the morning session was
"Jurisprudence." The first paper was read by
Professor Isaac Franklin Russell, of the University
of Xew-York. on "The Domain of the Written
Law." He spoke in part as follows:

The end of the century witnesses the expanding
domain ejf the written law. The delegates to the
Peace Conference at The Hagiip have reported In
the shape of a treaty what really amounts to a
code establishing ;i Judicial procedure In cases of
international difference, which has been accepted
and ratified by all the nations there represented.
The German Kmpire has put into operation n na-
tional co.ie of private jurisprudence; the friends
of the Negotiable Instruments law have Becurtd its
enactment in fifteen States of the T'nion and in
th>- District of Colombia, while,the Statutory Re-
vision Commission In Xew-York has this year re-
ported at on<-e, as the result of its labors, no less
than eleven codes for enactment by the Legislature
of that State.

Centuries of enactments and adjudications have
made the literature of the law oppressive in its very-
physical mnssiveness. Thousands of special acts
make it a vain task to master or even read the
output of Congress and the various State Legis-
latures; no one attempts it except under the stim-
ulus of a fee. Some relief has been obtained by
constitutional changes calling for biennial sessions.
It is the sum.' thing with adjudications. The mul-
tiplication of reports, now numbering tena of tlvm-
sands of volumes, distresses and bewildera the pro-
fession. Lawyers aloud for some principles
by which this mass of learning can be generalized
and made familiar arid available. Philosophic Juris-prudence may exhibit the truths of legal analysis;
historical studies may show the influence of race
life on national syst.-ms of legislation; horn books
and elementary treatises may assist the beginner
to take a panoramic view of law; digests anil tables
of ens.-.; may guiele the advocate 1 in the preparation
of his brief through the labyrinths of enactments
nnel adjudications, but actual law remains unknown
except to the skilled Jurist. Mr. Justice Stephen
nays that "the only thing which prevents English
people from seeing that law la really one of the
most interesting and instructive studies in the
world is that English lawyers have thrown It into
a shape which can only be described as studiously
repulsive.

'

REVISION AND CODIFICATION.
The distinction between statutory revision and

codification Is not always clearly made. Manx-
chapters of the New-York Revised Statutes are
almost ideal codes. The diminutive idea Is found
in the etymology of the word code; but familiarity
with the mammoth proportions of so-called codes
has practically obscured this thought. The task
of revision is "to reduce statute law into a narrow
compass." while the purpose of the codlfier seems
to be "to exhibit in compendious and accessible
form the law as embodied In judicial decisions."
or to effect "the conversion of unwritten into writ-

ten law." thus "arranging; the iaw in a concise and
orderly form, as r; a digest." Some hold attempts
have been made, as in the case of the Field Civil
Code, to extend the dominion of the stature over
th.? whole territory of private law, in the interest
of certainty, precision and dc-flnlteness. orderly
arrangement, a form adapted to wide promulga-
tion, and .1 prospective operation instead of a
retroactive effect.

At present there are strong tendencies mnkins:
toward codification In all great centres of human
civilization. We are living in an era of codes.
Senseless diversities in lesal rule> subject juris-
prudence as a science and lawyers as a profes-
sion to the scorn of sound and rational think-
ers. A strong national sentiment always follows
the enactment of uniform national laws, as history

amply attests. And. as the markets of the world
are fast becoming one threat market, and the
production of great staples is fast becoming a
world circling production, and ethical and Juristic
principles are being rapidly assimilated through

th" deh: tes and controversies of the great sover-
eign Powers, may we not hope that jurists will
put away as fast as possible the reproach that
comes from the diversities, the conflicts, the un-
certainties and the mysteries that now envelop

the law?

PAUL MOREAU VAUTHIER'S REPLY TO THE

CRITICS OF HIS STATT'E. CITY OF PARIS.
It is probable that no feature of the Paris Ex-

position has aroused so much discussion as the
statue City of Paris, by Paul Moreau Vauthier.
which crowns the gigantic gateway at the principal
entrance on the Champs Elyaeea. The figure,
which is heroic In dimensions, being 21 feet high.
Is that of a beautiful woman in evening dress
wearing a fur trimmed mantle. Her headdress is
symbolical of the aims of the city of Paris and
her foot rests on a great sphere, which Is Intended
to represent the world. The top of the statue Is
150 feet from the ground, and the finish and ability
of its execution have not been questioned even
by thoee who have criticised the conception and re-
fused to accept the statue as a work of art.

The demands for its removal have been strong,
and have emanated from powerful sources, but the
directors of the Exposition have, stood loyally by
the sculptor, expressing the fullest faith in his
Judgment, and refusing to sanction its removal.
They contend that it is thoroughly artistic, and en-
tirely in accord with the. spirit of the Exposition.

The Cuban Orphans* Society held its first annual
meeting: yesterday at \u25a0$:::•• p. m. In the, assembly
hell of the United Charities Building, Fourth-
ave. and Twenty-second-st., with the president.
General Francis V. Greene, in the chair.

The business of the meeting began with the re-
port of the secretary of the society, "W. B. Buck,
\u25a0who pave a resume' of the society's organization

and aims.
A letter from Miss Gill was read, in which she

Ftated that the pressing needs are for more day
nurseries in Havana, the establishment of a fix
months' course in lliwaainaalns. and cooking, and of
a gymnasium for women, to 'mprove their neglected
physique.

The report of Mr.-. Mary Hatch Willard. chair-
man of the Cuban Fair Committee, was given by
John P. Faure, in her absence, which was caused
by the recent death of a member of her family.
Mr. Faure brought to the platform an appalling
array of documents, an 1 a sigh of relief echoed
through the hall when he announced that he was
not going to read then", all. He spoke of the difficulty
in finding a suitable place In which to hold the fair
when decided upon, and of the more embarrassing
difficulty attending the sodden change made neces-
sary at the last moment, from the armory to the
opera house. Mr. Faure said that the management

from beginning to end was a marvel of harmony
and efficiency, from the work of the chairman to

that of the least experienced member of a commit-
tee. The many meetings— eighty-six in all—the al-
most countless letters written, were noted, and
the assistance* {riven freely from all directions was
gratefully acknowledged. Not an officer except the
business manager had received a cent for services
that Involved much time and labor. The services
of Charles R. Lamb were especially mentioned.

The treasurer of the fair. Mr. Wardwell. read thereports of the committees of the various booths.
The battleships showed the largest receipts, about
52.200. and the Great Britain booth the next, about
»£.«\u25a0«.

The accounts are not yet fullymade up, but so
nearly that a close idea can be gained. Twenty-
five thousand dollars ha- been paid into the treas-
ury of th« Cuban Orphans' Society, and it is esti-
mated that about $2,uCK) more will be added when
all bills are settled.
