ThOFe who oppose the change arpip that they

have good ground for their stand, that the old
name Is entitled to respect, awl that it has been
e<od so long that it ought to satisfy the rising
generation. Itis urged that the name has become
identified with the village and the village with the
name; that much confusion and annoyance would
remit from a change.

The ; pie of each of the little hamlets are lik--
•wif=e up in arms against having; their distinctive
names taken from them. They say that if the
name Good Ground don't please the people of that
pMoe they should change it. without trying to al>-
F«Tb the surrounding hamlets. Bach hamlet Jike-
w"se thinks that it is entitled to some share in any
new appellation. Ton Quogue, for instance, might
agree to the arrangement if the whole were
bunched under its own name, and a similar con-
cession would satisfy either of the other hamlets,
it is said.
