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CONDITIONS AT NOME.

WARNINGS WHICH WOULD-BE MINBERS
SHOULD HEED.

Washington, May 19 (Special).—The Senate has
had printed as a document an interesting report
on the conditions existing in the Cape Nome mining
district in Alaska, prepared by a special agent of
the Census Bureau, A. F. Wines. Mr. Wines was
&t the Nome or Auril City settlement last August
and September, and describes the situation there at
the close of the mining operations. He says:

According to the usual practice in mining camps,
the residents of the town live principally in tents,
On August 23 1 made a rough count of the various
edifices in Nome. There were at that time ahout
four hundred and seventy-five tents and sevenieen
frame buiidings in the town, and about a dozen
scattered log cabins back on the tundra. Beyond
the spit the line of tents was scattered along the
beach for a distance of ten miles. The town was
growing rapidly, and was a scene of great activity,
which was principally directed toward the erection
of more substantial structures for the winter, as is
proved by another count, made September 12, which
showed only a slight increase in the number of
tents, while there were at that date pearly two
hundred frame buildipgs either already finished or
in process of construction.

On Septegnber 7 8 and 9 I made a trip down the
beach to a point at least five miles beyond the line
of tents, which extended for about fifteen miles.
There were at that time 530 tents beyvond those on
the sandspit, whie 780 men were in sight on the
beach, The total number of men on the beach at
that time was probably ag high as 1,000; two weeks
previously, when the excitement was at its height,
it may have reached 1,500.

FIGURES HARD TO GET.

During a trip made along the four principal
creeks in August I learned, by inquiry of the fore-
men on the various claims, that there were about
&15 men on them, including all kinds of labor and
superintendence. On the rest of the creeks in the
district little more than prospecting is being done,
and it Is difficult to estimate how many prospectors
may be scattered among the various streams and
gulches that cover this mountainous mining region.
According to my own observation, which is con-
firmed by the judgment of many others, the total
population of the Nome mining district, including
the town, does not exceed three thousand men,
Those who are ineclined to boom the district will
put the figures considerably higher.

It is even more difficult fo estimate the value of
the season’s output than to estimate the size of
the population. 1 ve below the results of in-
uiries made upon the beach and along the creeks.
t should be remembered that the tendency to
misrepresentation on the beach is exactly opposite
10 that upon the creexs. On the latter the men

. There ars many well authenticated stories
‘which prove the wonderfu! richness of the sand.

SPEEDY RETURNS.

N. B. Goodrich, manager for the North American
Transportation and Trading Company, states that
two men, who left the employ of the compan
to work on the beach, brousht in $1,250 at the en
of three weeks. These men were seen by me a fow
weeks later, when leaving the country, and more
than confirmed his statement, Two men showed me
180 ounces of amalgam (worth ahout §10 an ounce),
which they had taken ou: between July 15 and Au-
gust 5. Authentic accounts of still larger earnings
could be easily given.

On the other hand, thers were some unfortu-
nates who, either from lack of skill or from poor
Juck in selecting their ground, were able to make
hardly anvthing. The gold on the beach is very
fine and easily lost. Copper plates, mercury and
the chemicals needed by an amalgamator were
scarce and difficult to obtaln at any price. Boards
covered with silver dollars were commonly used as
a substitute for copper plates, and many rockers
were constructed with nothing better than pieces
of blankets or other rough cloth for catching the

Most of the people are living in crowded tents,
swhich are seldom in a cleanly condition. best
tents have board floors raised from the grou
but more frequently the flooring consists of a laver
of boards or logs placed directly on the ground.
In many there is no flooring whatever. The con-
tinuoue rainfall keps both clothing and bedding
<damp, and there is seldom sunshine enough to dry
‘them out.

LITTLE SICKNESS,

In spite of the conditions there had been no
deaths from sickness up to September 1, and not
much serious iliness. Besides a general tendency
to malaria and rheumatism, the most prevalent dis-
ease has been an epidemic of diarrhoea, from
which nearly every one has suffered more or less.
Up to September 4 there were only twelve cases of
typhoid fever, though sixteen more developed dur-
ing the following week.

The only hospital in August was located in tents
erected on the sand of the beach, with a layer of
Soards for flooring. The Rev. Mr. Wirt, a Congre-
gational missionary, has been given the custody of
the hospital fund, and he has gone to “the States"”
10 secure necessary supplies and assistance. It is
expected that a hospital -to cost $,000, will be
opened this fall. The military hospital in the new
Government barracks has just been completed. It
contains twelve beds, a dining room, dispensary,
ete. ished medicine and

The Government has fur
attendance to the destitute.

Serious warnging should be given to the multitude
who will attempt 1o find wealth here, with the
usual imperfect conception of the conditions which
exist and of the reguirements essential 10 success.
Figures given for this district require interpreta-
tion, and must not be understood to have the
wvalues ordinarily attached to them. Moreover, the
conditions vary so rap!dly that what is true to-
day may be utterly false to-morrow; the best ecal-
culations are not reliable, and business
are highly speculative.

THE TOTAL FOR LAST MONTH LARGER
THAN IN ANY PRECEDING YEAR.

Washington, May 19 (Speclal).—The fiscal year
1900 centinues to break all records In the matter of
exportations. April is an cxample of this fact. The
total exports in April, as just announced by the
Treasury Bureau of Statistics, are $118,926,507, which
is $30,000,000 more than in any preceding yvear, $0,-
000,000 more than April of last year and double that
of April, 1883. Never before has April, which Is
usually a light export month, reached the $100,-
000,000 mark In its exports.

Every branch of industry lends its ald to this in-
crease. The total figures for the month of April
have not yet been sufficlently analyzed to show the
exact increase in each class, but an enalysis of

as follows: Great Britaln, 202,655,000 tons, or 31%
per cent; the United States, 196,406,000 tons, or 20
per cent; Germany, 131,000,000 tons, or 20 per cent.
These three countries thus represent 80 per cent of
the whole production of coal In the world. After
them come Austria-Hungary, with 35 000,000 tons;
France, with 31,500,000 tons; lfvlmum. with 22 000,000
tons; Russia, 13,000,000 tons, and the other coun-
tries with 34,000,000 tons, about, forming the balance
of the grand total.

In his recent message on the reopening of the
Honduran Congress President-General Sierra de-
livered his usual address, from which a satisfactory
viey of the commercial and agricultural condition
of the republic can be summarized. He said that
agriculture and trade have greatly developed in
Honduras, thus bringing more comfort to all
classes of people. The imports for last year, 1809,
amounted to about $£2,000,000, while the exports
exceed~d $£5,000,000, which left a good trade bal-
ange in favor of the Central American republic,
The products of the mining industry occupy the
tirst place among the exporyg, inasmuch as minin
enterprises had been recently undertaken, uns
hars were under process of organization. The
financial situation of the State was good also, since
the internal debt on the July 31, 1808, was only
$3500,000; and the surg of the fiscal year at the

usually a great factor and a heavy burden in the

budgets of most of the Spanish-American republics,

PREPARING TO OBSERVE THE ECLIPSE.

SCIENTIFIC PARTIES AT WADESBORO, N. C.

Charlotte, N. C., May 19 (Speclal).—In addition to
the scientific party from Princeton University to
observe the total eclipse of the sun on May 28 at
Wadesboro, N. C., a party from the Smithsonian
Institution at Washington, under the direction of
Professor C. G. Abbott, has arrived on the scene,
and is now engaged in making the necessary ar-
rangements and adjusting instruments for photo-
gravhs of the sun.

A telescope of 135 feet focal length, with a twelve-
inch lens, will be used in taking photographs of the
s corona, the plates used being thirty inches
square. One thousand yards of canton flannel and
canvas were used In making this instrument, which
is said to be the only one of its kind In existence.

Other telescopes will be a thirty-eight foot instru-

| ment and four smaller telescopes for the purpose
i of catching glimpses of any possible unknown plan-

ets between Mercury and the sun.

Professor S. P. Langley, secretary of the Smith-
sonian Institution, will make visual observations
of the eclipse through another large telescope.

DENTISTRY IN POLITICS.

The State Dental Association, which held its
arnual meeting in this city on Tuesday, had the
shadow of political influences over it to such an
extent that the real object of the meeting was
almost lost sight of. The troubles which have
grown out of the appointment of Dr. Charles B.
Paker, of Bridgeport, upon the State Dental
Commission were uppermost in the minds of
the members, and it took a secret session of
four hours before they were aired to such an
extent that they may safely be considered out
of the way, in an official sense, although the
wounds of the contest will be some time In
healing. Dr. Baker was first appointed upon
the Commission by Governor Cooke, and it has
been alleged that a political pull was behind the
appointment. Shortly after his appointment
there arose a scandal in the profession, which
concerned the writing of letters by Dr. Baker
which were decidedly unprofessional in the man-
ner in which they handled other and honored
members of the profession. These letters brought
about the investigation by the dental associa-
tion, which resulted in the doctor belng
dropped from the assoclation. A committee of
the association walted upon Governor Louns-
bury soon after his inawguration and urged him
not to reappoint Dr. Baker, on the ground that
he was not acceptable to the majority of the
dentists of the State outside of the assoclation,

and wholly unacceptable to the association,
from which he had been dropped. He was re-
appointed, to the utter astonishment of the
committee, and a committee of the association
was chosen to formulate legislation to remedy
