The
first series moved from modern Greece and modern
Athens to the ancient Greek architecture and its
Influence on the modern world. The second series
was devoted to the origins of Greek architecture
and its ornament, as traceable to the Oriental
world, and especially to Egypt. The third series
wa.* on the prehistoric monuments on Greek soil,

which preceded the dawn of Greek civilization, and
probably represent other races. The fourth series
was mainly devoted to the origins of Greek sculpt-
ure, its primitive and archaic relics, and to early
stages of perfected evolution. The last lecture will
deal with those minor but still beautiful phases of
Greek art which have been announced above. The
average attendance at the lectures was Wt.

THE SERIES OH "GREEK ARCHEOLOGY"

BROUGHT TO A CLOSE.

Professor William H. Goodyear pave the last of
his series of lectures on "Greek Archaeology" at the
Brooklyn Institute Museum yesterday afternoon.
His subject was -Ancient Glass." He said In part:

Much of th» ancient glass exhibits a beautiful
Iridescence, which is the result of natural decay.
A disintegration of th<* surface, due to th-» action
through centuries of time of dampness in the earth,
breaks up the surface into delicate lamina, or
flakes, and by these the li?ht is so variously re-
fracted as to produce the Iridescent colors. The
attraction to amateurs of these beautiful colors has
Induced much excavation and marketing of these
relics without such record of locality and conditions
of find as are necessary to a scientific grounding of
the subject.

Whereas the history of Gr°ek pottery ends in
the second century. B. <" the history of Rlass con-
tinues to the latest period of antiquity. In fact, the
decline of the Greek painted vases was probably-
due to the diffusion of th<» use of glass. In con-
sidering the art of glass as representing the con-
tinuity of history, it should be said that the art
only disappears when, with Christianity, the habit
of burying objects In the romhs was abandoned,
but the Venetian glass of the MM Ages is th«
historic survival of the ancient art. and has con-
tinued down to our day.

The Egyptians, not the Phoenicians, are the
earliest people known to have practical glass blow-
Ing. The oldest dated piece of glass is a blue
gla«s lion's head In the British Museum, dating
t«I B. C.

THE GIFT OF GEORGE FOSTER PEABODY

NOW IN* THE BROOKLYN INSTI-

TUTE MUSEUM.

A marble bust of the Madonna by William Ord-
way Partridgre was placed on exhibition on Wednes-
day last in the Brooklyn Institute Museum. This
•work is the gift of George Foster Peabody. It is
the second piece of marble sculpture and the first
by an American sculptor to become the property

of the museum. The first gift was the group of
"The Fallen Angels." by Salvators Albano, whfcfl
was presented by A. A. HeaJy, the president of the
museum.

The original study for this bust was made ahout
ten years afro. It was exhibited in the Paris Salon
cf 1893, and received appreciative comment from
the French sculptors and critics. The position of

The rear of the second floor is
devored to the stockroom, which has a capacity
of about one hundred thousand volumes. Every-
thing: her*> is absolutely fireproof. The third story-
is devoted to the apartments for the librarian and
custodian of the building, storage rooms and two
larjre section rooms, which may be used separately
or in conjunction.

The start toward getting the beautiful new home

for the Medical Society of the County of. Kings

was made in 1891, when Dr. Joseph Hunt, the li-

brarian of the society, said that the library "al-
ready demands more room." This library consists
of more than forty thousand volumes, many of
which are exceedingly valuable.
