THE MONTANA CONFLICT.

NOT LIKELY TO BE SETTLED AT THIS
SESSION OF CONGRESS.

GOVERNOR SMITH SERVES NOTICE ON THE
SENATE OF THE APPOINTMENT
OF MAGINNIS.

[BY TZLEGRAPE TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Washington, May 19.—The president pro tem.
of the Senate, Mr. Frye, laid before that body
to-day a telegraphic notice from Governor Smith
of Montana that he had revoked the recess ap-
pointment obtained last Monday by W. E. Clark,
and had issued a substitute certificate to Martin
Maginnis. The telegram, a duplicate of which
was received by Senator Chandler, the chairman
of the Committee on Priviieges and Elections,
read as follows:

I have this day disregarded and revoked the ap-

| pointment of Hon. W. A. Clark, made by the Lieu-
tenant-Governor of this State on the 15th inst., as

This formal notification to the Senate of a
conflict of title will, of course, #ntalil a reference
of both certificates to the committee, and a de-
termination of the many technicalities raised by
the clash of guthority in Montana can scarcely
be expected in the few remaining weeks of the
present session. By common agreement the
resolution declaring Mr. Clark’s election for the
six years’ term illegal and invalid went over
until Monday at 1 p. m.
