H. Brown, the plucky bicycle rider, continues Mb
weary crtad to make a two thousand mile road
reeori. The trtanzular course, starting and ending
at Valley Stream, was a desolate place yester-
day. In fact the weather and road conditions have

He has had two days of scorching weather. ots#
rather coid day, several nights when the tote was

drizzle.
Y«t through all of these disagreeable conditions

Brown has never lost heart, never wavered for an
Instant in his self-imposed task of riding two

thousand miles on the road In better time than
any man ever did before. He Is far .behind th»
schedule set by himself, as Is to he expected. H«
will create a remarkable record Ifhe finishes ay
noon on Monday, which is about the time set by
his trainers and friends. He expected when he
started to end his ride early toy, but when he
started he had no itl»a that he would have 30 modi
mud and rain to> contend with. Ifhe had. he
nev»r would ha-. started. Brown's -.>-;-» con-
tinues zco«i. and he looks to be in no worse physical
condition than « was three lays a«~\ His trainers
say that he looks much better, and that h* la
stronger and heavier.

Brown finished his 1.530th -mile at 2:05 p. m.
yesterday after a number of Ions; and dishearten-
ingdelays. Hiappeared as fresh as ever, and dis-
mounted Ion? enough to eat some strawberries and
cream. From *o'clock Friday night, when ho had
finished his I.4rOth mile. h«» was compelled "- re-
main of" his wheel until 12:55 a. m. yesterday. Ha
then continued until 6:21 .-.. m.. when, after rilr-s;
a total of MB hours and 24 minutes, he bad, fin-
ished his 1.500 th mile. He then took another raat
until s:10 B. m.. when. In spite o£ the fact that the
rain was fallingquite heavily, he started out again.
At 11:(X> o'clock M rain caused a delay until 1:33
p. m. By this time the course was In wretched
condition. It was covered with a, three Inch coat-

Ins of mud. while hundreds of pools showed la
every mile- of the course. Over thai tnud and
through these pools Brown splashed cheerfully
along.

The rider got more sleep Friday night and yester-
day morning than he has had during th» r»st of.the
week altogether. He is confident of completing fcl3
undertaking, and is enthusiastic over the way his
