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HEALTH BOARD AND MILK.

PRESIDENT MURPHY SENDS OUT IN-
SPECTORS TO WATCH GRAVES'S WORK.

President Murphy of the Board of Health seems
1o be alive to the pernicious effect which any
extensive holding back of the city’s milk supply
would have upon the poor, especially in hot
weather. He has accordingly sent out inspectors
to gather the facts and learn whether Willlam
Graves and his backers are confining their opera-
tions to lawful processes or are overstepping the
line in their efforts to get the milk delivery sys-
tem of this city into their own hands. Colonel
Murphy declares he will at once institute pro-
ceedings if he finds any one trying to decrease
the supply below the city’s needs or raise the
price arbitrarily. The Tribune some days ago

pointed out the particular decisicn of the Appellate :
Division of the Supreme Court under which Presi- |

éent Murphy can proceed, {f he is so disposed.
That the farmers have placed their laudable
efforts to benefit their own condition in the hands
of 11l chosen guides in this instance seems to be
apparent, but a great deal of the farmer's dis-

content arises from the fact that he compares the |

price he gets for his milk—say, 2 cents a quart—
with the price which the actual consumer pays
for it in the city—5 to 8 cents a quart—and he
wonders why he cannot have more of the big
profits which he imagines are made by the middle-
men. In order to learn how large these profits
really are, a Tribune reporter endeavored last
week to get a conservative estimate of the cost
of a can of milk at the different stages between
the producer and consumer. He talked with one
of the largest and most conservative wholesale

dealers, and afterward showed the figures to an- |

other man, who for fifteen years was a commis-
sion agent for the farmers, but is now retired.
The latter considered the figures accurate, except
that the average retail price might be a little
Jess than that given by the dealer. The dealer
mentioned is paying 2 cents a quart. Here is the
table, the unit being a forty quart can:

The wholesale dealer’'s profit amounts to about
10 cents a can, as half the commission is pald out

for expenses in handling in the city. In fact,
fraction of this profit is also pald out for office
expenses. The wholesale dealer receives about
323-40 cents a quart. The retall price varies from
3%, and 4 cents, charged by grocers, who buy
direct from the wholesale dealer, and often cut
prices on milk in order to draw trade for their
other articles, to 8 cents, charged for bottled milk.
Unbottled milk is sold for € cents a quart by the
retail dealers.

The profit is really less than appears, because
dealers say it is impossible to get exactly forty
quarts of milk from a forty quart can, and there
is much breakage and loss from other causes to
th> dealer who distributes his milk in bottles.

OUSTOMS INSPECTOR ATTACKED.

HELD UP AND ROBBED BY TWO MEN, WHO
ESCAPE.

Thomas Dougherty, fifty-seven years old, of No.
49 West Twenty-second-st.,, was assaulted and
robbed of a silver watch and chain and a small
amount of money by two unknown men at the end
of West Twelfth-st. a few minutes after 12 o'clock
yesterday morning. He received a slight scalp
wound, and was taken to St. Vincent's Hospital,
where his injury was dressed. Mr. Dougherty is a
Custom House inspector. He had been engaged at
work at the pler of the National Line of steamers,
Pler No. 39, in the earlier part of Saturday night, and
finished his labors there at 11:30 o'clock. He then
gtrolled up West-st., and had reached the office of
the Wilson Line, at Pler No. 50, North River, when
he was set upon by two men. One of the men threw
his arms around him, while the other dealt him a
heavy blow on the forehead, which sent him to the

ound.
gYAhhnus:h badly hurt, Inspector Dougherty was
not made wholly unconsefous by the blow, and he
remembers telling his assailants to take all he
had, but to spare his life. As soon as the highway-
men had robbed him of his watch and chain end
had taken 50 cents from his pocket, being all the
money he had, they disappeared in the darkness.

The sound of the scuffle and the groans of the
injured man attracted the notice of Michael Reilly,
of No. 72 State-st., Brooklyn, the watchman on
the Wilson pler, and he opened the door of the
offica to find Dougherty half stunned and bleeding
from a gash in the head. He rapped loudly for
assistance, and meanwhile helped the \-1rt‘im of the
assault inside. Captain Halpin, of the Charles-st.
station, and Patrolmen Sheehan, McGovern and
Hare, of the game command, who happened to be
near by at the time, hurried to the s_pr)t. They
gent for an ambulance from St. Vincent's Hospital.
The surgeon in charge found that Mr. Dougherty
was suffering from a slight scalp wound and from
ghock, and took him to the hospital.

BOYS HURT IN A DUMBWAITER.

ONE FALLS IN THE CAR AND THE OTHER
TUMBLES AFTER HIM.

TO RAISE ATLANTIC-AVE. TRACKS.

| THIS DECLARED TO BE THE INTENTION
OF PENNSYLVANTA RAILROAD.

A dispatch from Philadelphia was published in
Rrooklyn yesterday which quoted Vice-President
Prevost, of the Pennsylvania Railroad, as saying
| that it was the Intention of his company to raise
| the tracks of the Long Island Railroad in Atlantic-
i ave. “But I question whether the necessary legis-
| lation has been passed,”” Mr, Prevost is quoted as
| saying. “That is a matter that must await Mr.

Baldwin's return. He is the expert to be con-
| sulted.”

Eugene G. Blackford, chairman of the Atlantic
Avenue Improvement Commission, sald yesterday
in regard to the dispatch:

The plan for the improvement of Atlantlc-ave.,
as is well known, contemplates the depression of
the tracks to Bedford-ave.; then as an elevated line
to Howard-ave., and then depression for the re-
mainder of the distance. There are two reasons
why the tracks could not be elevated all the way.
The first one is that the people of Brooklyn would
| not allow it, and the other is the law under which
the fmprovement of the avenue was authorized.

I am under the opinion that the Pennsylvania
officials used the word “elevated” in a general way,
without intending to mean an elevated line all the
way. I did not see the officlals when they wers
here, so 1 cannot speak from any knowledge of
their intentions.

Vice-President Pugh, of the Pennsylvania Ralil-
road, was quoted in the dispatch above mentioned
as saying that his company ‘“‘would welcome any
plan that would put a hole under the river and
connect Brooklyn and New-York.”

Ag soon as President Baldwin of the Long Isl-
and Railroad returns from his inspection of the
tunnel system in London the plans of the Penn-
sylvania for the improvement of the Long Island
Railroad will be formuiated. He is expected back
about June 1.

TULLY’S NEW CRUSADE.

THE REV. HORACE PORTER WITHDRAWS
BECAUSE OF A PREMATURE AN-

HOLDS HIS FEES IN TRUST.

REGISTER HOWE SAYS HE HAS A PLAN TO
USE THEM FOR THE BENEFIT
OF THE COUNTY.

“THE FOLLY AND SIN OF SECTS.”

DR. HILLIS GIVES HIS IDEA OF WHAT THE
DISCIPLES WOULD HAVE THOUGHT
OF DENOMINATIONALISM.

The Rev. Dr. Newell Dwight Hillls, in his sermon
yesterday morning in Plymouth Church, pointed
out the value of unity in Church efforts. His sub-
ject was ‘“‘Christ’'s Prayer for the Unity of His
Church: A Survey of the Folly and Sin of Sects
and Denominations.” Dr. Hillis said in part:

Unique men and colossal men were thesa Disci-
ples! Nor was their unity simply ocuter and me-
chanical. They were not driven tcgether by ex-
terior persecution, but were drawn together by in-
terior affection. Their union was organic and vital.

In that hour when the Disciples were met in that
upper room, imagine some religious editor, or secu-
lar one, or bishop, or elder, rising up and urging
some considerations that are presented every day
in religious gatherings, such as: “Human nature
is human nature, and organic unity is a dream!
Therefore, let us agree to disagree, and each Disci-
ple found a sect and denomination of his own. Let
the rule be, ‘You keep away from my fieid and I
will keep away from yours.” And once a year we
wiill meet together and celebrate our brotherly
love! Had the denominational leader of to-day
appeared in the upper room and urged these con-
siderations and others that are said not only to
excuse, but to demand. sects, the Disciples would
have looked upon the intruder as they would have
looked upon Satan appearing to debauch their souls,
to lure them from the path of duty, to rob them of
their influence and to destroy their Master's life
and work.

A SYSTEM OF CONSECUTIVE POLYGAMY.

SO PROFESSOR RUSSELL TERMS FREEDOM OF
DIVORCE AND REMARRIAGE.

In the course of a sermon at the Williams Avenue
Methodist Church yesterday morning on *‘The
Christian Home’* Professor Isaac Franklin Russell,
of the New-York University Law School, touched
on certain phases of the Sunday school and wom-
en’s clubs and the looseness of the divorca laws.

Dr. Russell called attention to the dangers threat-
ening the home In our modern society, and par-
ticularly to those which, he said, wore the garb of
liberty, ghllnmhrony, education, religion and prog-
ress. Thus he attacked the Sunday school, so far
as it is supposed to be an appropriate substitute
for family prayers and is allowed to displace the
religion of the home, and the kindergarten so far
as it Is patronized as a day nursery and as a place
where mother’s love and attention are bought for
money. Women's clubs, too, came in for condemna-
tlon so_ far as public life and parllamentary law
are exalted above motherhood and domestic virtues.

he employment of women in breadwinning pur-
suits, the speaker contended, should be regarded as
an exception to the general rule, and justified only
by circumstances of necessity and where the holy
and benign office of wife is not wisely and honor-
ably attainable. Even the financial independence of
woman and_the liberty she enjoys under the law to
dispose of her property, free from the control of
her husband, might be carried too far, as in the
State of New-York, and a premium thus put upon
disunion, The freedom of divorce and the re-
marriage of divorced parties, as allowed in many
States, the speaker characterized as a system of
consecutive polygamy, destructive of morality and
corrupting the civilization of the age.

HIS LETTER OF ACCEPTANCE.

DR. DEWEY SAYS ﬁE WILL BEGIN WORK
IN CHURCH OF PILGRIMS JUNE 3.

The Rev. Dr. Harry P. Dewey, who Is retiring
as pastor of the South Congregational Church at
Concord, N. H., will begin his pastorate of the
Church of the Pllgrims a week from next Sunday,
when he will preach at the morning service. In
the Church of the Pilgrims vesterday the formal
letter of acceptance of the call was read by the
Rev. Dr. Edwin B. Coe, pastor of the Collegiate
Church, Manhattan, and a son-in-law of ‘the Rev.
Dr. Richard S. Storrs,

Dr. Dewey is expected in Brooklyn on Thursday,
May 31. He will preach the first three Sundays of
June, after which he will take his summer vaca-
tion. He wili return to the pulpit in September,
Dr. Dewey will not move his family to Brooklyn
until fall.

The formal letter of acceptance follows:

To the Church and Society of the Pilgrims.

My Desr Friends: You are already in receipt of
a telegram from me saying to you that it was my
purpose to present a letter of resignation from my
pastoral office in the South Church of Concord,
that T might accept the call which you had ex-
tended to me to become the pastor of the Church
of the Pilgrims, of Brooklgn. In pursuance of that
announcement I now send you a formal letter of
acceptance. In the last few weeks I have en-
deavored to fulfil the promise made to your com-
mittee, that if a call should be given me I would
accord it most candid and serious consideration. A
visit to the Church of the Pilgrims. which afforded
opportunity to meet you and see the various con-
ditions of your church life and work, confirmed
favorable impressions which I had received in ad-
vance. Returning home with complete knowledge
of the situation, and fully persuaded of the unani-
mous desire on your part to welcome me as your
pastor, I gave myself to the task of reaching a
decision. In the performance of that task my
whole desire has been to determine the path that
should appear to 1ead me to the greater usefulness.
The question, in the .:ght of all the circumstances,
has not been to me a simple one; it has required
much deliberation. T will not recite the steps of
the process through which I have passed to a con-
clusion. I need only say that, balancing all the
conslderations which have seemed to be most im-
portant, T have felt constrained to respond to your
earnest invitation. I do so in humble recognition
of the great trust which I am taking—assured, in
my sense of weakness and unworthiness of svmpa-
thetic co-operation from you, of wise and inspiring
counsel from Dr. Storrs, to whom I shall look as
my pastor, and, above all, of unfailing strength and
light from Him who, loving His Church, gave
Himself for it.

My resignation has been written to take effect
upon the last Sunday of the present month, and T
suggest that my work with vou begin upon the
first Sunday in June. Yours in Christian work and
fellowship.
