More words followed, and then
Maloney squared off to strike the man, who imme-
diately whipped out a revoiver and fired two shots.
Maloney fell and the colored men ran off.

A policeman hurrying up placed Martel under
arrest and signalled for an ambulance. Maloney
died on the way to the hospital. The fatal wound
was in the left breast. Browf was arrested later
at No. 213 Academy-st. He denfed that he had done
the shooting, and the police are inclined to believe
his denial.
